annum. How is this excess to be ob-
tained ? Only by purchase from abroad.
In the eventof an unfavorable balance
of trade, when our Id will be most
needed at home, we will be compelled to
export ten millions of gold, which we will
then surely need to pay for ten millions
of silver which we will not need at all.
This compul purchase of so great an
amount will make the treasury the largest
operator in the most ntic “corner™
ever organized. Third, the bill reported
by the house committee provides that

notes issued for silver bullion be
redeemed in standard silver  dollars,
if demandcd by the holder. This will

give owners of silver bullion the !mwt-r
to convert every ounce produced in the
country into standard silver dollars at
their own will and pleasure. True, there
is not the slightest danger this power will
be exercised, because no sane man will
prefer to convert treasury notes, which
the government is bound to redeem in
gnllf‘or its equivalent, into standard silver
dollars unless he may want a limited
number of them for some specific pur-
pose, Under this bill the government
will not force silver dollars into cireula-
tion, but will permit any one to have
coined as many of them as he can pay for
with treasury notes, What more can ad-
vocates of silver (‘Uilllf“ demand ? Surely
nothing, unless they desire to compel the
treasury to force standard dollars into
our circulation for the sole purpose of de-
preciating and degrading it. Is it not
enough that if we take half the world's
silver product and lock it up in order to
inerease the value of the other half; that
we join the silver producers in the most
gigantic  *“corner’ ever organized
and that we give to owners
of silver bullion the right and power to
convert every ounce of our production
into standard silver dollars if they choose,
For all these unparalleled concessions to
silver interests what is demanded in re-
turn? Only the f)rivilt'm- of protecting
the honor and eredit of the nation by the
rrmnt of power to redeem its  notes either
n gold or its equivalent of silver bullion,
All bills on this subject contemplate the
policy to extend over an indefinite period
and which will result in the issue of a
very large volume treasury notes, If
they be made redeemable in lawful
money they must be paid in the
best lawful money, if demanded in
accordance with the high rule of honor
which this government has thus far
maintained and by which it has estab-
lished the eredit, pride and boast of our
people. If the balance of trade turn

inst us, or if distrust arise as to our
ability 1o pay in gold, as it surely will
under such provision of the law, or if for
any other reason we be unable to redeem
in gold when demanded, the govermment
wiﬁlix- compelled to diseriminate against
the silver dollar when gold will at onee
command a premium and this
nation will step down from its present
proud pesition and take its place
on the financial basis with China, India
and South Ameriea, It is to save us from
this danger that I have insisted so stren-
uously for the provision to redeem in gold
or as cquivalent in silver bu
know of but two ways of which the pro-
posed issue of treasury notes can be
anchored to the recognized values of the
commercial. One is the bullion mlvm,:-
tion feature, provided in the treasury bill,
and the other is the authority to sell
bonds in order to provide a reserve fund,

Establishment of the Long Com -
pany to Assume Peru's N

NEw YOrk, April 20.—-The World says
tangible steps have at last been taken in
the Grace-Peruvian contract, the com-
pany which has been projected so long
and which is to assume the national debt
of Peru, amounting to $250,000,000 in
return  for valuable concessions,
and  grants  organised in  London.
