that Butte will not be overlooked in the
new passenger service which is to be in-
augurated on the Northern Pacife June 8.
From a thoroughly reliable resource, in
fact it can be properly called semi-of.

cial, it is learned tbhat this city is to re-
ceive the benefit of at least the fast
through train which will begin to run on
the date mentioned, if not of the local
train as well. The gentleman Imparting
the information ms in a position to know
whereof be speaks and says that present
arrangements contemplate the running
of a local train from Gallatin to Butte
and thence to Garrison. via the Montana
Union, where connection will he made
both waer. This could be done without
delaying the through train, the distance
between Gallatin and Garrison via the
Butte & Gallatin branch being consider-
ably over 100 miles shorter than by the
main line via Helena. The Butte
train would connect at Galla-
tin and by running a little
slower than the through train would still
arrive at Garrison before the latter train,
and ample time would he afforded for the
transfer of passengers and exprems. The
same arrangement would, of course, also
hold good for east-bound trains, with the
only differenre that Garrison would he
the initial point and Gallatin the termi-
nus. By such an arrangement Butte
would to all intents and purposes, he on
the main line and thus receive all the
benefits accruing from a fast mail and
passenger service on the Northern Pa-
cifie.
