In answer to an
inquiry on the part of Alderman Lynch,
reflecting upon the present employes, Mr,
Ecker warmly responded: “*Mr. Lynch,
the men never have had an opportunity
to give the system o proper teinl. A good
battery is required in any system and the
stufl necded was never ordered until re-
cently.”

Alderman Lyneh here inguired for the
assistant chief, and while he was being
summoned the alderian announeed that
he had ordercd Bart Flowers suspended
for two weeks, and bhe might never b re-
instated.  He wanted every deanken man
in the department fired, and he had given
orders to that effect, A tlreman above all
men oughit 0 be sober.  Again, be had
hearnl of dissatisfaction becanse some of
the ety ecmployes  were ot paying their
bills about the city. He should recom-
mend that any such men  in the fire de.
partment be bouneod, .
