AFFAIRS IN THE COUNCIL.
That Bawer Blit Ceasidered -- Laborers to

(ot Their waes.-Other Maters.
The regular monthly meeting of the city

councill was held last night, Mayor Walker
presiding. Mr. McKay, one of, ie con-
tractors who laid the eower last autumn,
appeared before the omuncil to explain his
bill for 31.401 against the city. The Arm,
be said, were out that much as the result
of the city's failure to furnish the pipe
within the specifled time. The delay
forced the contractors to suspend work
and lay ofi their hands. and by the time
the pipe was delivered frost had met in,
making the remainder of the work very
dim cult and expensive. After a Ilee dis-
cussion the aldermen magred that tme city
was at fault in not delivering the pipe as
it had undertaken to do. and the bill was
laid over until the next meeting nl order
effect a compremise with the contmutors.
Mr. McKay said he was willin, to aecept
whatever te councill considered fair.

Alderman hbovlin ramied the point
that it t was not right that the city's labor-
ers should he compelled to discouat their
orders for wages. They were paid $3.60
per day and they ought to receive every
cent of it. Mayor Walker nageed with
Mr. Shovlin that the laborers ought to get
their full wages hbut the questlion for me
council to consider war how to remedy
the evil. There was no money la the
road fund at present, and the council was
not allowed to draw upon any otber fund
for road purposes. (ity Clerk Bareman
suggested that the council might pas an
ordinance borrowing money from the
sewer fund until the tax is levied. This
suggestion met with favor and an ordi-
nance of that character was fraimed, Ax-
Ing the amount horrowed at $2,I/.. The
dog fund, which now contains abeot $67.,
was also transferred to the road tend.

Mayor Walker appointed Mitehell
Pickle assistant chief of iplice. The ap-
polntment was rw•ject. . The mayer ap-
pointed Jomephl ater a mnemtnwr of the
force. and this a•,intme,.t weas oa-

rmed. A number of hbills were allowed.
including one for $13.75 for ut' omeuro-
tion of a case for keeping the Iqphe
won by the Anaconda firemenllll t *a .
The mayor agreed with Alderman Sbov-
lin. who recommended the payment of
this bill, that is was no more thea right
and proper for the city to arsunme I-as
the firemen served without ayur. "he
hids for constructing the I)pr)lpod emse
around the new six-sere dlumpinggro nd
were opened and found to run all the
way from SW to $1.016.

A coroner's inquest was held in the
afternoon before T. . Fitagerald, acting
coroner. The Jury was composed of C.
T. Sully, Charles Houck, J. M. Peek,
Robert Morrill, A. Short and Charles
Hamilton. After the jury viewed the re-
mains at the bespital they assembled at
Judge PFHitesld's office, where the evi-
denoe was taken. County Attorn Shaw
examined the witnesses. Drs. Snnder,
Jones and St. Jean who attended aes
at the hospital and made the
post mortem examination, testified to the
same state of facts. Hayes died from a
wound inflicted by a sharp instrument on
the left side of the abdomen about two
inches above the hip. The instrument
penetrated the abdominal cavity, and at
this time of year, in the opinion of the
physicians, was necessarily fatal.

James White of Seattle said be knew
Hayes and bhad worked with him since
July . Last aturday night he and an-
other young man. Hooper Parry, returned
from the cit to the race traeek about 11
o'clock, and found Bray together with
Hayes and several other men in Hays'
tall. The were eatin peanuts and to

matoes and drinking beer, of which they
had a ke. ray finally became abusive
anidd e could lick any- - -
on the the race track. He said, "Shamy
(meaning ase) I can lick you in five
minutes" as aid Bray could not
lick him in ve hours. He ordered Bray
out of the stall. Hayes got up as if to
enforce the order, when the witness
took Bra by the arm and led him about
40 or 50 yards up the track. The witness
told Bray to go to bed or he would bhe
badly whipped. Bray broke away from
the witness and went back to the stall,
where he struck somebody, whom the
witness could not see. Another man
struck Bray on the back with a broom.
The witness and Parry then took Bray and
walked bhim back up the track. Parry
then went away eavingl Bray with the wit-
ness. The witness saw an open knife in
Bray's hand. Bray threatened the wit-
ness, wbo broke away and then Bry
started back after Hayes, who was smd-
ing in front of the stall with the other
men. The witness cried "Look out! He's
ot a knifel" Hayes ran toward thegrad

stand with Bray after him. ray over
took him and instantly the witness beard
Hayes cry out "I'm out." George Knapp
ran to Hayee' assistance and ray struck
him in the breast with the knife. In the
opinion of the witness Bray was slightly
intosicated but Hayes was sober.

Samuel 8. Trice said he arrested Bray at
the mae tek and brought him to town
in a bhak, turning him over to the
first officer he found. On the way he
told Bray he had probably killed one or
both of the menead Bray said: "I am
d--dld of t." Bry told the witness
that used the knifv b he was be-
inl "double-teased."

It
was not decided last night whether the
remains should be sent to Hayes' friends
in New York or buried here.
