T h e y profess doubt on the mut­
ter, o w i n g to the f o l l o w i n g c lause i n the 
cons t i tu t ion adopted last year , a r t i c l e li. 
section 1. T h i s reads : 

"One representative ill the congress of the 
Cllited States -liall be fleeted from the state al 
huge the Irs! Tuesday in October, Issti, ami 
llit'icaftei at such liuirs and places and in such 
manner as may he prescribed hy law." 

T h e e l ec t ion of representat ive i n con­
gress was mude u l l r ight lust year ac­
c o r d i n g to the provis ion o f the cons t i tu­
t ion, but the legislature last winter made 
no p rov i s ion for this f a l l ' s e l ec t ion , a n d 
the po l i t i c i ans , some of them, have ex­
pressed doubt us to whether the e lec t ion 
sha l l therefore be held i n O c l o l i c r o r No-
veinber. T h e precedent es tab l i shed by 
the e lec t ion lust year in October , w i t h no 
provis ion made by the legis la ture f o r a 
di f ferent t ime has led m a n y to bel ieve 
that the e lec t ion must be held this yea r 
in < ictobor. " 

In order to obtain the best legal o p i n i o n 
on tins point , a S T A N K \ K D reporter ca l l ed 
to-day on Judge D i x o n uud presented the 
matter to h i m . Judge D i x o n sa id that 
there is no doubt but thut the e lec t ion 
must lie he ld the llrst Tuesday u f t e r the 
first M o n d a y in November . P r o v i s i o n is 
made by a n act o f congress f o r the elec­
t ion of representatives of congress , us 
conta ined in section 25 of chap te r 2. T h i s 
reads us f o l l o w s : 

"The iiicsday uext after the first Monday in 
Nmemlxr , in the year ls7i'., is established us the 
day In each of the states and territories of the 
United Stales for tile election of representatives 
ami delegates to the fnrtyllfth congress; and the 
Tuesday next after the Hist Monday In Novel" 
her, In every second year thereafter. Is estab­
lished as the day for the election in each of said 
states and territories of representatives and 
delegates to the congress commencing on the 
fourth (la) of March next thereafter." 

T h e w o v e dis |sises of the mat te r of 
the e l e c t i o n of congressman c leur ly 
enough, a m i as to the e lec t ion o f the 
other off icers , the terr i tor ial l aws of M o n ­
tana, sect ion 1U0!*, provide us f o l l o w s : 

" A genera l election shul l lie he ld i n the 
several counties, townships or precincts 
in this terri tory on the first Tuesday af ter 
the f irst M o n d a y in Novem!>cr, lS7l>, and 
every two years thereafter, at w h i c h elec­
t ion shu l l be chosen u l l such o f f i ce r s as 
by luw ure required to lie elected."' 

T h e ubovc disposes of u l l of f icers to be 
elected o i i l s ide of the representa t ive in 
congress, us the ter r i tor ia l l aws bold good 
unt i l changed hy the shite. T h e r e seems 
no doubt, therefore, that the e lec t ion w i l l 
legal ly In- in Noveni l icr .
