MONTANA METHODISTS

They Will Begin Their Conference
Moeting To-Day.

HISTORY OF THE CHURCH

Programme of the Conference—
Work to Be Done by This
Session — The Ana-
conda Church.

Tvery train yesterday brought new ar-
rivals to swell the enrollment of clergy-
men in attendanee at the Methodist con-
ference, which will formally open its  ses-
sions this morning at the Mothodist Epis-
copal churel,

Bishop Walden and wife arrived on the
noon train, and are guests at the Mon-
tana,  The presiding  elders, Revs, Mills
and Snider, also arvived yesterday and
are being entertained by friends in the
eity.  Nearly every clergyman who was ex-
woted attended the informal  meeting
wld last evening, and the townspeople
filled the seating capaeity of the church,
The members of the conference repre-
aent 5 churches and all rt a steady
development of the churelh work. The
moembership ineludes some of the pioneers
of Methodism in Montana, and their fur
rowed faces and carnest expressions indi-
cate the years of hard and zealous labor
taken from the prime of their lives, that
they have spent in the cause towhich their
lives have been devoted, With tears of
happiness in their eyes they, last night,
recounted the onwarl progress of their
work, amd recalled the small beginnings
that have borne such abundant fraitage.
Rev, F. A, Riggin, A. M., was one of the
early workers in Montana. and is well
known to the earlier residents of this eity,
Mr. Riggim, by pequest, furnishes 1he fol-
lowing interesting Listory of the chureh
work in this eity, and of ihe growth of the
Montana conference,

The Methodist .|[-i-u-npnlchuwh was the
pioneer chureh of Protestant Christianity
n Montana, A few weeks after the terr-
tory of Montana was established o mis-
ston was organized and Supt, H. M, Hongh
of New York was appointed to inaugurate
it, Virginia City, Helena, Bozeman and
Mirsoula were occupied and beeame the
centers of operations, The first serviees
hield through the Deer Lodge valley and
adjacent communities were had by the
early itinerants on their visitations to
these  fields, Revs, Hough, Comfort,
Lathrop, Yan Anda and 1Y oecasionally
weaehed during b and froam 1570 to
KE when they were sueeecded by Rovs
Dunean, Riggin and Van Ondel, whe
work had previously been in Eastern Mon-
tana
The writer was the first 1o preach in
Warm Springs valley at the house of Mr,
Levengood, where the front mom was
ample to accommodate the whole settle-
went for miles in either direction, 1t was
on one of the tours to Missoula and the
Bitt »r Root valley that  he passed up the
villley 1o Silver Like amd  over the
mountains to Philipshurg, im 1579, where a
similar service was held for the  Hrst thoe
by a preacher of our clnreh.  Little did
he think then as he rode over the site of
the present magnificent city of Anaconda
of the then unborn community whose
greatness and bheauty we now behold,  No
railroad spanned the valley then nor were
there any signs of the wonderful com-
mercial activity now going on,

When  the first little community began
to guther at Anacondn in 1858 Rev, W, A,
Shnnnon held the first serviees, He was
then presiding older of 1he Dutte district,
In 11425 Rev, . W. Bennett held serviees
oecasionally. when preacher in charge of
a cireuit which reached  from Walkery ille
tothe Deer Lodge valley by the way of
Meaderville,  Subseguently
Howking was appointed 10 the work,
I was followed by Rev. W A, Shanr
Brother Hocking left a good situation,
paying him ®1Z5 per montl, 1o assime
charge of the then  frontier eirenit, which
was g0 poor it paid him only 225 for six
mwonths, The writer once held a quar-
terly meeting on his charge at that |’illll'.
and when the ecolleetion was taken up
there wasn't a eent or a contribution of
any deseription put in the hat. The young
brother who took up the collection was
glad 1o get his hat back.

In 188 a board of trustees was organs
izedd, consisting of T, . Davidson, 1), A,
Spraker and Fo A, Riggin, who purchased
three lots where the chureh now  stamds,
paying 8800 for them,  The money was ob-
tained from the board of clwreh exten-
sion of the Methadist Episcopal ehureh on
the personal security of the trustees, who
also had the lots deeded to the board of
chnrel extension,  The townsite company
penerously donating £200 on the purchase
price of the lots when the payment was
made, Rev, . A, Stickleman, who was
pastor in 1886, raised an additional sub-
sepiption and built the parsonage which
was used Tor awhile for the publie sehool
and for church and Sunday school pur-
poses,

Rev, Go Co Stall followed Rev, Stickel-
man and enlarged and improved the pare
sonage  properlty  durving  his  pastorate,
Hev. Bro. Ingeveol was appointed 1o soe-
cecd him in 187 and remained n few
weeks. The appointment was thoen left
vacant until the present pastor, ey, P,
Lowry, eame, three years ago, under
whose pastorate the beautiful el in
which the Montana conferenee is to con-
vene was built, and who improved and
enlarged the parsonage property,  He Las
also brought  the appointment ta a high
stonding among the charges of the con-
fercnee,

The growth of the Montana eonference
Lias kept paece in a measire with the great
development of the wonderful =tate in
which its work has been performed, In
1880 the writer was appointed  superins
tendent of the Montana Mission, At that
time Brothers Comfort, Duncan, Van
Orsdel, Slippen and Shannon constituted
the membership of the mission.  Behold
the growth in these 12 years. With 53
ministers whose flelds streteh from Poea-
tello on the south to the British posses-
sions, and from Glendive to Sand Point,
With proper facilities for the further de-
velopment of the growing flelds this num-
ber will double within the next quadren-
i,

The recent general conference organ-
jzed @ new mission in North  Montana,
where the Great Northern and its branches
wre acheving the same wonderful devel-
opments which the Northern Pacifie and
U'nien Pacitte have done for Southern
Montana. Ere long Methodism in its on-
ward conguests will reach every section of
this great land. @i {s necdless to say that
the heroie pioneers of this region bave
duly appreciated the saeriflee and toil of
the daring men and their herole wives and
have cooperated with them in the great
achiovements of the church, many whe
are not mwembers greatly encouraging by
thoir means and hospitality the mportant
“'l'l'l\.

The work of the conference began yess
terday, with the examination
dates for ordination, and an  infor
preaching service, preceded by a song
viee, was held at the Methodist ehureh last
evening. Rev, I, Lowry welcomed the
visitors to the city in well chosen words,
and Rev. 4. W, Bennett delivered an clo-
uent sermot,  The singing last evening
was enthusiastic and mspirving.
