W A M U K O T O S , M a r c h 15.—E»-Repre-
seutative Blount of Georgia left Washing­
ton lsst night for San Francisco, accom­
panied by E l l i s M i l l s , (he confidential 
stenographer of the state department. 

He is , it is confidentially asserted, Ixiund 
for Honolulu on a secret mission, the ap­
pointment to which required no confirma­
tion by the senate. The selection of 
Blount for the mission Indicates that 
Cleveland is not yet satisfied that Hawaii 
should be annexed to the United States, 
but has not made up his mind tooppose it . 
Hlount w i l l make a very thorough investi­
gation of the situation, and the presi­
dent's future action on tho subject wi l l 
probably be governed by his report as 
chairman of the foreign affairs committed. 

When the matter f i rs t came before the 
public, Blount took a very conservative 
IMwiliou, refusing to commit himself with­
out fur ther in format ion . ' M o r e than a 
year before the overthrow of the queen a 
delegation f r o m the Hawai ian legislature 
came to this country' wi th a public su-

i nounccment, seeking some indication 
f r o m this country of what support tho 
revolutionary party might rely on, if they 
should overthrow the o ld government and 
establish a provisional government, as 
has since been done. The ultimate ob­
ject, ss they then disclosed it , was to se­
cure annexation to this country, as they 
did not hope for success in the permanent 
establishment of a new government. 
Hlount was among tho few persons v. i ih 
whom t iny talked, and ho then rcfusud to 
commit himself to any such plan. 

There is no doubt, since tho overthrow 
of the queen, that he has had some sus-

' piciou that this government may havo 
! encouraged the revolut ion,and might pos-

siblv be accused of hat ing a part i l l the 
establishment of the new government of 
the islands, with which we ure usked to 
treat. Tho questlcn us to how theover-

! threw of tho government came ubout, and 
whether tho provisional government 
actually represents tho |H>pular senti­
ment, w i l l , it is understood, be tlioroughlv 

! investigated. First of a l l , the fact w i l l bo 
established that this government, pending 
the ratification of tho treaty, giving it tho 

' r igh t to do so, w i l l not interfere in any 
way with the a f f a i r s of the islands, ex­
cept, i f need be, to defend them from for­
eign encroachments, the idea being that 
a government, c l a iming to represent tho 
people of the islands, must bo strong 
enough to main ta in itself i f we arc to 
treat w i lh it. Iu a l l probability 
we w i l l do nothing to mainta in tho 
provisional government against any other 
government of the people of Hawaii 
themselves, that might be or seek to bo 
established. Hut, i f it is found that the 
provisional government is really the 
chosen government o f ' t h e islands, and is 
not dependent on the support of tho 
I nited Statos fo r existence, the propo­
sition for annexation may lie favorably 
regarded, and an amended treaty may lie 
sent to the senate at the next session. 

However, apart f r o m other considera­
tions, the desirabili ty of annexing tho 
islands w i l l be investigated as a business 
proposition. It is said that the administra­
tion early received in format ion which is 
deemed reliable, that the overthrow of 
gueeti L i l i uoku lan l and the establishment 
of the provisional government was the re­
sult of a plan formulated by the sugar pro­
ducing element of the Islands, and which 
was furthored i n San Francisco. I'pon 
receiving this in format ion , the w ithdrawal 
of the treaty was determined upon. 
Cipher dispatches went out last night 
f rom both the stato and navy depart­
ments, lor Honolu lu , which wi l l go 
forward, on tho steamer Austra l ia , f rom 
Sai l Francisco to-day. What these dis-
liatches contain none of the officials in 
either department w i l l say.

A 
Yokohama pa|ier prints an account of the 
extermination of a band nf pirates in a 
t hint st< village on the I.Mh of January 
last. T w o pirat ical crafts ran into one of 
tho numerous inlets in the vicinity of the 
< ity of l an T u , for shelter f r o m a blinding 
snow storm, and having made a l l snug 
alongside the beach, some of the pirates 
lauded. It so hap|tetied that some of 
them were rccogii i tcd by the inhabi­
tants of the vil lage, who hail suf-
ered frcnt ths depredations of Ihe 
pira(cs. No tooiier had ihe 
men returned to their junks than an 
alarm was silently g i ten and the principal 
men of the village determined to wreak a 
summary vengeance o i l the unwelcome 
ami frequent visitors. Accordingly, afo 
well at tiiett villagers surprised the pirates, 
hurst o|s ti the hatches and t h e i h s i r s o f 
Ihe cabins and poured a stream of bullets 
down upon 50 or (JO pirates who were hud­
dled together for warmth on tho lower 
decks of tho junks. Hardly any resist­
ance was made, s l l of the pirates but two 
ls>ing almost hacked into mince meat by 
the exas|M>ratetl villagers. 

These two pirates, escorted by tho whole 
community, were led lo Ihe grave, by 
relatives of a young mal l who was mur­
dered in a previous raid by thn pirates, 
antl. nf ier being secured to a couple nf 
slakes, the two nearest relatives a l the 
dead man plunged their knives into the 
breasts of tho unlucky pirates, antl 
l ipp ing open tho bodies, extricated ihe 
hearts, which went then put on a plute 
anil placed on a table. U | K U I w Inch, already, 
lighted randies and incense burned 
Whi le a l l this was going on the female 
relatives of the dts-rascd, dressed in the 
mourning color of white, gathered by (ho 
M i l e of tho grave, crying and cal l ing out 
to the spirit of the dead to receive the 
sacrdice that was being offered. 

The offerings were left at the grave, a l 
Ihe end of the hasty ceremonies, ami the 
villagers proceeded to ransack the pirati-
cul junks , ufter having lirst thrown the 
I talics oveiboanl into the sea. ' i he plun­
der f r o m the junks , gold, silver, cash, 
s i lks, satins and rice, was equally dlvftVsl 
among the famil ies who had ever suffered 
at the liuuds of the pirates, and. as a 
f inale to the last act in the tragedy, the 
junks sere towed Into tho stream, sot on 
fire ami burned to the water's edge. The 
hearts of the vict ims sacrificed were aft­
erwards cooked ami eaten by tho dead 
man's relatives or those who desired to 
do so.
