B C T T K , M a r c h S O . - T h * annual exhibit 
of the But te public eebooU opened thia 
morn ing in Renahaw ha l l , and baa been 
visited a l l day by hundred! of the parents 
of the school children. Tb is j oar's ex­
hibit la nearly twice as l a raw as that of 
last year and ia away ahead of it in every 
respect. The High school building, Eaat 
and Weal Broadway, Eaat and West Csn-
tervlUe, WalkerviUe. Meadervil le . Parro t , 
South But te . Colorado street, Tre ron ia , 
Centennia l and Silver Bow Park schools 
are a l l represented and the work is a 
credit to each. Not a room in any of the 
schools is missed, aad while it ia out of 
the question for any cttlaen to visit every 
achooi In the district, ha oan visit the pub­
lic exhibi t ion every year and see a l l that 
is going on i n the different rooms. The 
exhibit is intended to show the general 
run of achooi work, and not work that is 
specially prepared for i t . The teachers 
are instructed to take up any good piece 
of penmanship or drawing which they no­
tice dur ing tbe year, to go i u the exhibit , 
and tho written work shown is a l l taken 
f r o m the semi-annual examination papora. 
Tbe only work done specially fo r the ex­
hibit Is i n the way of drawings, of which 
there la a very attractive l ine. The ex­
hibit ia a great credit to the schools and to 
a l l the teachers who cooperated with such 
a marked degree of success. 

The schools are shown to be i n as good 
condit ion as any In the Northwest, and 
there Is a n increase in tbe average attend­
ance for tbe past two years which is f a r 
beyond tbe growth of tbe eity In that t ime, 
as is shown by tbe fol lowing table:

The above table shows that t b e schools 

are enjoying a remarkably healthy growth 
and the fact that tbe chi ldren are taking 
more interest i n their work than ever is 
shown by their attendance at the exhibit . 
They have here a chance to compare their 
work wi th that of other chi ldren i n tbe 
same grades i n different schools and are 
st imulated to fresh energy. In such an 
immense exhibit aa that of thia year It ia 
almost impossible to particularise, and 
tbe commendation must be general. 
There are a great many exhibits that are 
deserving of special ment ion, but it is out 
of the question to attempt to cover a l l of 
them i n tbe l imited space o f a newspaper 
art icle . 

The H igh school exhibit is deserving of 
praise a l l around and consists o f works in 
mathematics, history, languages, Engl ish 
and L a t i n literature, psychology and elo­
cution, wi th written work In each depart­
ment. 

One of tbe new features this year is the 
kindergarten display, which is both large 
and beaut i ful . Tbe exhibit consists of 
maps, weaving, paper fo ld ing, clay model­
ing, paper cutt ing and st i tching, and some 
of the designs are very beaut i ful , while 
they are a l l neat and attractive. The dis­
play of the Colorado street department, 
which is i n charge of M r s . N . Owen, is 
probably the most beaut iful and deserves 
the most praise. The backs of a l l of the 
hooks are handsomely painted i n o i l by 
M r s . Owen, and she also has aorae very 
lino specimens of clay modeling. Miss 
Kooscr of the West Broadway school 
shows a kindergarten table with every­
thing ready fo r work. Tbe chairs around 
the table are occupied by tbe pupils. Tbe 
exhibit of tbe West Broadway achooi, 
taken a l l around, is remarkable f rom the 
fact that it haa only been runn ing about 
four weeks. A set of photographs of a l l 
the achooi buildings is displayed, and 
there is also a large lithograph of each 
school i n every department. 

T w o of the gems of the entire exhibit 
are a beaut i ful o i l paint ing representing a 
scene in the Alpa . by Miss Ida M . K e n ­
nedy, and a bunch of poppies, also in o i l , 
by M i s s Pea r l Royce. both of tbe High 
school. Both of these pictures are genu­
ine worka of art and reflect great credit 
on the clever young ladies.

The K l l l b r l d e s s ad U s . S h 
Decidedly at War . 

B I - T T E . M a r c h 30.—The war between 
tbe Ki l lbr ides and tbe Sheehans, con­
nected by marriage, which was begun 
several days ago on account of the arrest 
of the elder KUIbride f o r attempting to 
snoot Joe Sehackelton. Is yet f a r f rom be­
ing over. Ever since o ld man Ki l lb r ide ' s 
at rest bad blood has existed between tbe 
t» j families. A few nights ago M r s . 
Sheehan with a number of smal l chi ldren, 
i n various stages of undress, appeared at 
tbe police station and asked fo r protection 
against Jack K i l l b r i d c . J s ck , it seems, 
accused Mrs . Sheehan, who is his sister, 
of being the cause of his fat Iter's arrest, 
and , to show bis disapproval of such an 
m i l l Hal act, he bombarded Mrs . S bee ban's 
house with stones. M r s . Sheehan's hus­
band was at work in one of tbe mines at 
the t ime and she and her children were 
alone In tbe house. Chief Gray aoeom» 
panted M r s . Sheehan and found that a l ­
most every window and door i n her bouse 
bad been broken by the stones, which 
young KUIbride bsd f ired againat them. 
W h i l e tbe chief and the woman were talk­
ing the young man renewed his assault 
nod the chief attempted 10 arrest h im, but 
KUIbride outran h im and made his escape 
i n the darkness, his s|>eed greatly ac­
celerated by several bullets f r o m tbe 
officer 's revolver. 

Since then the two fami l ies havs been 
mainta in ing a sort of armed truce, which 
was permitted to remain inviolate unt i l 
to-day, when Mrs . Sheehan and J u l i a K i l l -
bride came together. A war of words en­
sued, in which M r s . Sheehan appears to 
have been worsted, fo r she arrayei I herself 
In her best clothes and invaded Judge 
Column's court where she made demand 
for redress. A f t e r learning tho story, the 
judge concluded that a charge of disturb­
ing the peace would about cover tbe case, 
and issued a warrant fo r the arrest of 
J u l i a KUIbride on that charge. Constable 
Gr i f f i th served the warrant and accepted 
a $50 bond fo r the appearance of the ac­
cused. 

B E N N E T T S B E A T E N . 
The MeasUrvl l le Pastor Has to Pay the 

Costs of H i s Case. 
B U T T E . March .10.—Tbe case of Rev. M r . 

Bennetts, pastor of the M . E . church of 
Meadervi l le , against M r . Hsy , fo r disturb­
ance of t he peace, was cal led i n Justice 
Colman 's court to-day. It wi l l be remem­
bered that Hay accused tbe clergyman of 
breaking up bis home, and the charge of 
disturbing the peace grew out of the use 
of threatening language by M r . Hay to 
M r . Bennetts. The case waste have been 
in Justice Ki rkwood ' s court ' in Meader­
vi l le , hut the prosecution asked a change 
of venue, and it was granted to Justice 
Colman's court in Butte. When tbe t ime 
for the t r ia l arrived, the case was dis­
missed on motion of the county attorney.
