res HE GETS NO WRIT.

The Unitxd States Supreme Court Talks
Business to a Sherifl
WastinGron, April 24. — The South
Carolina tax cases were passed upon by
the supreme court of the United States
\o~day, the opinion being delivered by
Chief Justice Fuller. It came upon the
petition of Sheriff Tyler of Aiken county,
fora writ of habeas corpus to release him
from imprisonment under the judgment
of the circuit court of the United States
that he be flned 8300 for contempt. He
had seized a train on a South Carclina
railroad upon & warrant issued by the
state authorities for collection of taxes
which were in controveray. The road was
in the bandz of a receiver appointed by
the United Jtates court and he was ad-
Judged guilty of contempt for failing to re-
lease the property under the order of that
mﬂ:tr He came to the supreme court for
relief.
Justice Fuller returned an opinion con-
taining much stronger than is
usually found in such documents, deny-
ing the application of the petitioner for a
writ, He said that the seisure of property
by force was unjustifiable and could not
be defended. The claims of the state for
taxes are not superior 1o the general rule
which makes property placed in the hands
of a recelver subject to the orders of the
court. They are lo be determined in »
regular way and in & proper manner. The
action of the circuit court, Chief Justice
Fuller said, was in no sense an action
ngainst the state of South Carolina, which,
it was concluded, could not be maintained
under the eleventh amendment to the
constitution. [In conclusion he said that
| the circuit court was equipped with the
" fullest power to protect ita dignity and to
force its mandates, and its use of these
powers in the case in point could not be
i reviewed here.  Therefore the petition for
' » writ of habens corpus was denied. The
l same judgment was announced in the
cases of Sherman, Riser and Gaines,
which came to the supreme’ court with
| Tyler's, for relief.

A QUEER ACTION.

The Werthera Pacific Ralliread Company
Loses In a Pecullar Euit,

Wasmixarox, April 24.—The United
States supreme court to<lay afirmed the
judgment of the nited Stutes ecircuit
court for the state of Washington in refus-
ing to grant a writ of habeas corpus in the
case of Albert Frederick, now undergoing
a sentence of twenty years imprisonment
for murder in the second degree.

A case presenting unusual and novel
features was decided in the supremo court
to-dap Justice Gray delivering the opin-
jon. It was entitled the Northern® Pacifie
railroad company versus C. J. Brooks &
Co., et al., the defendants including »
number of saloon keepers and the board of
commissioners of Kiititas county Wash-
ington. The railroad company brought
suit to abate the saloons mamntained
by the defendants, as nuisances, and to
prevent the commissioners of the county
from renewing the licenses to them. The
ground upon which the complaint was
based was that the employes of the com-
pany who must necessarily use dynamite
and steam in construeting the company's
railroad line through KEittitas county were
induced by the presence of the defend-
ants' saloons along the line of work, to
become unfitted for the safe use of these
instrumentalities, and thereby caused a

WasHixaTox, April 34.—The authorita-
tive statement of Cleveland yesterday, in
which he announced the present and fu-
ture action of the administration in rela-
tion to the use of the gold reserve, has
taken the edge off the excitement that fol-
lowed the act of the secretary of the treas-
ury in dipping into the reserve fund.

If there had boen any danger of a finan-
cial flurry the danger appears now to have
passed, Under the interpretation of Cleve.
land's statement the reserve is to be
treated simply as so much cash in the
treasury, and whether the aggregate rises
or fallsa few millions a day becomes a
matter of little concern.

Consequently very little interest is mani-
fested to-day at the department in regard
to the financial situation. Some offers of
yellow metal were received from the West
and accepied, and Treasurer Jordan at
New York reported that he also received a
considerable amount of gold eertificates.

HIS BONES DISCOVERED

Ina Fino in the Great Palls Smeller,
dobn Sandbsrg Died

THE AFFAIR IS A MYSTERY

He Went to Repair a Furnace and
Was Not Seen Afterward—
Overcome by the in=
tense Heat.

Grear FaLLs, April 24.—A bandfull
charred and crumbling
morgue is all that remains
mortal of Jobn Sandberg,
man, whose mysterious d
was related in the STANDARD t
ago.

seen left his boarding place intending, as
he remarked to som= of his friends, to
make some repairs on one of rotary

calcining furuaces at the smelter. He
did not return that day, nor the next, and
his mates became much worried about
him, as be was known to have been some-
what under the influence of liquor at the
time of his departure from his room.

Another day passed, and still there was
no tmee of Sandberg. Thoroughly
alarmed by this time, the man’s friends
made diligent search for him, but eould
learn nothing further than the fact that o
laborer at the smeiter had seen him enter
the manhole of the furnace which he in-
tended to repair. Nobody had seen him
since that time, and the belief became
current, as stated in the STANDARD, that
the unfortunate man had in some way
fallen into the main flue. which leads to
the big stack of the smelter, and there,
overcome by tho intense heat and the
poisonous gases of combustion, Le had
wet his death.

Several attempts were made to deter-
mine whether his body was in the flue or
not, but none of them were successful. A
lantern was lowered into the flue through
a man hole, but the heat was so intense
that the lantern frame was almost in-
stantly melted. This was sufficient evi-
denee that if the man bad entered the
flue, he must have leea killed instantly,
so great was the heat,

His frionds held persistently to the
theory that Sandberg had met his death
in this way, but, as his body must have
been consumed by the heat, and therefore
could not be recovered, the furnace firea
were not drawn, and the fate of the miss-
ing man remained a matter of speculation
until to<day, when the flue was searched,
! the fires having been drawn vesterday.
