John Nelson's Black T o m won, a f te r Mr. 
Burch's Grey Ned ha<) secured the two 
first heats. J . A. Hasley was awarded the 
p r i i e in the bicycle race through Mr. 
Schulta being disqualified owing to 
tho manner in which he started. 
I n the quarter of a mi le heat 
runn ing race V. Statou's Qfajf 
Dick won i n the th i rd heat, closely 
pressed by C. Chaddock'a Kate Pease, 
who captured the second heat. There 
wore four horses started in the mixed 
pacing and t ro t t ing race, but there were 
only two horses really in I t . Giles Brown-
all 's Athelston won the first and th i rd 
heat by very closely contested finishes 
wi th W i l l i a m Mil ler ' s Meteor, who cap­
tured the second heat. There was over 
f l ,01)0 changed bauds through the pool 
boxes. 

The Knights of Pythias dance was a 
pronounced success and both afternoon 
and evening the large pavil ion at the nark 
was crowded. Tho fo l lowing named per­
son's were adjudged winners of tho prizes 
offered fo r the best waltzers in tho after­
noon : First lady's prize, gold watch and 
chain. Mis* Alma Ki l leren. First gentle­
man's prize, one year's subscription to the 
STANPAKP.

I n the evening dance Miss f>. H . Btirge, 
won the lady's first prize, consisting of a 
lovely dress pattern.

First gentleman's prize, a handsomely 
carved meerschaum pipe, was won by Ed­
ward Surponant. Second gentleman's 
prize, a battle scene. John Nagle. The 
dance was very largely attended and tho 
contest was most spirited. 

About 10 o'clock in the evening tho ex­
hibi t ion of fireworks commenced f r o m the 
hi l l south of town.

Speaking of the * mall-pox cases Dr. 

Spetman said last night to a SIA.XPAI.H 
reporter: "There may have been a l i t t l e 
delay in getting hold of tbe smpall-pox at 
tbe time when it first manifested itself i n 
this c i ty . ( in that score I can only say 
that the primary cases were not reported 
promptly to me as health officer. As soon as 
I got knowledge of tbeni. prompt action 
was taken, and In instances, I acted ahead 
of my associates, as It was not easy to get 
the board of health into organised work . 
From the f irs t , lbs quarantine has been 
effective, preventive measures have been 
f a i t h fu l ly followed up, no effort has been 
spared to defend the people against the 
spreading of the scourge. Furni ture good* 
and bedding in infected houses have been 
destroyed and Hie work of dis infect ing 
has been thoroughly done. 

"There has not been any e f f o r t , " added 
Dr. Spelman."to keep f r o m the public the 
facts about the disease. There havo been 
l.'l cases, all told. Threo havo been dis­
charged, three of the patients now at the 
pest house are quite sick, the rest aro con­
valescing and doing very nicoly. There 
lias been one death, and f r o m the c i rcum-
atancos in that case, it can aafely be aaul 
that small pox itself was not directly re­
sponsible for the fa ta l i ty . 

"Last Monday." continued the health 
officer " two new rases wero reported. 
To-day one patient was put i n quarantino 
and three others, which seemed suspi­
cion*, are being properly watched to 
await development*. I t is not at a l l cer­
tain that those wi l l develp into smallpox 
t let i ms. 

" I f some of the peop!e in tho town 
i would get tho facts instead of pe rmi t t ing 

themselves to be influenced or alarmed 
by groundless rumors. 1 am certain." con­
tinued Dr. Spelman. " that there would lie 
very much less discontent. Those who 
have the business in hand are doing the 
utmost that can lie •esse. I may not give 
satisfaction as health qllleer, but even i f 
1 am open to cr i t ic ism, I know perfectly 
well that I do not deserve the denuncia­
tion which a few angry |«eople seem dis­
posed to heap upon me. The city is being 
guarded wi th the utmost vigilance ani l 
every ease or suspicion of a case is 
{•romptly attended to and vigorously 

ol low ed. 
" I a m w i l l i n g to submit my conduct in 

this matter to the most careful scrutiny 
of any health board or health officer in 
Montana. Of course, i f the communi ty 
prefers to pass over the duties of health 
officer u> another man. I am prepared to 
yield promptly and cheerful ly, hut I a m 
l>erfectly conscious that the manner in 
which I havo proceeded, in harmony w i t h 
the members of the board of health, does 
not deserve the loud denunciation that 
comos f r o m some quarters. A l l I ask. as 
long as I am health officer, Is f a i r treat­
ment at the handsof the fai r -minded peo­
ple in this communi ty ."
