WASHINGTON , July 39.—Gensral A r m ­
strong, the assistant commissioner of In* 
dlan affairs, has commenced a general in­
vestigation of Indian reservations. 

The annual tour of inspection of the 
Union and Central Pac i f i c railroads by 
Commissioner of Railroads Wads Hamp­
ton, wi l l be begun Aug. 10. 

For the first t ime since the tariff b i l l 
has been In conference there were signs 
of wavering f r o m , the strong l ins that 
has stood behind the senate b i l l . "Senate 
bi l l or none," has been repeated during 
the day, but less frequently and with less 
emphasis than heretofore. The only 
explanation f o r the brief conference 
today is the fact the house 
conferees feel the situation la changing in 
their favor. There are many reasons ad­
vanced to show this statement has good 
foundation. It is known the mails and 
telegraph are bringing to the democratic 
senators urgent appeala to pass a bi l l that 
wi l l not favor the trusts and which wi l l be 
in line with the party p la t form. In fact 
these requests upon the senators aro en­
dorsements of the position of tbs presi­
dent and the house i n many points of dif-

That these telegrams ere having effect 
cannot be denied and have eaused the 
senators who ere most Insistent upon the 
senate b i l l ea regards, coal , Iron ore and 
sugar no li t t le concern. 

The house members also f ind consider­
able comfort In their analysis of the 
speeches made by the democratic sena­
tors when the conference agreement was 
before the senate, i n which they f ind but 
one democrat besides H i l l who made any 
pledge of bis vote, and that was Senstor 
Csffery, who declared i f the Louisiana 
sugar interests were not protected be 
would not vote fo r the b i l l . None of the 
other senators declared absolutely they 
would vote against the b i l l i f the one-
eighth of a different ia l on sugar was not 
retained, or i f the duty o a iron ore or coal 
was stricken out. 

But more than this, many of the sena­
tors declared their desire to obtain a b i l l 
which would secure 43 democratic votes. 
It is pointed out that none of these sena­
tors, not even Caffery, nave placed them­
selves i n a position in which they cannot 
support the b i l l i f i t is returned without 
the differential protection to the sugar re­
finers, and with coal and iron ore on the 
free list. 

It is known that a great deal or press­
ure is being brought to bear on the demo­
cratic conferees of the senate to report an 
agreement with modification* of the prin­
cipal items. A compromise being sug­
gested to the extent of a flat ad valorem 
rate on sugar of 45 per cent, with an ex­
tension of the bounty to Jan . 1, 1«»5, 
free iron ore, coal 40 cents a ton, with pro­
vision that coal shall be admitted free 
f rom such countries aa grant free admis­
sion to coal produced i n the Uni ted States. 

Whi le this proposition bss not been sub­
mitted with any assertion that it is an ult i­
matum of the bouse conferees, there is 
great deal of ta lk that aucb a proposition 
Is likely to he presented. This , it Is be­
lieved, wi l l secure the votes of the Louisi. 
ana aenatora, the two populists, Al len and 
Ky le , and Irby of South Carol ina. In that 
event it would take three other democratic 
senators besides H i l l to defeat the b i l l , 
and the house members declare the num­
ber cannot be found. 

The situation, turning aa It does on 
those lines, baa eaused considerable un­
easiness among the democrats of the 
senate and especially those who are 
known to be eteadfast in their demands 
for the senate b i l l i n its main features. 
The reliance of the house upon outside 
pressure and democratic sentiment, that 
seems to be ra l ly ing around the president 
and the house f r o m the country at large, 
it is claimed w i l l grow stronger f r o m day 
to day unti l the senate conferees wi l l be 
compelled to yield . The prestige which 
the administration obtained In the con­
ference over the unconditional repeal of 
the silvsr purchasing law has been 
pointed out as being evidence of the de­
termination now, with the solid backing 
of the democratic leaders i n the house, to 
bring about a s imilar result of the tariff 
b i l l . 

The tension between the senate and 
house was as marked at the close of the 
session today as it bad been at any time 
previous. The democratic members of 
the conference found themselves in a 
complete deadlock when tbey met dur ing 
the forenoon, and the f u l l conference 
called for 1 o'clock found Itself without 
before it convened. The f u l l conference 
did not continue to exceed 15 minutes 
minutes, and ths proceedings con­
sisted in the statement by democrats 
to republicans that the democratic 
conferees had been unable to reach an 
understanding, and the suggestion on tho 
part of Chairman Wi l son of the houso 
conferees, that the conference adjourn 
subject to tbe ca l l of the chairman, which 
suggestion was acquiesced in by tbe re­
publicans.

Al len , to provide for tbe issue of 1*0.-
000,000 i n treasury notes to be distributed 
pro rata among the states " f o r the relief 
of the poor." It waa referred to the fi­
nance committee. 

HOUSE. 
WASHINOTON , July 30.— Boutelle pre­

sented as a question of privilege tbe Joint 
resolution congratulating tbe people of 
Hawaii on tbe establishment of a repub­
lic and recognisos it as a free and Inde­
pendent republic. It waa referred to the 
committee on foreign affairs. 

Two hours were spent i n an attempt to 
secure the adoption of a special order f o r 
the consideration of McCrea 's b i l l to pro­
tect tbe public forest reservations but tbe 
republicans by absenting themselves, 
succeeded i n forcing an adjournment. 
Under tne act of March 3,1893, the presi­
dent reserved the public timber lands 
f rom sale and disposal, and set them 
aside for forestry purpose*. The total 
number of acres so received ag­
gregated 17,704,800 acres and inc luded 
lands in Alaska , Arizona, Cal i fornia , C o l ­
orado, New Mexico, Oregon, Washington 
and Wyoming . The b i l l for which con­
sideration was sought to-day empowered 
the secretary of tbe interior to sell , under 
restrictions, not exceeding 50 per cent, o f 
tbe timber of commercial value on these 
reservations, to regulate tbe occupancy of 
tbe same and to protect the same against 
fire and dopradatlons.

W A S H I N G T O N , July 30.—Representative 

Hutchinson of Texas bas introduced a 
resolution to amend tbe constitution so 
as to give congress Jurisdiction over 
trusts. The amendment proposed is re­
ported as fo l lows : "Trus ts and monopo­
lists dealing i n agricultural products or 
other articles of prime necessity shall not 
exist in the Uni ted States, and congress 
•hall have power to enforce this article 
by appropriate legislat ion."

W A S H I N G T O N , July 30.—Tbe senate to­

day passed tbe house b i l l exempting those 
who have entered public land under the 
desert l and law f rom making the annual 
improvements required by law, and ex­
tending tbe period within which f ina l 
proof can be made to five years. 

The b i l l to exempt f r o m duty tbe goods 
of foreign exhibitors at the interstate fair 
at Tacoma, Wash. , waa favorably rc 
ported to the house to-day.

B U F F A L O , July 30.—A flash of l ightning 
aaved tho lives of a score of passengers on 
the Fa l l s ' t rain running f rom here to 
Rochester last night. The track was sup­
posed to be clear. A f t e r passing Blsck 
Rock Engineer Schaffer stsrted tbe t ra in 
ahead at tbe rate of 35 miles an hour. The 
headlight was of tittle use In the bl inding 
rain, but, as tbe engineer was peering 
into the darkness, a f lash of l ightning It 
luminated the track. 

Two hundred feet ahead be saw four 
freight cars that had run down on the 
main track f r o m a switch. He put on 
brakes and reversed the engine, stopping 
the train so suddenly that tbe passenger, 
were thrown a l l over the cars and some of 
them bruised.

. SHANGHAI. July 30.—The following Is 
the latest Chinese version of the sinking 
of the troop ship Kow Shung: Tho Jap­
anese cruiser sent a boat alongside the 
transport with a prise crew to convey her 
to Japan. Captain Galsworthy, an F.ng-
lishman, refused to obey the order and 
the Japanese withdrew. Tbe crui*er 
then opened fire, using machino guns 
mounted In the tops of tbe Japanese ship. 
This fire soon cleared the Kow Sluing'* 
decks. 

The cruiser then discharged two tor­
pedoes at ths transport, s inking her and 
drowning nearly a l l of the M) souls on 
board. 

GERMANS KILt.MI, TOO. 
Colonel Von Hannekan, a German, for­

merly the viceroy's aid-de-camp, and 
other foreign officers were among those 
killed by the f i r ing before the torpedoes 
were discharged. According to report* 
received here two German passengers on 
the wey to Corea, to settle up business 
affairs before the war begun, succeeded in 
swimming to the Japaness cruiser, hut in 
spite of their appeals they were shot. 

TOll . l t ON T H E FORMtiXF.R*. 
The ( binese who swam to the cruiser 

shared the same fate. The French war­
ship Lion rescued some unfortunato Chi­
nese soldiers, but a l l foreigners are re­
ported ki l led. The Japanese are said to 
have behaved with utter disregard of tbe 
laws of c ivi l issd warfare. 

FlUHTINU IN MANY QUARTERS. 
A large Chinese army has crossed tbe 

northwestern frontier of Corea, and is 
marching down the peninsula. A second 
army is being hastily equipped. Node -
tails have been received of tbe battle said 
to have taken place at Asan between the 
Chinese and Japanese forces. 

It is reported that several Chineee 
steamers have been captured and others 
destroyed at Takua . Torpedoes have now 
been placed in tbe Shaweishau channel of 
Yank Tea Kiang river i n order to compel

PKKIN , Ju ly 30 , -Fo l lowing Is the C h i ­
nese off ic ia l version of tbe engagement 
between Chinees and Japanese fleets: A 
collision between Chinese and Japanese 
ships occurred in Pr ince Jerome gulf , the 
Inlet on which Asan Is situated. The 
Japanese attacked the Chinese vessels 
which wore escort ing a second and smaller 
division of troops dispatched f rom T s k u 
to enforce the Chinese army at Asan. Tho 
Japanese opened f ire, tbe Chinese having 
strict orders not to fire unless they were 
attacked or i f tbe landing of Chinese 
troops were opposed. 

RESULT OF THF. RHOOTINfl. 
The result of the action was that one of 

the Japanese ironclads was disabled by 
the Chinese battleship Chen Yuen. The 
Kow Chung, which was sunk by tho Jap' 
anese, was a chartered transport flying 
tbe Br i t i sh flag. 

No news baa been received here of the 
loss of tbe Chinees warship Tsao K i a n g , 
aaid to have been captured by tbe Japan 
eee. 

ENC1NES OF DF.ATH. 

L O N D O N , July 30.—English merchants 
having dealings with the Chinese, ev.-
dently do not intend to allow the com­
mencement of hostilities between ( hina 
and Japan to pass without trying to make 
tbe most of this opportunity of increasing 
their bank accounts. London f i rms alone 
during tbe last fortnight have offered 
China several bargains in torpedo boat* 
end they have proposed that tbe Pek ing 
government shall purchase a n u m ­
ber of fast English steamers, 
which their owners c l a im can 
be readily converted into cruisers 

IN A HURKY FOR THK (ifNS. 
In addition to these Knglisii merchant* 

have offered China l .UUOguneof a l l sixes 
and makes, as well as a fresh lot of 4.000 
Mannlicber rifles, with almost any amount 
of cartridges. When these offers were 
first made the Chinese government took 
no notice of i t . but to-day severs! of theso 
enterprising English f i rm* have received 
communications f rom China ssying that 
rapid delivery will be tbe condition of the 
sale. . 

The quotations of the Chinese and 
Japanese securities on the exchange do 
not even show a f ract ional difference 
f rom normal figures. 

AMERICA HAM CAUSE III REJOICE. 
SAN FRANCISCO . July 30.—The steam­

ship Gaelic f rom Hong K i n g and Yoko­
hama brought only ftf cabin passengers 
and bad but live whiles. It Japanese and 
one Chinese in the steerage. This is the 
first t ime in the history of the steamsh p 
service, between here and Hong Kong, 
that so few Chinese have came to San 
Francisco. 

The explanation is given by the officers 
of the Gaelic in tho fact that a l l able 
bodied Chinese were detained pending tho 
outcome of the negotiations between 
China and Janan when the steamer was bj 
Chinese waters. A number of merchant, 
and student* wanted tocomo to San Fran­
cisco, but the Chinese authorities notil i 
not issue tl.em pa«*port*.

Although she carried Chinese 
troops to Corea she did not, in so doing, 
violate tho law of neutrality, for there has 
been no declaration of war or open ac­
knowledgment by e i t h e r China or Japan 
that war prevails.

Ths n**ult of a Qas r r e l About a Let *r 
Nebraska Hags. 

T i c t MsF.it, Neb., July 30.—As the result 
of a bloody shooting affray, which took 
place in Pawnee county, 14 miles south of 
this city to-day, two men are dead and 
two seriously wounded. Cherlee Shults, a 
rich German farmer, w ith bis two sons, 
Charles s l i d Frank , lived as noighbors of 
James Abbott, a well-to-do and respected 
farmer. The farmer* had lately a good 
deal of trouble on account of Abbott al­
lowing hi* hogs to run at large and tres­
pass tbe Held* of Shults. 

Tho elder Shults, with hi* son Charles, 
loaded a double barrelled shotgun an I 
started oil the war path for Abbott'* por­
cine*. Abbott caught ontotho m in- u e s 
and as the mon camo toward hts hog lot 
be advanced to protect his property, 
Young Shults was carrying the gun at the 
time, and at the sight of hi* err ing neigh­
bor the old man told his son to give him 
tho load, w hereupon the young man ent i­
tle I b o t h barrels of the gun at A i r o t, 
one charge hitting him and three shot en­
tering his left side and hip. 

Mibott was brought to this city in a dy­
ing condition and Sheriff Slone was in­
formed of the condition of affair*. Sher.fT 
Slone, a ccompanied by half a tloien dc|>-
uties, immediately departed to arrest the 
Shults mon. Ho wired Sheriff W. H . 
Wooisey of this county to bring a deputy 
and come down. 

Wooisey snd his deputy reached the 
Shults home fu l ly half an hour before 
Slone tlid. Wooisey tried to get Shults and 
the son to accompany him either to 
Tecumseli or Pawueo Ci tv , but the elder 
Kht l l t i refused to go. Wooisey was pow­
erless a* ho had uo pipers. Old man 
Sehult i produced a gun and ordered Wooi­
sey and h i* deputy off tho fa rm, but 
Wooisey talked biiu out of committ ing any 
rash act. Wooisey and bis deputy started 
for Pawnee City to meet sheriff Slone. 

Cpon meeting Slone they returned to 
the scene. Slone had seal the men to the 
fa rm f rom every direction that the men 
might not escape. In the meantime 
Shults w i th hi* sons had started in a bugiy 
west f rom the f a rm, hoping to escape, but 
at the corner tbey met three deputir*. 
They turned south lie fore the deputies 
and a lively chase for nearly a mile fol­
lowed. 

Final ly as the deputies were lieing out­
run, they ordered the fugitive* to halt. 
They refused and the deputies llred. Tho 
old man was shot through the back of the 
head, t harles was shot In the shoulder, 
but escaped to tho woods. F r snk was 
captured and brought to this city. The 
elder Shults was moved to Steinsuer, 
where he died at 11 o'clock. Abbott lies 
in a cr i t ical condition at the ja i l here.

SAN FRANCISCO , July 3). -The I 'nited 
States district attorney is preparing a n 
omnibus complaint against a l l tbe A. R . 
I', men who are in Jail in northern Ca l i ­
fornia charged with offenses against the 
federal law. The complaints w i l l prob­
ably bo lodged before I'nited States Com­
missioner Peacock, as committing magis­
trate, to-morrow. This complaint is to 
take tbo place of the multiplicity of eons-
plaints now on tile against the railroad 
striker*. 

Tbe charge a i l l allege interference with 
interstate commerce and trade, and eoa-
•piracy to retard the progress of the 
I 'nited States mail*. The desire is to 
s implify the many charges against the 
strikers of overt act* occurring at differ­
ent times limes and places. 

We do not want tiiese men to feel," 
ss id Assistant I'nited States District At­
torney Knight this evening, "that we are 
pil ing up charge* against them. There is 
a desire to treat the striker* in a spirit of 
fsirness end not to persecute them, but 
to punish them for ibeir cr iminal acts." 

Tbe defendants wi l l include between 30 
end 40 s t r i k e n f rom Sacramento and Red 
l i lu f f , several of whom are now incarcer­
ated in San Francisco.
