Some of tho side gulcbee emptying into 

Alder gulch are developing good pay. In 
Hungry Hollow Walter Stager has six* 

dollar diggings with a very limited supply 
of water. French, Batcbelor, Gray back 
and eeveral other tributaries to the main 
gulch also prospect well. There is a fine 
opportunity bore for someone to bring 
water on these gulcbee, ae that Is the one 
thing needed to make them prolltable. 
Interviewing some of the residents of the 
neighborhood, tho S T A N D A R D correspond­
ent was informed that the enterprise 
would not require a very largo amount of 
capital to bring water from the Madieon 
river onto all those prospects, and that it 
would be a "big-paying" project. 

Clark W. Kellogg, superintendent of 
the Kennett mine, reports a strike on tbs 
230-foot level of a three-foot vein of ore 
which will go MO per ton. The most en­
couraging feature is that, while the gold 
In tbs upper workings baa been light, 
flaky and bard to save, at this depth It is 
heavy and easily retained In tbs battery. 
Mr. Millard, the Omaha banker who owns 
tbs property, is highly elated over the 
present oonditiou of tho mine. 

Mining matters In Harashorn gulch are 
also progressing finely. In the Mauch 
Chunk, Harklns * Smith have sunk 100 
feet, developing a mammoth mass of ore, 
estimated to be about 125 feet in width. 
So far as opened up, tbe mine has yielded 
S48 In gold and 111 ounces silver per ton. 
Outside the lead proper there Is three feet 
of a elayish matter which assays 121 per 
ton. 

The Cecil mine, nesr by, is running on 
a six-foot vein, with 24 inchee of shipping 
ore, which will yield from 1250 to 1300 per 
ton. Tho pay streak is widening with 
depth, as Is shown in tbe stops, at the top 
of which it Is only IS inchee wide, while 
it gradually extended to 24 inches at tbe 
bottom. They have already another ear-
load ready for shipmsnt at Butts. This is 
considered by mining men hereabouts 
one of tbe best gold propositions in the 
county. I don't know whether it is for 
sale or not; but, from what I have eeen of 
it, if I owned It I wouldn't seU it "for a 
song."
