M l Cope Cashed la Bat Quit a Big 

Loser. 

ONCE HE WAS RESPECTED

LIVINGSTON, NOV. U . — " D o l l " Cone, the 

Livingston gainblor, who last Sunday 
either took or was administered an over­
dose of morphine* passed i n bis checks at 
• o'clock Wednesday morn ma. Af te r be­
ing brought f rom the influence of the 
deadly drug be was rational for several 
hours, but gradually relapsed into • state 
of del i r ium and finally had a violent at-
taok of tremens. During his rational 
period be stated that while in an intoxi­
cated condition he went to the office of 
Van Dyke , a traveling dentist and mor­
phine Hand, wbo produced a gun a n d gave 
him two shots. Had Cope died while under 
the influence of the drug the dentist would 
now be In the toils of the law, but as it is 
the probabilities are that he w i l l not be 
arrested. Tbe physicians state that Cope 
recovered f rom the effect* of the morphine 
and died f rom heart fai lure, superinduced 
by a too free indulgence in alcoholic s t im­
ulants, and here the matter w i l l do doubt 
rest, although it is intimated that when the 
dead man's brother arrives he w i l l cause 
a legal investigation to be mode. 

The dead man's ruling passion was 
strong even in death, and in his w i ld de­
l i r ium be imagined himself in a game of 
poker at tbe very moment of his f ina l 
dissolution. A few minutes before the 
summons came the attendant entered 
the death chamber with a cup of coffee 
and asked tbe patient to dr ink . In re­
ply Cope sa id: "Wai t a minute t i l l I cash 
i n . " He then went through a l l the mo­
tions of cashing i n . a lot of imaginary 
checks, counted the money over which he 
thought he had received, and, wi th the 
remark, " W e l l , that's a pretty good win­
n ing , " raised up, drank a portion of the 
coffee, and then dropped back dead. 

In truth he bad cashed i n . It was a 
game where death held tbe winning hand. 
The cards bad been stacked, but i n tbo 
rtissorded condition of his brain poor 
Cope knew not that his l i fe waa the 

Cope, though a gambler, bad many 
nobis qualities of head and heart. 
Kesred by noble parents and in childhood 
surrounded by a l l that was good, be was 
polished i n manner, which even 10 years 
of dissipation had not worn away. His 
parents are eminently respected people 
and well-to-do residents of Gal la t in , Mo . 
Ten years ago Copo was a telegraph 
operator employed in tho city of Chicago. 
Upon coming west he became infatuated 
with tbe excitement of the gaming table, 
and fo r a time luck favored b i m , but 
when tbe tide turned he courted the flow­
ing bowl and turned a deaf oar to tbe 
warning of bis friends. 

Cope's folks havo been telegraphed to 
and bis brother wi l l arrive f rom Missour i 
Fr iday morning to take charge of the re­
mains and accompany them bark to G a l ­
la t in for interment in the family bur ia l 
ground.

M O N T A N A O R A V W O L V E S . 

Tlssy K i l l Many Young Cattle and Are 
Dangerous to Man . ' 

The gray wolves are ou tho rampage in 
tho northern part of Gal la t in county, M o n ­
tana, says tho Port land Oregonian. Already 
they have ki l led hundreds of calves and in 
some instances hsve been known to attack 
steere ami cows that became separated 
f r o m the herd, 'i'hey do far moro damage 
than tho suesklug coyote, for tho large 
wolves are much stronger, aro more Host, 
and when hungry they are courageous ami 
tako doeperate chances. The gray wolf is 
the fiercest of his species and many a man 
in the great woods of tho oast and north 
has been kil led by them. 

A few days ago a farmer in tho northern 
part of tbo county shut two large-sized 
colts in a corral while he took his team to 
a Held. When he came back af ter the 
colts a fow hours later ho found both hail 
been killed by tho wolves. 

Another stockman, wbilo r id ing over the 
hi l ls , came across two large steers that hail 
been carrying on an unusual light with 
wolves. Tho two steors were surrounded 
by a number of the bin gray creatures and 
several coyotes, which had been running 
tho rattle about. The steers srero badly 
bitten anil they weio nearly exhausted 
« ith tbo unequal struggle. At tho appear­
ance of the slucl . i i ian the wolves and 
coyotes slunk swat. When the winter 
f inally sets m and it heroines a difficult 
matter for them to got a ca l f or u sheep 
tho stockman tear that these wolves will 
iH'Como desperate. They w i l l then go in 
bauds and w i l l undoubtedly attack almost 
anything that might furnish them a meal.
