Connell Harder Trial. 

SEVERAL SAW HIM SHOOT 

The Man Who Witnessed the Cow­
ardly Murder at Centerville 

July 5 Toll the Court 
What thsy Know. 

B e r n , NOT. 17.—The Introduction o f 
testimony in the t r i a l of W i l l i a m Coomba 
f o r the murder of Jerry Connell a tCen-
terville ea the night of the Fourth of Ju ly 
was begun i n Judge Speer's court this 
morning. Owing to the illness of County 
Attorney Wines, E. S. Booth conducted 
the prosecution, assisted by M . E. Lan­
non. George Haldorn and O. M . Hal l ap­
peared f o r the defendant. Howard Pas­
chal was one o f Coombs' attorneys, but 
was also prevented f r o m appearing by 
serious illness. 

Before making his opening statement to 
the Jury, M r . Booth filed an aff idavi t 
showing that ho bad not been able u n t i l 
yesterday to learn the name of the livery* 
man and the driver who owned the horses 
and buggy that took Coombs out of the 
ci ty the morning a f te r the murder. He 
asked permission of the court to call L i v ­
eryman Langlois and George Love, the 
hack driver, as witnesses In the case, 
which was granted. 

Mr. Booth then to ld the ju ry that the 
evidence would show that about 2 o'clock 
on tbo morning of July 6, Jerry Connell 
and four companions were going f r o m 
Butte to their home on Pacific street, 
Centerville. The men had been d r ink ing 
and were singing. When tbey reached a 
point nearly i n f r o n t o f Ricbarde'saloon 
near Center street, i n f r o n t of Richards' 
saloon stood a crowd, and one among 
them told the four men to shut up. Con* 
netl polled that they could not make h i m 
ebut up and walked on . Tbey bad not 
proceeded f a r when some one called out 
f r o m the crowd, " I f you ' l l come back 
we ' l l make you shut up . " Connell started 
back, but had only gone a few steps when 
two shots were fired f r o m the crowd, one 
of which took effect, and Connell said, 
" W e l l , you've got me . " I t was so dark 
that his companions could not recognise 
the man who did the shooting, but another 
man who came by about that t ime, recog­
nised Coombs as the man who fired the 
fa ta l shot, and another man standing on 
the other side of the street a l i o recognised 
Coombs. Coombs then le f t the crowd, 
and the next heard o f h im be was ar­
rested in Great Falls and brought back to 
Butte. 

Mr. Booth said he would show that soon 
af ter the shooting a relative of young 
Coombs wen. to the livery stable of 
Charles Langlois and hired a team wi th 
which Coombs was taken to l lssin where 
he took the t ra in f o r Great Falls. Mr . 
Booth said i f the state proved a l l those 
facts he expected a verdict that would 
vindicate the law. 

Daniel Connell was the first witness 
called by the prosecution. He said he 
was one of Jerry Connell '* companions at 
the time of the murder. He said they 
w ere al l somewhat intoxicated and Jerry 
Connell was singing. When they p i t in 
f ront of Richards' saloon some one cried 
out : "Shut up." to which Jerry Connell 
replied: " I don't have to ." He then 

walked on about 80 feet when some one 
called to h im to come book, and ha turned 
and walked back a abort distance. The 
witness said some one i n the crowd and 
Jerry Connell passed some remarks 
whloh be did not understand. 

" 1 said to Jerry: 'Look out, ' and then 
some one shot and Jerry Jumped back 
and said: 'You have made i t a l l r ight , 
par tner . ' " 

The witness said there was some ta lk ing 
going on between Jerry and the man who 
shot h im before the shots were fired, but 
a l l ' be could understand was tha t the m a n 
called Jerry an " I r i s h "and Jerry 
said " I am not ." The man then told Jerry 
to oorae into the saloon and Jerry replied 
that be would not f o r tbey would lock 
him i n . 

"When you turned back w i t h Jerry d i d 
you recognise any one i n the crowd?" 
asked M r . Booth. 

" I d i d . " 
" W h o d id you recogniseT" 
"Young Coombs." 
"What did be d o r * 
"He fired the shot." 
" I n what direction d i d he first" 
"Straight no r th . " 
"Waa that tbo shot tha t h i t Jerry Con­

ne l l?" 
"Yea, air ." 
"Wha t did Coombs do then?" 
"He walked back Into the crowd and 

fired again." 
The witness said be assisted Jerry Con­

nell to bis room on East Pacific street. 
The latter part of the way tbey bad to 
carry h i m . The defendant waa ordered 
to stand up and the witness said be was 
tbs same man who fired the shots. A t 
that t ime Coombs wore a dark auit of 
clothes and a dark hat . There was an 
electric light some distance up the street 
and the light f r o m the saloons i n ths 
vicinity sbed enough l ight in to the street 
so that tbe witness could see Coomba. 

On cross-examination by M r . Haldorn 
the witness insisted that be was not drunk 
that night and said be bad not bad more 
than a doxen glasses of beer. Jerry, bow-
ever, was slightly intoxicated. There were 
about eight or 12 men i n the crowd wi th 
Coombs, but the only other men tbe wi t ­
ness noticed was a t a l l man wi th a l ight 
complexion and wi th a reddish mustache. 

Mr. Haldorn wanted the witness to de­
scribe the color of Coombs' eyes, but tbe 
court sustained an objection to the l ine of 
questioning. 

"Is i t not a f ac t , " aaked M r . Haldorn, 
"that wi th in an hour a f te r Jerry Connell 
was shot Dsn Noonan took Joseph Rich­
ards to bis bedside and Jerry said that 
was the man wbo shot h i m ? " 

An objection to tbe question was sus­
tained. 

Tom Connell was the next witness. Hs 
also was wi th Jerry Connell at tbe t ime of 
the shooting. When tbey came in f r o n t 
of Joe Richards' saloon some one yelled 
out, "Shut up, you I r i sh . " 
Jerry replied, " I f you ' l l come out here 
you' l l not say that ." Tbe witness was 
standing near Jerry Connell . There were, 
some more remarks passed between h im 
and the crowd and then a shot wss fired 
f r o m the left of the witness. Tbe latter 
looked in the direction f r o m whence the 
shot came and saw W i l l i a m Coombs, the 
defendant, wi th a revo.ver in his b i n d . 
Coombs then fired the second sbo' while 
the witness was looking at h i m . 

He said there was no doubt about tbe 
identity of the person who did the shoot­
ing. Af t e r tbe first shot Jerry exclaimed": 
" I ' m shot," and then walked about | M 
feet up the street before ho f e l l . His com­
panions carried him homo. 

Uu cross-examination Mr. Haldorn used 
a transcr.pt of the testimony taken at the 
preliminary t r ia l for the purpose of im­
peaching the witness. The preliminary 
testimony had been taken by a notori­
ously incompetent stenographer, and Mr. 
Booth objected to the use of the transcript 
on the ground that it had not been shown 
that the transcript had been read to the 
witness or that he had signed it as correct. 

The court overruled the objection and 

M r . Haldorn read f r o m tbe transcript sev­
eral statements alleged to have been made 
by tbe witness at tbe preliminary t r i a l 
contradictory of what be testified to to­
day. I n answer to fur ther questions tbe 
witness said there were a number of small 

Kino trees set up i n f r o n t of Richards' sa­
w n , but tbey d id not interfere much wi th 

the l ight . He also denied that tho elec­
tr ic l ight on the street was out that night. 

Mr. Haldorn int imated that tbe electric 
light wires had been cut. The attorney 
tried to get the witness to describe some 
of tbe men i n tbe crowd other tban 
Coombs, and insisted on i t . The witness 
said he d id not recognise anyone else. 
Mr. Haldorn wanted to know i f the wi t ­
ness saw a man w i t h a beard and Coun­
sel Lennon entered an objection, and tbe 
court told M r . Haldorn there should be a 
l i m i t to his methods of questioning, and 
when the witness said be d id not recog­
nise any one else that should end i t . 

The witness said Coombs wore a dark 
fe l t hat, and M r . Haldorn read f r o m hie 
transcript that at the preliminary t r i a l he 
said Coombs wore a bard, black bat. Tbe 
witness denied making that statement at 
the prel iminary bearing. He said be saw 
Coombs wi th a gun in his band. 

"Do vou recognise the defendant as that 
man ?'• asked M r . Lannon on redirect. 

"Yes, that is the man , " pointing at 
Coombs. 

James McGreevy was the next witness 
and be testified that be waa i n Centerville, 
standing i n f r o n t of Mul l ln ' s house, i n 
company wi th a number of others, at tbe 
t ime of the shooting. Hs saw ths Connsll 
crowd come up street and stop in f r o n t of 
Richards' saloon. Tbey bad some words 
wi th a crowd in f r o n t of the saloon and 
than a shot was fired and Jerry Connell 
cried, " I ' m shot." Then there was an­
other shot fired. 

" W h o fired tbe shot?" asked Mr . Lan­
non. 

" W i l l i a m Coombs/' replied tbe witness. 
" D i d you see h im fire tbe shot 
" I d i d . " 
"How f a r were you f r o m b i m a t the 

t ime?" 
"About 60 feet ." 
Tbe witness said bs did not know Jerry 

Connell. He said there were at least 15 
men in the crowd wi th Coombs, but tho 
only otbsr msn ths witness recognised 
was Maurice Lenneban. 

On cross-examination M r . Haldorn 
asked tbe witness i f be bad been d r ink ing 
that night. 

" I was nsvsr d runk i n my l i f e , " replied 
McGreevy. 

"How long had you known Coombs be­
fore this a f f a i r ? " 

"About three years." 
" D i d you hear Coombs say anything at 

t be t ime of tbe shooting?" 
" A f ler be fired the shots he said, ' I ' l l a l ­

low no to insult roe.' " 
McGreevy said Coombs wore a light 

coat but could not say what was tho color 
of tbe remainder of bis clothos, and Mr. 
Haldorn exhibited a l ight, check coat, 
which Coombs wore on that night and the 
witness said that was the k ind of a coat 
ho wore. 

Mr. Haldorn az.iin tried to compel tho 
witness to tell what was iho color of tho 
eyes, eye-brows arid must iche of the in .v i 
who did the shooting, b it ue could not toi l 
and when Mr. Haiders, preaesd iho quee* 
tions the court SO,St lined an objection. 
The witness baid he d d not know t i n t 
Coombs had a v est on. 

" U i d you see air. thing on him that 
looked like this?" asked Mr. Haldorn, ex­
hibit ing a vest. 

" M r . Haldorn." said the court, "wo all 
know what that is. and the witness lias 
stated that bo did not see a vest on this 
man. The witness wi l l pot answer the 
iHiestion." 

i 'a tr ick Lyons testified that he Bras with 
Jerry Council a l l day en the Fourth of 
July. They left tow n about 1 i.Vi o'clock 
in the morning and were going home le 
Centorvil.c. wSJOSl they got in f ront of 
Richards' saloon, some one M M , "Shut 
up. you Irish . " The Ceaaall 

party kept on up tho street and Jerry said 
to the man wbo told h im to shut up : 

" I f you ' l l come out hero you won't ta lk 
that way. When you get a man into a 
saloon you are pretty good men." 

"We walked on," said Lyons, "and then 
a man stepped out f r o m the crowd and 
said: ' I f you ' l l come back here I ' l l shut 
you up.' Jerry started back and tbe man 
pulled a gun out of his pocket and Jerrv 
started to come back, but the man fired 
and Jerry said ' I ' m shot,' The man then 
fired again." 

"Do you know wbo that roan was?" 
asked Attorney Lannon. 

"1 d id not know h im at that t ime, but 
that is the man ," said the witness, point­
ing at tbe defendant. " I t was W i l l i a m 
Coomba." 

On cross-examination Lyons said be 
recognised a man named Lamhertou in 
the crowd with Coombs. He ssid there 
was sufficient light in the street so that 
he could recognise the man who tired the 
shot. He stood about four feet out f r o m 
the crowd. 

Mr. Haldorn again used his transcript 
to show that Lyons testified at the prelim­
inary t r i a l that Coombs wore black clot bes 
and a bard dark hat. 

" I said nothing l ike that ," said tbe wi t ­
ness. "He wore a dark hat and dark 
clothes." 

Af te r the shooting Coombs walked back 
toward the saloon and Connell walked up 
the street about 60 feet and fe l l on his 
face. His friends then carried bun homo 
and Lyons cams down to Butte al ter an 
officer and returned with Officer McNich-
ols, to whom he described tbe man who 
did the shooting, and the olllcer arrested 
Joe Richards. 

"When ho arrested Mr. Richsnls did 
you te l l h im that was not the man?" 
asked M r . Haldorn. 

"No, sir. Mr. McXichols asked Rich­
ards to open bis saloon and he refused, 
and McNichols arrested bun for that. He 
asked mo i f that was tho man who did tho 
shooting, and 1 said it was u man about 
Ins size and that I could recognize b im i f 
1 saw him again." 

During the cross-examination the usual 
t ills occurred between the attorneys, and 
ih'> court had to call them to order and 
told Mr. Haldorn that he wanted no 
stump speeches or dramatic scenes. 

Maurice Lennuliaii was a damaging wit­
ness for tho defense. He sai'l lie stood 
within eight or ten foot of Coombs and 
i-aw him lira two shot* at soino one in the 
street and saw bun snap his revolver tho 
third t ime. 

"1 did not know who he was shooting at, 
but found out afterwards that it was Jerry 
( onnell. I did uot know Conuoll before 
that night. ' ' 

Lennehan said ho was coming up street 
and arrived BQ tbeSOeOSof tho shooting 
justMGeeasbs pulled his gun. Re bed 
i een actjua nti d with Coombs about sight 

years. GMaeba i said be told Deputy 
MierifT Coombs, an undo of tho defend­
ant, that the latter did thn bh<x>tiiig. The 
deputy sher.ff live* in Centerville and ar-
rived on the scene soon af ter the shots 
•OM fi red, l ie did not arrest young 
t ouiiibs. 

i >u cross-e\im.nation Mr. Hal lorn read 
si.me more contradictory s-.atemetr > i roin 
Ills alleged t ra t i smpl and bonnehsn d— 
nied MakiatT thetn. Ho said he thought 
i imbsworou 11 if M * hat an I a l.ght suit 
el cloth*. 

John Qutlty, tbe next witness, testified 
that he ammo up to Centerville from l.utte 
j ' ist a short time before the she ' t i n / and 
- l ipped to talk with some men In tront of 
I ! ley'* saloin, across the street f f 0 M 
Kichards'place. ACluwd of M M la ino 
nut of (lie saloon and sroesed tbe strsei 
and tried t o . . . Into a sa.ooti, but i l l 
not get ks and tbe) returned to Itieharda'. 
I l.en a crowd cam.- up tho street and tb> 
nest thing ho notice I was the sti.iotiug. 
He saw the man who tired the shots. 

" Wlio -,\ as the ' la*: .' 
"H..l> Cooiubs." 
"How long have >ou known Mr. 

< ootubs V 

"About eight years." 
" D i d you know tbe man who was shot?" 
"N'o. I ssw h im walk up the street and 

f a l l down. I went over and turned htm 
over, but d id not know him, and I l e f t and 
went homo," 

Mr. gu i l ty said he was about 40 feet 
f rom C oombs when tbe shots were t ired. 

Maurice Hayes was called as a witness, 
but he d id not see the shooting, having 
arrived on the scene after i t was over. He 
was excused without testifying. 

Tom Carroll ssid be was standing in 
f ron t of Riley's saloon at tho time of tbe 
shooting and saw " B i l l y " Coombs fire the 
shots and saw Jerry Conn. II walk up the 
street and f a l l down. At the first shot 
Carroll was about eight feet f rom Coombs, 
and at the second shot be was wi th in 
about three or fou r feet of him. The 
witness said be had known Coombs about 
four years snd Connell about one year. 

On cross-examination Carroll aaid he 
was standing by Maurice Lennehan and 
they saw the whole affair . When tbe 
first shot was fired, Carroll walked to­
ward Coomba. There were a number of 
men standing shout him, but ths witness 
knew only one of them besides Coombs, 
The witness said be had worked on the 
same sh i f t with .Coombs and knew b im 
well. 

B. Ferry testified that be waa night 
watchman at Mul l ln ' s place, Centerville, 
and was on duly at the t ime of the shoot­
ing. He wss standing wi th ths crowd In 
front of Riley's and saw two shots tired 
out of a crowd in f r o n t of Richards' place, 
but could not ident i fy tbe man who did 
the shooting. Riley's place is across tbe 
street f r o m Richards' about 30 feet. 

James R ley said he was in Butte on tbe 
Fourth of July and got back toCenterville 
about 11 o'clock at night and saw Coombs 
about five minutes before the shooting. 
He came f r o m East Centerville and 
walked down street. A short while a f te r 
that several men came up; among them 
was Jerry Connell. When the lattercame 
to a point nearly opposite to where the 
witness was he stooped down as i f to pick 
up something, and two shots were fired 
f r o m in f ront of Richards' saloon. Riley 
saw the flash, hut d id not see the man wbo 
did the shooting. There was a crowd of 
eight or ten, and the man who fired tbe 

shots stood some distance i n f r o n t a f 
them. 

The attorneys made such remarkable 
progress In examining witnesses that they 
surprised themselves, a fact upon which 
the court congratulated them, and at tbe 
conclusion of Riley's teetimony the court 
adjourned un t i l Monday morning. I t ie 
probable that the slate's testimony w i l l 
bs concluded by Monday evening.
