INCIDENTS OP THE FIGHT 

Fred Wilson Spent borne of His 
I n e r g y Where It Didn ' t Do 

A n y Oood-Cet t lng Even 
With Ce lman . 

B r n x , Nov. 18.—Supposing that tbe 
registration of 11,500 represents tbe vote 
of Silver Bow county, the official figures 
abow that a large percentage of Butte's 
voters did not care to exercise their right 
of franchise in all respects. Tbe capital 
question brought out tbe most votes, 
10,516, and fully 100 voters carefully 
folded up their capital ballot and de-
Dosited it in the box, without marking it. 
Tbey evidently thought tbey were voting 
for something. 

For congressman there were 1,003 In 
Silver Bow county who didn't care to vote 
on the question. The total vote for 
congress was 9.5.U, nearly 2,0JO below tbe 
registration. For associate justice there 
were 330 less votes. The smallest num­
ber of votes caat was on county commis­
sioner, only 6.080 having any choice as to 
who should conduct the affairs of tbe 
county. 

The people evidently took greatest inter­
est in the question of tbe next sheriff 
after tbe capital question, there being 
0,5*1 votes for sheriff. 

Not a single candidate in Silver Bow 
county was endorsed by tbe votes of a 
majority of tbe registered voters of tbe 
county. Nor In fact did any candidate re­
ceive a majority of the votes of those who 
went to the polls, calling the capital vote 
the total vote cast. Daviea, for school 
superintendent, and Wines, for county 
attorney, received majorities of the votes 
caat for those offices, but did not securo 
one-half of the vote of the county. In all 
cases s minority of the total vote of tbe 
county elected the esadldates for tba 
county offices. 

For state senator Leonard received 37 
per cent, of tbe registered vote of tbe 
county. Reynolds for sheriff received 38 
percent. Johnson for county clerk re­
ceived 40 per cent. Hill for treasurer re­
ceived 3.'per cent. Warfteld for assessor 
waa sleeted by 27 per cent, of the regis­
tered vote of the county, and Liss for 
county commissioner received 13 per cent, 
of tbe registered vote of Silver Bow 
county. 

It seems tbst s systematic boycott has 
been etsrleJ in Hslena against partlss 
who supported Anaconda for tbe capital. 
Nelson Story's Hour of Boaeman has been 
put out of tho Helena stores, and ea has 
the Rex flour of Great Falls. Sand Coulee 
coal is also on the Helena boycott list. 

One man voted for Butte for the capi­
tal in the resent election. A Centerville 
man declared be wss going to vote agsinat 
Colman for sheriff and that waa the only 
ticket be eared to vote. So he placed a 
big cross opposite Cotman's name and 
boasted afterwards that be had got even 
with the man who once rendered a de­
rision against him, anyway. 

J. 0. Leys and Dr. C. T. Norcroaa are 
drinking beer once more. Tbey both 
•wore a terrible oath that If Helena won 
MM capital they would drink nothing but 
milk for 10 daya after election. Tboir 
lime ia now up. 

Fred Y. Wilson, tbe democratic candi 
date for county auditor, was beaten, but 
he had soma experiences in campaigning 
which lie will remember a good long time 
One day lie wont down to Geoff Lavell's 
lumlier yard and asked Geoff's permission 
to talk with bis employe*. 

"Most certainly," said Geoff. "Thero 
are two voters right over there." 

So Fred went ovor to talk to the voters 
snd Geoff edged up behind s pile of lum­
ber where he could listen to tho conversa­
tion. Fred told about what a good man 
be was for county auditor, how honest he 
was, what a glorious thing the demo­
cratic party ia antl how lie ia strongly for 
free silver and free lumber, and it elected 
be would do his utmost to have tbe wages 
of employes of lumber yards advanced. 
That would be his first art. The two 
voters smiled an J nodded but didn't say 
anything.

I was left -alone with tbe 
officiating clergyman. 

"In a few moments,however,my friends 
and relations began to come back into tbe 
church.

It appeared that my second telegram bad 
never been received, and believing me to 
be in the wreck they had picked out tbe
