BRAVES WOULD SPARE HIM

With Shorn Looks He Was Not Reo-
olgnled-Soldlers Had Trouble

Putting Cartrldges Into
Their Ouns.

standMand-Look-Bjckward is chief of
the Loafer bhand of the Brule Sioux at the
Rosebud agency. In Dakota they call himt
"Scoop," but that's only for convenience.

"Scoop" and has wife, has wife's aunt,
his little daughter. Yellow iorse, and five

young Sioux bravos have arrived in San
Francisco from South Dakota. says the
San Francisco Az.fmlimr. This is the first
journey that Staandand-Look-Backward
over made in which lhe availed himself of
raiilroad traints .antd forry boats. Of course

he has traveled thousands of miles
through the "bad lands" of Mon-

tanas Wyoming and Dakota, but it
was always on the back of a pony. When
he came to a river he either had to wade,
swim or raft across it, so now, although
not given to unda.e confidences, he ex-

pressed considerable surprise at all the
white people he had seen and the wonder-
fal ways they had of doing thiings. He says
that he had been told by somel of Ilis more
traveled friends, of the groat ttltnlber of

paiefaces, and he had even been close
enough to a railroad to see the swiftly

passing trains, bait lie had never quite he-

lieved all the stories of his acquaintances,
and he was not quite sure of the philos-
ophy and use of .ngines and cars. Now
he has seen for himself antl is satisfied.

Stand-and-Look-l.ackward is a kind of
man very rarely met with off a reserva-
tion nowadays-a ftll-blooded Sioux. He
is a splendid specimen of the plains Ill-
dian. almost unilspoiled by contact with
white men. After one sees Plutes or
Washtuc, or Diggeor from California and
Nevada, one is tempted to remark that
Fennimore Cooper and the rest of the
American story makers who have written
of the "noble red meon" didn't know much
about the subject: or, if they did, they
surrounded him .wit a great deal of
imaginary glory. But when one becomes
acquainted with Stand-and-Look-Back-
ward and looks at the tall, handsome
young men that accompany him. there is
some temptation to believe that the com-
plimentary things the novelists have writ-
ten were nearly true.

Years ago "Scoop" was a "bid Indian."
He spent nearly all of the first part of his
life on the warpath. When be was not
fighting the whites he was doing battle
with other indians. Now he says be has
forgotten all that sort of thing and only
does what the Great Father at Washing-
too tells him. He did tnot join in the Pine
Ridge outbreak, although two or three of
the young men who were with him were in
the midst of the battle.

But what makes "Scoop" a more intur-
eating character than an ordinary Indian,
is the fact that he took part in the battle
of the Little Bin Hortn, where Custer and
300 men of his commatd were killed.
The histories all refer to that fight as the
"Custer massacre."

And it is true. Colonel Jordan seays
that Stand-and-Look-Backward is one of
the most famous of Indian farmers. He
has 640 acres under cultivation, owns a
frame house, improved farming tools and
has has horses and wagons.

On has breast there hangs a great silver
medal, with the head of Andrew Johnson
on one side and an inscription on the
other. This was presented to his father,
Crow Eagle, while on a visit to the presi-
dent in 1863.

The five Brule Sioux with iHa-k-Kla-
Nas;n, as "Scoop" spells his name in
Sioux, are a fine locaing lot of young
bucks. They are all over six lfet, straight
as trees, with keen black eyes and com-
plexions in which there is just a tinge of
copper. Spotted Owl is the oldest. He,
too, was at the Custer fight, and there is a
scar on his cheek that shows where he was
wounded there. Then there is Black Fire
Heart. One Star, Black Spotted Horse
and Yellow Hawk.

All wear brilliant red and blue Jackets,
which cost $3 a yard at the ageny, headed
vests. feathers in their hair and other fin-
ery.

When they came down to the Ertamiter
ofice to have their photographs mnade er-
ery one was viaorously chewing gum.
Colonel Jordan, who, when be is at home,
is the post trader, says he sells carloads
of rum to the Indians.

Three of the young men were in the
Pine Ridge aiTa3r-Black Spotted Horse,
Yellow Hawk and One Star. But they
are good Indians now. In fact, they de-
clare that all the Sioux are perfectly sat-
isiled now. Most of them are engaged in
farming or teaming, or work of some sort,
and they are quite prosperous.
They trooped tip into the room where

the Examiiar's photographle work is done.
It is pretty high up, and they were able to
look over the city, see the bay and Oak-
land beyond. But not an exclamation of
surprise escaped them. They had never
seen anything like it before, hut they took
everything as a matter of course. They
did not seent to quite understand the big
balloon hovering over Central park, but
they asked no questions.

Stand-anil-Look-Backward was taken
through the city prison the day after he
came to San Francisco, and be told his
young men that they must not drink or
they would have to go there.

A Yrencha Itemanee.
Joseph Bertrand, the well-known French

academician and permanent secretary of
the Academy of Sciences, has just cele-
brated his golden wedding. The circum-
stances under which he became engaged
to his wife form a romance surpassing
the most lively eoytts of the sensational
novelist. In 1842, soon after the opening
of the Versailles railway, Admiral Du-
nmont d'Urville, a distinguished officer,

famous for his discovery of the Venus of
Milo, as well as for many more strictly
profesesional exploits, was traveling from
Parie with his charming young bride
and his private secretary. A heated
axle set the carriage on fire, and, ac-
cording to the then prevalling custom,
the doors were locked. The seoretary es-
caped through the window and did his
best to rescue the other two. Admiral Du-
mont d'Urville thrust the fainting lady
out of the narrow aperture into young
Bertrand's arms, saying: "Save her!
Save her, my friend, and marry her I" An
instant later the blasing woodwork fell in
upon the gallant old sailor, and he was
speedily reduced to a cinder. The secro
tary fulfilled bis dying master's injunc-
tions, and two years later led the widow
to the altar.

Care oe the Ears.
A prominent physiclan says that

more than half of the ear troubles
from which people suffer during the cold
weather can be traced to the habit of pick-
ttug at the oars with the finger nails or
hairpins or sune other hard substance,
which irritates the dehltato inside of the
car. Instead of this injurious "picking"
the ears should be washed out with warmn
water and a little good soap. and thor-
oughly dried after the opesCtion. If the
ears are sensitive, a little eotton mry be
put in before going into the open air.
though this is apt to make them even
more sensitive. In extremely coil
weather before venturing out a good way
to clean the ears is to wrap the corner of
a towel around the ii:ilzer, and with a lit-
tie cold cr'allm earefuliy wipe olut the aurt-
cie. It a 11 remnove every particle of dust
and a ill really protect the ear from the
col . but it c int scarcely be recomlnended
for regular use.

Un-
til three months ago she had been for
nearly seven years an attraction at dime
museums throughout the country. She
was known as "the skeleton woman,"
"the ossified woman" and "the skeleton
bride," and in the days of her greatest
drawing power as a dime museum freak,
commanded a salary of $75 a week.

The other evening her mother, Mrs.
Mrs. Lisie Sehaller, applied at the Harri-
son police station for assistance. She
told the police that she and her daughter
had been without food for 24 hour*S and
had no money. Her daughter, she said,
because of the inoreased ossifla t of
her body, bhad becom nearly bhnLn d
could no longer earn money in mnms.

A collection among the otllerse •the
police station relieved Mrs. SHej r's
most pressing necessities and she was
sent away with the assurance that her
case would he reported to the county
agent. and relief would be afforded her.
Her daughter, she said, was born in St.
Louis 27 years ago.

"Sicoop" was only 2ti years old then.
He is 43 now. At that time he was not a
chief. His description of the fight, al-
though brief, is interesting. lie speaks of
his share in the encounter with reluctance,
however, evidently with some lurking fear
that even at this late day the government
might punish hint for it.

"There were a great many Indians,"
be began, through his interpreter, C:olonel
Jordan. "I cannot count them, even the
lodges. We cannot road nor write, and it
is very hard for us to tell numbers. But
there were a great many." Here "Scoop"
counted awhile on his fingers as though
trying to estimate, but at length shook
his head as If at were a vain attempt.

"There were nine tribes, and the young
men were all very angry. They were
strong young men and great fighters.
Crazy Horse and Gall were the chiefs In
command. All of the braves wanted to
capture Custer alive. We called him
'Long Hair,' and knew that there was not
one of its any braver than he. That is
why we did not want to kill him. So we
all looked for the man with long hair who
sat tip straight on lis horse and looked
very flue. l1ut we could not soo him."

Here the interpreter explained that just
before the fight Custer's wife had asked
him to cut his hair, because site thought
his long locks would make him conspicu-
ous and a prominent mark for the Indian
rifles.

"First the soldiers came upon us tn a
small band. We attacked them, and
they were afraid. They rant. \We pur-
sued them and took their rifles away.
Afterwards %e used them to kill the olther
soldiers. They acre cowards. TheIy
dlid not Itch: at .ll, but were like d,ogs.
We could hi\, e tcaten thellt with sIicks

Colonel Jouran explained that this ref.
