In .beIjall of the compan ay
number of aMJavits, letters and tele-
grams were intredused to show that the
Omaha people had no knowledge of the
suit Ltroughlt in their name, that it was
contrary to their eapreessed orders, and
that they did net have a dollar's claim
against the Chauvan-cant *empany at the
time the attahbment was levied. The
Omaha firm had a claim against the com-
pany for $64 which was paid by draft on
Jan. 81, atad the suit for that sum and
about $1,800 in alleged arsegned accounts
was brought on Feb. 4.

An affidavit by Mr. Chauvin had atCached to it a letter from the Omaha com-
pany, in which it was stated that the cornm-
pany had ben.. informed in Omaha,
through a collection ageicy, that the
Chauvin-Fant cotapany was being hard
pressed and so they asked for the $64. Itwas gisven and a draft was sent in pay-
tuent.

'I he collector was instructed to proceed
no larther than to present the account forbettlement, but they were surprised to re-ceieve a copy of the STANDARD and aletter some days later statang that the
Butte firm had been closed on an attach.
iient in their name and on an account
that had been paid.

The Omaha people denied that they
ever brought a single claim against
Chauvin-lfant, or that a dollar claim had
been assigned to them, although the
sworn allegations of the complaint
alleged that the accounts had been as-
signed for a valuable consideration.

When the Omaha company heard of the
attachment they instructed their collector
to have the attachment withdrawn atonce. They had been urged to give a
bond on attachment and refused to have
anything to do with it.

Joseph Deimel, representing the Na-tional Parlor Furniture company of Caii.case, made aifliavit that he came toButte when he beard of the attachment
and wired to the Omaha firm asking if
they had authorised the suit and if they I
had purchased a lot of assigned accounts. ITelegrams denying both were recesved
and made part of the affdavit. IThe affidavit on attacnnment was signed
by one J. A. Longataff, as agent for theOmaha company, but the Omaha coin-
pariy knew nothing about it and LonretaRf
admits that he was only a representative
of the Good Templars' lodge, one of the
assigning osedi'ors, and who put In a I
claim for one month's rent in advance
and attached on It.
