cept twe, and had the endorsement o
the mayors, as well as the busines
men, other olty omoials and oounty ofm
elas of Seattle. Taooma and Spokane.
but that notwithstanding this the joV
eraor appointed another bank. the Nee
York Security an8 Trust company. fto
the reason that "It had agreed to pur
obase $1,060 of state capitol war
rants." Ther the article continues:

"Governor McGraw is presdent of
the First National Bank of Beattle. A
certain Beattle contracting firm is sup
posed to be making heroic efforts to
secure the T76,000 state capltol building
contract soon to be let, Before build-
t.g, however. It must make arange
ments to float the warrants by wb•ne
it will be paid. The Inlerence whlct
the bankers draw is that the Seattle
contrating firm and Governor MoGraw
have arranged to float the warrants

The Colville, Wash., correspondent of
the Spokesman-Review says: Prof. J.
Cobaugh and John Pohle have just re-
turned from a trip to Cedar Creek, six
miles east of Boundary City, where
they claim to have some very rich nln-
eral claims. The Cedar Creek camp
has attracted the attention of mining
men for more than a year last past;
but owing to the Increasing attractions
In other localities, the vast deposits
there have been overlooked. Professor
Cobaugh is an assayer and mining man
of experience, and was largely Instru-
mental in the early development of the
Hall mines, near Nelson. B. C., which
he first brought Into prominence, and
in which he at one time owned con-
siderable interest. He says that the
deposits of mineral on Cedar Creek are
truly surprising. The ore is gale•a
and exists in large bodies, and the most
satisfactory thing of It all is that it Is
high grade, some of the assays run-
ning as high as 483 ounces of silver to
the ton, the average being about 70
ounces to the ton in silver, and from
40 to 50 per cent lead.

The Cedar Creek mining camp is at-
tracting a great deal of attention now,
and there are many miners headed in
the direction of this rich district. The
ore lies in large bodies and assays run
to nearly $1,000 to the ton. The aver-
age of the ore, however, will run not
to exceed $75 and $100 to the ton, but
It is chiefly a concentrating proposi-
tion, and the ore exists in large bodies.
The owners of the Opossum mine there
have nearly six feet of ore within 25
feet of the surface and will put in a
force of men and a small concentrat-
ing plant at once. The ore has to be
transported six miles, on a good road,
to the Spokane Falls & Northern raill-
way at Boundary.

William Vaux, a well-known mining
man, has returned from a tour of in-
spection of the Cleveland miping dis-
trict. The mines there are looking
good, and the Cleveland still holds a
strong position among the ore produc-
inag properties in Stevens county. There
is a large force of men employed on
the Cleveland, and owing to the bad
state of the roads, the ore is being
piled up in the oresheds to await ship.
ment over the Spokane Falls & North-
ern from Springdale.

Hugh McMillan of Davenport, Wash.,
was painfully injured yesterday in a
bicycle aoccdent. He had started to the
city on a wheel in company with two
friends, and in coasting down a hill
near here, at the rate of 15 miles an
hour, his bicycle struck an obstruction,
throwing him and severely fracturing
his collar bone.
