Denver, July 12.—At the morning ses-
slon of the Natlonal Educational asso-
clation's convention to-day
tion and Improvement of Teachers
Now at Work in Schools” was the gen-
eral subject of discussion.

Professor Arvin Olin of the State uni-
versity, Lawrence, Kan.,, read a paper
on ‘“Teachers' Institutes,” which he
sald was to the teachers what the
newspapers were to the ordinary
scholar.

Professor Earl Barnes of Stanford
university, California, followed with a
paper on “Teachers' Classes."”

L. H. Jones of Cleveland, Ohlo,

The papers were discussed by Mrs,
A. J. Peavy, state superintendent of
Colorado; James M. Green of Trenton,
N. J.i N. C. Bhaeffer, state superin-
tendent of Pensylvania; John R. Kirk,
state superintendent of Missouri.

The elections of officers for the vari-
ous sections resulted as follows:

The vote on place of next meeting was
as follows: Los Angeles, 12; Duluth,
9; Asbury Park, 7. The matter was
finally left to the executive committee,

At the opening of the evening =es-
slon the resolutions committes made
its report, which was In part as fol-
lows:

Resolved, That the members of the
N. E. A, so far as possible, attend the
congress of education in Atlanta, Sec-
ond, that the board of directors make
sultable provosions so far as practie-
able to secure a more representative
educational exhibit at the Cotton
States E:poillltn. Third, that to this
end the committee be appointed at this
meeting to cooperate with the United
States commissioner of educatlon.

Resolved, That recognizing the grow-
ing greatness and grandeur of our
country, consclous of closer union
among all our people, the National Ed-
ucational assoclation heartily endorses
the general movement throughout the
country in the direction of education
for American citizenship. In the firm
belief that our schools must make our
citizens, we commend the spirit which
finds expression in placing the natlon-
al flag upon our school houses, in the
increased attention to school exercises
which tend to a greater love and ven-
eration for the flag and in the obsery-
ance of national holidays in our
scdhools, We regard this movement as
not inculeating an education or prep-
aration for war, but as Inepiring &
deeper love of country, readier obedl-
ence to established law and order, firm-
er respect for our Institutions. As the
Interests of the whole natlon are more
carefully regarded, as sectlonal fecling
dies away, we recognize the great op-
portunity afforded to the obligation
resting upon our schools to place a
higher value upon patriotic citizenship,
and we recommend a sy§tematic course
of instruction which shall give a broad-
er view of patriotism and morality, a
higher regard for the rights of citizen-
ship, of soclety, of property, of the se-
curity and sacredness of human life,
In this connection we commend the
great work which has been accom-
plished by the varlous organizations
throughout the country, which, while
having their foundations in patriotlo
purposes, exert their efforts for the
maintenance of peace and for the set-
tlement of international disputes
through arbitration. We recommend
to our historians the importance of
placing before the people of our coun-
try a fuller history of what has been
accomplished by arbitratlion to secure
peace throughout the world.

Resolved, That the national bureau
of education, through the personal in-
fluence of its head, and by the dissemi-
nation of most valuable information,
has made itself indispensable to the
general advancement

much needed and increased efficiency,
in reasonable provision for bullding its
offices, its library and its museum, and
for the more liberal preparation and
publication of educational informa-
ticn.

'TIS MOST INHUMAN

CHILDREN STRANGCLED AND
OUTRAGED IN LONDON.

Lecherons and Murderous Flends Com-
mitting Acts of n Revolting Nature
~FPollce Authorities BaMed.

London, July 12.—A serles of out-
rages and murders of little girls of
ages ranging from 4 to 7 years, has
created great exeltement among the
working classes In the district of Wal-

| thamstow, seven miles northeast of
| London.

Within two months five lit-
tle ones have been decoyed from near
their homes and vanished completely,
Searching partles have subsequently
found their bodies in the fields stripped
of all their clothing, and giving evi-
dence of the most outrageous treat-
ment. In every case the victims have
been children who have been playing
along the road side or on their way In
the discharge of short errands. The im-
mediate cause of death in every in-
stance has been strangulation.

The police Inquiry points to a well-
dressed man of 30, but here the clew
stops. Only one of the many victims

has escaped death. She wae 4 years'of ®peakers, the

age. After having been subjected to
horrible treatment she was found lying
in a fleld by persons whose attention
was attracted to her cries. The child
was unable to describe her assailant.
Beveral half-witted men have been ar-
rested on suspicion, but they have been
able to establish alibis and were liber-
ated. The miscreant usually hides the
bodies of the victims in secluded places
in the fields and under hedges and
covers them with leaves,
