LIFE OF A TRAPPER

Dick Rock, the Guide, Hunter and
All-Around Mountaineer.

SOME OF HIS EXPERIENCES

He Has Caughta Large Number of
Different Species of Wild
Animals-Two New York
Newspaper Men.

Bpeclal Correspondence of the Standard.
Bozeman, July 12—Dick Rock of
Henry's Lake, In Idaho, was in Boze-

| man the last of the week bringing In

two elk and two deer for Charles Back-
us, who intends to keep a herd of these
animals on his ranch near Belgrade.
Mr. Rock has been In the west since he
was a boy and has spent his whole life
hunting and trapping In Dakota and
Montana. Seven years ago he took
up a ranch at Henry's Lake which is
120 miles southwest of Bozeman and
just six miles over the state line in Ida-
ho. The elevation is something over
7,000 feet which makes it too eold to
raise any crops, but Mr. Rock has
made himself famous throughout the
United States as one of the greatest
guides and one of the most cunning
hunters and trappers In the West, He
brought his reputation to this wild
spot with him seven years ago, but
his catches since that time have been
such as to place his name at the front
of the great trappers most of whom are
now remembered only in history, Since
setiling at Henry's Lake 'he has caught
allve more than 500 elk, 40 deer, 25
moose, 10 antelope, 3 buffalo, 14 bear
cubg, large mountain lions, mountain
sheep and numerous other animals be-
side his annual sale of hides which
shows the skill of this man at trap-
ping. .

This enormous showing could have
been doubled many times however, had
there been a ready market for elk and
deer, but since the financial crash
there has been almost no sale f[or these
and Mr. Rock Is thinking of purchasing
some Calloway cattle and ralsing
gome half-breed buffalo. He catches
wild game for the most part during the
months of February and March when
the snow I8 deepest, and lght crusts
morning and night make It very easy
for a snowshoer to get over the coun-
try while the game sinks deep Into
the snow and becomes an easy prey.

The most novel part of the work Is
Mr. Rock's method of getting the game
to his ranch, which he does with dogs.
He has three powerful dogs, half New-
foundland and half shepherd, and a
large balf-breed mastiff welghing 104
pounds. He says a dog Is the strong-
est anima) there s, for his size, one
dog welghing between 80 and ) pounds
hauling a load of 300 pounds quite eas-

ily. His dog sleds are (wo and one-
half feet wide and elght feet long the
gled beams being elght Inches above
the snow and the runners four and one-
half inches wide.
