A Wild and Woolly Story Comss
From St Cloud, Minn.

NOT A CENT DID THEY GET

The Would-Bes S
Frightening the Crew and Pas-
sengers — Supposed to Be
Montana Desperadoes.

Special Dispateh to the Standard.

8t. Paul, Minn.,, Nov. 19.—The wak-
ing pontion of St. Cloud, Minn., was
electrified Jast night by the report that
both the Great Northern through pas-
senger and the local Fargo express
on the Northern Pacific, had been
held up shortly afier 10 o'clock just
west of Clear Lake. At 11 o'clock, 40
minutes behind its regular time of ar-
rival, a locomotive and a single bag-
gage car pulled into the depot at St.
Cloud with three thoroughly frightened
men on board. They were Engineer
Micdhael Maloney, his fireman, William
Carley, and the messenger of the Win-
nipeg express car, E. D. Woods. The
train had left Clear Lake 12 miles east,
on lts regular leaving time, 10:06
o'clock, and was due fm 8t. Cloud at
10:20 o'clock. It was a truly wild and
woolly story they had to tell

Though all were frightened nearly to
hysteria they told thelr story. It was
that when three or four miles out from
Clear Lake the fireman, who was put-
ting in coal, turned and looked square-
ly into the muzzles of two Winchaster
riftes backed by the ugly physogs of
two men. The fireman was badly
frightened, but obeyed the injunction
to tell the engineer to stop the tralim.
He was so badly frightened that he
failed to understand for the moment,
but with an oath they repeated the
command. Engineer Maloney looked
around and saw the men and the guns
and the traln was brought to a stand-
still.- The fireman was then ordered
to cut off ghe express car from the re-
mainder of the train. This he demurred

to, but the /muzzles of the guns kn the |

hands of the desperadoes were an ar-
gument that he could not suocessfully

contend With. The car was uncoupled, |

and with the two men on board, was
run west several miles, where It was
stopped on the prairie and the ex-
press messenger ordered by the engine
crew to open the door. He gbeyed and
the robbers proceeded to try the three
safes. They rode on a few miles fur-
ther and when within a couple of mlles
of the clty and just east of the state
reformatory they left the engine and
disappeared in the wilderness. The en-
gine and exprese care were run lmto
8t Cloud.

The men told their story and then
there was excitement, Chief of Police
C. F. Wheeler and Sherif MoKelvy
were summoned and proceeded to take
steps., The robbers first went through
several parcels, but finding nothing of
value asked as to the largest safe,
Woods told them it could not be opened
until the train reached Fargo., He of-
fered to open the local safe, but said
there was nothing In it, and they did
not require him to do so. The engine
with & switch engine and crew and
having Superintendent Rice and a large
party of citizens left at 11:35 o'clock to
the rellef of the train. The engineer
had stated that in looking backward he
had seen at least 10 men with guns ¢ir-
culating about the train.

The Northern Pacific train arrived at
8t. Cloud just after 12 o'clock. It left
Clear Lake at 10:20 and not coming in
it was of course supposed It had met a
simllar fate. The Clear Lake Northern
Pacific operator sald the train had been
held up and robbed. The facts appear
that a freight traln running west in
advance of the Northern Pacific pas-
senger had been caught by the robe
bers. They had cut the alr brakes and
brought the train tc a standstill. Then
the passenger came up behind and
was @ignalled to stop by the [reight
traln crew. It does not appear, how-
ever that this traln was molested., A
young boy on the blind baggage of the
Great Northern was taken into custo-
dy. He was frightened and s inno-
cent, but from him it appears that the
men got on the train at Elk River,
The men did not get a cent for thelr
trouble, E. D. Woods, the messenger,
showed them d(he safe but explalned
that it could mot be opened short of
Fargo. They left then at once, only
walting to be run nearer the clty. It
now appears that there was but fouwr
of the robbers én all and that vhey
were evidently novices. The belated
train arrived at 8t. Cloud at 12:40 and
proceeded on (te way. The spot where
the hold-up occurred is in Sherburne
county, aboul seven mlles from St
Cloud. It is two or three miles from
the Misslssippl river and there 8 a
prairie to the west. Just where it oc-
curred, however, is a thick woods of
white cak and to the east for many
miles Is an almost unbroken wilder-
ness. It Is probably that the men
started on towards the wast with an
ultimate destination of Duluth,
Though the attempted robbery ocour-
red in Sherbwrne county the authorl-
tiem of Stearns county will do all in
their power to bring the culprits to
justlce. The Greal Northern officials
have guaranteed the expenditure of
any reasonadble amount Iin the work.
At daybreak a pariy of determined
deputies will start out.

It is thought that the men are by
no means expert train robbers, They
were all masked, but all the evidences
point to thelr belng tramps. A saloon-
keeper of 8t. Cloud tells of several sus-
picious characters In his place during
the day.

“Wihereas, The supreme court of the
United States has afirmed the decision
of Judge Ross, which decisliod ralsed a
misdemeanor to a felony and sent rogr
officers of the A. R. U. at Los Angeles
to prison for 18 months, and

“Whereas, The declsion of the su-
preme court places all labor organiza-

tions in the role of criminal conspira-
tors, and
“Whereas, Sald decision affirms a

greater penalty can be imposed for con-
spiracy to commit & crime than s Im-
posed for the commission of the orlme
itself.

“Resolved, That this general assem-
bly Knights of Labor earnestly pros
tests agalnst such travesty on justice
and outrage on the liberties of the peo-
ple and condemns sald court for e
partial ruling In the Interest of . the
phatocratic classes and its abridgment
of the constitutional rights of laboring
people.”

In supporting the resolutions, Sover-
elgn sald that the 'mprisoned men had
acted as a committee, one of them urg-
ing a railroad engineer not to take the
place of a striker.

IN A SWEAT SHOP,

Fire in a Ballding Where 200 Persons
Were Employed Fatalities.

Naw York, Nov. 18.—Fire broke out
to-day in the basement of the gsixth
8 Clinton
streat, in which about 200 persons were
employed, most of them in talloring
sweat shops. One man, thus unidenti-
fied, perished by suffocation; two, who
jumped from the burning structure to
the roof of a three-story bullding ad-
joining, received Injuries which may
result fatally, and a woman was run
down by a fire chlef's wagon golag to
the fire and so badly hurt that she may
slso die.

The firemen helped many of the ine
mates of the bullding, and others made
their way to the ground by means of
the fire escapes. Meyer Lipschuls, an
employing tailor, was the most serious-
ly injured. He jumped from a fourth-
story window, striking the pavement
falrly on his feet, but fell back limp,
his right foot smashed and there was
a compound fracture of the left leg and
he suffered Internal! Injuries from
which he will dle. His brother Louls,
leaped from the roof of the burning
bullding to the moof of a threestory
building adjoining and received severe
contusions on the back and severe In-
ternal injuries. The name of the wo-
man injured by the fire chlef's wagon
Is Marie Belsonger. The man who Ia

dead was taken from an upper floor of |

the bullding after the fire had been
subdued.

Syracuse, N. Y., Nov, 13.—A deliber-
ate mtt was ssfully made a
few miles wzst of Rome this morning
to wreck No. § on the New York Cem-
tral rallroad. the engine and all the
cars being ditched. Engineer Nate Ha-
ger and one tramp were killed and an-
other badly Injured. Fireman Chris
Wagner and Mail Clerks Porter and M.

This is the
second attempt within three weeks to
wreck the same train near the same
spot. It ia on & heavy down grade and
the trains usually run at a rate of
65 miles an hour.

$1€2,315,400 have been lssued to procure
gold for the redemption of United
States notes. The notes still remain
the same as at the beginning. The
notes are redeemed, but they are un-
paid, Our legal standard of value is as
sound as any country in the world, and
1f we had such a currency system as to
guarantee its permanent maintenance,
no government would command larger
credit, or realize greater bemefits from
it than ours, but the great Investors of
4 world appreciate the diffticulties un-

BF which we are laboring., and until

difficulties are removed we cannot
reasonably hope to see perfect confl-
dence restored at home or abroad,

“The fundamental vice dn our curren-
cy system s the legal tender note re-
deemable in coin by the government
and reissuable under the law. There
are other defects, but this threatens
the stability of the whole volume of
the currency. 8o long as these notes
are cutstanding the slightest diminu-
tion of the coin resérve at once excites
a feeling of apprehension and distrus:,
affects the values of all securities, cur-
talls investments and more or less ays-
tematically embarrasses all the busi-
mess affairs of the people. In attempt-
ing to provide a cireulating medium
consieting of Its own notes redeemable
dn coln on presentation and relssuable

redemption, the government is
engaged In a business for which It |Is
wholly unfitied and which was never
contempliated by its founders. It has
a right to borrow money and issue evi-
dences of debt, but ® was never con-
templated that it should convert itseclf
into a bank of issue and furnish a legal
tender paper currency for the use of
the peaple.

“No changes in our currency system
will afford relief unless 1t provides for
the retirement of lexal tender paper.
The eirculation of legal tenders has a
tendency to drive out of use and out
of the country the very coln In which
the movernment is compelled to re-
deem them, and it has expelled mill-
fons of dollars from our borders. The
fheories that the zovernment can create
mopey by placing the stamp on paper
or other materials: that a legisiative
enactment can make 0 cents equal in
value to 100 cents: that artificially in-
flated prices paid In a depreclated cur-
rency are better for the people than
natural prices paid In a sound cur-
rency and various vagaries now float-
ing like bubbles n the political atmos-
phere are all attributable to the long
continued use of legal tender paper.
The proposition that a promise of the
government 10 pay money s money is
| ab d as the pr ition that a prom-
ise to dellver a horse is a horse, and yet
there are eminent men, high In publie
councils, who bellve that the United
Btates promissory note |8 actual money
and that the statute which compels all
the people to recelve it as actual money
is constitutional and ought to be con-
tinded in force. The agitation for free
colpage of legal tender silver is predi-
cated upon the same vicious principle
that underlies the lewislation making
paper promises a legal tender; but
there I8 a practical difference between
the two svstems. The United States
note was forced loan from the people
to the government, which goverament
promises to prepav in dollars, buot the
free coipage of lexal tepder silver at
the ratio of 16 to 1 would be a forced
loan from the peonle to the owners of
sllver mines and siver bulllon without
a promise of repayment by anybody.

“The campaign amainst the proposi-
tion to debase our standard of value
| should not be abandoned or suspended.
If the friends of a sound and stable
measure of value are vigllant and ac-
tive, this effort cannot possibly succeed
and the question will soon recede from
publie view.
