Living is dear In Berlin. There are

ple think themselves so everlastingly
superinr. When they speak of things
here being different from things In
America. their reference s always In
favor of Berlin.

The stores here are on a shabby
gcale. Outwardly they make a at
show with their really magnificent
+'ore fronts and elaborately gotien up
window displavs. all of a seduc-
tive character. But i Is on the
outside. It's all a thin veneer of
store fronts and fine fixtures There
are no complete siocks of goods and
there lsn't a single large store In the
city. The great proportion of the
goods in the stores are clap-trap, gim-
cracks and gegaws,

The hotels are old fashloned barns as
a general thing, ly three or four at
the most havi ordinary conven-
lences. And vet the Berlin hotel man-
ager will say to vou: "You have noth-
ing better than this in New York, have
you?' or “I oresume this reminds you
of the Auditorium. doesn't {t?" Audil-
torium, indeed. Yet there |5 this to be
said in justice to the Berlin hotel man-
agers: Personally they are ever po-
lite and courteous to visitors. 1 know
some American hotel ma ers who
would feel Insulted. humlilinted, If such
Imputations were made regarding
them. The Berlin hotel man may be
primitive in his methods. but he I8 &
gentleman in his bearine.

Besides soldlers, art galleries, muse-
ums, a zoologioal garden, and some
statues, there isn't much 4o be seen
here; and soldlers become tiresome in
time—about four davs |s a dose.

The German caoital Is lamentably
short on relics of an historic-architec-
tural character: but It strives to make
amends hy belng long on hietorical
collections and eatlne and drinking
places, more particularly the latter.

That
is to say, only as many as can be com-
fortably seated (a stated number) are
admitted, and two passengers In addi-
tion are allowed on the rear platform.

Nearly evervone in Berlin, rich or
poof, lives in apartment bulldings, and
the best of these flats are destitute of
modern Improvements. None of them
I8 more than flve stories high because
elevators, except in one or two hotels,
are unknown luxuries. Hot and eold
running water are also unknown, Bome
of the bath roome have ifttle bollers
that will heat enoush water for a bath
In one or two hours. Ice chests are
seldom seen because there are no loe
wagons from which to get a supply.

and electric lghting for apart-
menis and residénces may became
common in time, but the popular plan
is for each tenmant to bring along his
own lamps and candles, This is BEn-
etally true even of the Ewellest places,
Hagliu: by steam or similar means
isn't o much as dreamed of—with a
few exceptions.
