IN THE LAND OFFICE.

Two Hemestead atry Cestests 1iled-
Coal Cats a Figure.

Missoula, Jan. 7.-In the United
States land office two contests have
been flied against homestead entries, as
follows: J. D. Lee vs. Emily Blanch-

ead and Moses Loree vs. Albert S.
Mayne. Both of these contests involve
land in the vicinity of Nine Mile and
the grounds alleged In each are fraud-
ulent entry and non-compliance with
the law after entry. It is stated on
the outside, however, that the purpcse
of the oorteetants is to secure the land
on account of the coal discoveries
whloh have been made recently in that
section o fthe country.
section of the country.
rumors in circulation regarding the
discovery of high grade coal in the
NIne Mile region and these sumors
have now been confirmed by authorita-
tive reports from there. The coal is
said to be of superior quality and the
deposits very extensive. Some devel-
opment and exploration work has been
done in several places and the result
in each Instance has been satisfactory.
Not much has been said about the dis-
covery and (here has been numerous
inquiries regarding the condition of the
land in that region. There is evident-
ly an attempt on the part of those on
the inside to secure control or pos-
session of the coal land before much
Is said about it.

The contests of the mineral land
commssion's reports, which were set
for hearing this month, have been con-
tinued until Feb. 20. the Northern Pa-
cific attorney and the government
agent concurring in the request for
continuance.

The big contest which is expected to
be flied by the residents of the lower
Missoula river country must be pre-
pared and filed before Jan. 12, under
the law or it will not be considered.
The maps which the contestants have
had in preparation are completed and
mneasurements and examinations of the
land are now in progress. The heavy
snowfall hma somewhat interfered with
this work, but it is expected that it
will be completed before the date
named above. This contest is against
that portion of the report which classes
as agricultural large tracts of Iand in
the lower valley, which the contestants
will endeavor ,to show should have
been classed as mineral land.
