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The Chaplain'. Prayer.
Yesterday, there was woven into the

brayer of the chaplain, in the house of

representatives, an invocation from
whidh, at its close, the members
could not withhold applause; the prayer
was that struggling Cuba might have
success in her battle for independence.

VWhatever construction may be put
upon these words at Madrid we devout-
ly venture the suggestion that the
throne addreesed by the venerable chap-
lain will not construe his prayer as an
unfriendly act. Lucky it is that the
house chaplain's prayers do not have
to go to Senator Sherman's committee
on foreign relations to be reported back
before their formal utterance. There

may be a providence in the applause
that followed the prayer, unusual as
that sequel was; it may be that Jdhn
Sherman. hearing of the applause, will
feet divinely guided to do what he
ought to have done before now-he
ought, in obedience to the manifest will
of the American people, to have brought
to the attention of the senate a report
in favor of the recognition of the Cu-
ban patriots as belligerents.

Our belief I. that retribution will fol-
tow if ihis country fails in its duty re-
specting the insurgents. Cuba is trop-
ically rich-there Is no estimating the
island's resources were they developed
under an enlightened policy. Spain Is
poor; Madrid is too benighted to know
how to make her West Indian posses-
Mons valuable. Diplomacy has it that
Spain's scheme is to sell Cuba to En-

gland. What a plight this country
would be in were that bargain to be
consummated. Instead of being In po-

sition to urge the Monroe doctrine
against that event in a way that would

commend our conduct to the good will
of other nations, we would be looked
upon as pursuing the contemptible pol-

icy of the dog in the manger.

Do One of Two Things.
We have a seven-story suspicion

that Thomas Henry Carter has been

talking with the Standard's special cor-

respondent in Washington. In view of

the ungentle reference in this morning's

special dispatch to the presence of

Governor Rickards in Washington, we

fancy it must have been Carter; Hart-

man doesn't care one way or the other

and Mantle is ill.
The idea conveyed in the dispatch is

that Montana's delegation in congress
is of the opinion that the governor's
visit to Washington is not worth while.

Of course the courtesies due the gov-
ernor at the hands of the members from

Montana were lavishly shown. They
dined him and WI- no, not that exact-
ly; they didn't wine him, because the
governor is waiting for Missouri-dam
