BRAY'S STORE ROBBED.

Burglars paid an unwelcome visit
Friday nlght to the wholesale store of
A. F. Bray on East Park street When
R. Levitre, one of the cHerks, tried to
open the front door on the warehouse
yesterday morning he discovered that
it was barred on the inside. He then
went around to the back door, which
he found open. Evidently the burglars
had pried open the rear door and barred
the front door on the inside to guard
against inteeaption. The barglars
evidently direoted their attention first
to Mr. Bray's safe, In the corner of the
ofce, The safe was not looked, very
little money being kept in it. A Jimmy
was used to unlock tihe ron box in the
safe. In the drawers were a number
of city warrants gatinag $82,0 or
k$i,1. whclh the robbers did nt take.
About $0 in change ad two silver
watchs were taean by the burglara

The burglars then dheted c ir at-
tea•on to the stock and helpp them-
selves to cigars and meeabsemn and
brierwood pipes and tobeaco They
also opened up a,lot et aonned goads
and had a tree lunch. Apparently they
left in a great hurry, for they left be-
hind them a brace and a Jimmy.

Probably the same gang of bargri
operated the same night at the Plae
Tree saloon about a half mile farther
east on Park street. They entered the
cellar of the saloon by a window on the
east side. From the esilar they reach-
ed the saloon by means of a trap deer.
They broke open the till and obtained
about $7 in nickels and dimes.

They also took a bottle of brady
and about a half box ot cigaer This
burglary was probably committed ear-
lier than the one at Bray's. The sa-
loon was closed at 12 o'clock. A bar-
tender slept In a rear room and heard
nothing. He was awakened about I
o'clock by a woman knocking at the
door for a bucket of beer. He got her
the beer and at the same time discov-
ered the robbery. So this burglary
must have taken place between 12 san
1 o'clock.

The officers are working on both
cases, but there is not much prospect
of •coess, as the clues left are very
slight
