St. hums. June 13.—The na t iona l com­
mittee maile somewhat more rap id pro­
gress to-day than at f o r m e r s i t t ings In 
disposing of the contests over d isputed 
states. The day was g iven up largely 
to the considerat ion of the vexed ques­
tions presented by the T e x a s and C a r o ­
l ina controversies, i n v o l v i n g the entire 
delegation f r o m Sou th Ca ro l ina , and 
the greater par t of that f r o m Texas . 
The contests In both of these states In­
volve s imi l a r questions, as In both In­
stances they grew out of the r i v a l r y 
between the old and the new fac t ions 
of the party. There Is In both states a 
fac t i on k n o w n as t h « " L i l y W h i t e s , " 
representing an element that Is t r y i n g 
to bui ld up the republ ican pa r ty among 
the whi te people of thei r respective 
states. They had in each of the states 
Independent organiza t ions , w h i c h 
sought recogni t ion at the expense of 
the committee. In both Instances the 
na t iona l commit tee re fused to recognize 
the new committees.

St. Lou i s , June 13—The session of 
the republ ican na t iona l committee 
opened at 10:55 o'clock a. m. The S i x t h 
dis t r ic t , Tennessee, Inc luding N a s h ­
vi l le , was taken up. A l l the delegates 
were f o r M c K i n l e y . Bos ley a n d Cheat ­
h a m were seated. F r o m the N i n t h d i s ­
tr ict N u n n and A u s t i n , M c K i n l e y men, 
were seated. F r o m the Ten th distr ict , 
R a n d o l p h and T a y l o r were seated. 

South C a r o l i n a contests were then 
taken up. The entire delegat ion at 
large and a l l the d is t r ic t s were con­
tested. There are two dls t lnot o rgan ­
iza t ions i n the state, one k n o w n as the 
"Regu la r , " headed by E . A . Webster , 
and the other Is k n o w n as the " L i l y 
W h i t e s , " headed by E . Id. B r a y t o n . 
The " L i l y W h i t e s " were m a i n l y antt-
M c K l n l e y men. A f t e r hear ing the e v i ­
dence, the Webs te r delegation was 
seated. A recess was then taken to 
2:30 »"clock. 

In accordance w i t h the order made 
Thursday , the repub l i can na t iona l 
com nittee proceeded prompt ly , upon 
convening f o r the a f t e rnoon session, to 
the considera t ion at the question of 
per.nanent o rgan iza t ion . W h e n the 
ohalr announced the order, M r . H u s t o n 
of Ind i ana read a te legram f rom H o n . 
W . R . Thompson , a s k i n g a postpone­
ment of the election of a t empora ry 
c h a i r m a n u n t i l he could a r r ive a t 7 
o'clock. H e moved a postponement un ­
t i l 8 o'clock. M r . De Y o u n g moved to 
lay the motion on the table, s a y i n g 
that he did not unders tand th.it M r . 
Thompson was a candidate . A l l were 
prepared to vote, and as a l l a r range­
ments were made there could be no 
excuse fo r delay. M r . H u s t o n said that 
he was sat isf ied that M r . Thompson 
was l abor ing under a misapprehension 
a n d that If here he would be sat isf ied. 
M r . De Y o u n g ' s mot ion to lay o n the 
table prevai led. 

M r . De Y o u n g then nomina t ed C . W . 
F a i r b a n k s of I n d i a n a f o r temporary 
cha i rman . M r . Ke rens of M i s s o u r i sec­
onded the nomina t ion . There were no 
other nominat ions, a n d F a i r b a n k s was 
named by the unan imous vote o f the 
committee. 

The election of a t empora ry secre­
t a ry being next In order, M r . E v a n s of 
Minneso ta placed In nomina t ion M r . 
Johnson of Minneso ta . M r . Yerkes 
named W . E . R i l e y of K e n t u c k y and 
Senator G e a r named H a r r y Smi th . The 
two lat ter names were w i t h d r a w n up­
on the unders tanding that Johnson 
should be made secretary and Messrs. 
R i l e y and S m i t h assis tant secretaries. 
So many names were mentioned fo r 
assis tant secretary that Fessenden sug­
gested fe l i c i tous ly that each state and 
ter r i tory be given an assistant secre­
tary. M r . H a h n took Fessenden's sug­
gestion seriously, m o v i n g that one sec­
re tary and three ass is tant secretaries 
be chosen and that each member of 
the commit tee should be a l lowed to 
designate an honorary secretary. The 
motion prevai led. M r . Johnson was 
elected secretary a n d Messrs . R i l e y . 
S m i t h and A . B H u m p h r i e s of N e w 
Y o r k assistants. J . H . Stone of M i c h ­
igan, F . H . W i l s o n of Missour i , J . R. 
M a l l o y of Ohio. R. S. H a t c h e r of I n ­
d iana and J . R . B e a m o f N e w Y o r k 
were designated as read ing clerks . On 
the mot ion of Scott of West V i r g i n i a 
R a b h l Samuel Sale of St. L o u i s was 
chosen chap la in . 

T h e Texas contest was then a n ­
nounced to be In order. T h i s contest 
Involves a l l the delegates-at- large and 
a l l the II d is t r ic t delegates, there being 
one set of conteMces and two sets of 
contestants In each case. The ques­
tion In dispute between one of the sets 
and the other two was that of pa r ty 
organiza t ion , a n d that between the 
other two was that of par ty o rgan iza ­
tion, and that between the other two 
of non-confo rmi ty to par ty rules. 
W r i g h t Cunney leads the delegation 
c l a i m i n g to be regular. T h e question of 
par ty organiza t ion was taken up and 
H . F . wOngOTi represent ing the 
" L i l y W h i t e , " or r e fo rm c o n s t a n t s , 
addressed the commit tee In behnlf of 
tha t organiza t ion . M c O r e g o r c l a imed 
that his o rgan iza t ion was regular , hav­
ing been organized pr ior to the M i n n e ­
apolis convention. H e said that his 
delegation was largely f o r M c K i n l e y 
because of the fee l ing In f a v o r of pro­
tection. S t i l l they had o r d i n a r i l y 
avoided ins t ruc t ions and would be sat­
isfied w i th any candidate nominated. 

M c O r e g o r h a v i n g refer red to the 
"rottenness" of the republ ican par ty of 
the South, M r . H i l l of Mis s i s s ipp i 
cal led h i m to order, s ay ing that II . -
Oregor must confine his remarks to 
his own ter r i tory . 

John Gran t , represent ing the other 
set of contestants said the ' L i l y 
W h i t e s " were not ent i t led to consider­
a t ion as republ icans . They were a 
pol i t i ca l v a c u u m - - p o l l t l c « l bandi ts . 
They were democrats In a l l but name. 
T h e i r organisa t ion was a direct thrus t 
at color. In support of th is proposi t ion 
he asserted that the " L i l y W h i t e s " de­
manded sej>ar.ite p r imar i e s f o r w h i l e s 
and blacks. C o m i n g down to t h - m<-r-
lts of his own rontest, he a s « e r t " d that 
his was the regu la r o rgan iza t ion a n d 

called a t tent ion to the fact tha t the 
" L i l y W h i t e s " had been sat upon a t 
Minneapol i s H e asserted that the re­
formers had scarcely been heard of 
since the convention of four years ago; 
they were acustomed to show up only 
when "there was something In s i g h t " 

M r . Ter re l l , who was l. 'nlted States 
min is te r to B e l g i u m under H a r r i s o n , 
fo l lowed M r . C r a n t In support of the 
" b l a c k - a i u l - t a n " element, w h i l e he 
was In tu rn fo lowed by M r . L o v e , * 
colored man, in behalf of the " L i l y 
W h i t e s . " 

A t the conclusion of Love ' s speech 
the committee, wi thout d iv is ion , decid­
ed the s ta te committee, of w h i c h M r . 
G r a n t is cha i rman , to be the regular 
organisa t ion . T h i s is the f ac t i on 
k n o w n as the bkack-and-tans." T h i s 
ac t ion h a d the effect of e l i m i n a t i n g 
the " L i l y W h i t e s " f r o m the contest, 
l eav ing the dispute to proceed between 
the Cunney and G r a n t wings of the 
"b lack and tans." 

In the Texas contests It had become 
apparent du r ing the hearing that the 
d iv i s ion between the "black and tans" 
was due to differences on the presiden­
t i a l quest ion. The Gran t people were 
a l l f o r M c K i n l e y . wh i l e the opposi t ion 
was genera l ly f avorab le to A l l i s o n a n d 
Reed. W h e n the result was announced, 
Fessenden moved that It be declared 
the sense of the committee that neither 
delegation Is enti t led to be placed on 
the temporary ro l l , a n d this mot ion pre­
va i led . The hear ing In the Texas d is ­
t r ic t contests then proceeded In the i r 
numer ica l order. The contest f r o m the 
F i r s t d i s t r ic t was between T a y l o r and 
L a w s o n on one side and S p a r k s and 
C a n w e l Ion the other. A l l f o u r were 
colored men. It was stated there were 
no M c K i n l e y men In either of the dele­
gations, T a y l o r and Lawson be ing f o r 
Reed and Sparks and Canwel l f o r A l l i ­
son. T a y l o r and L a w s o n were seated. 
F r o m the Second distr ict , K a n e a n d 
1'olard, who are sa id to t>e M c K i n l e y 
men. were seated. A recess w a s then 
taken un t i l 7:30 o'clock to-night. 

The commit tee rushed business at the 
evening session. N o contestants ap­
peared in the T h i r d . F o u r t h a n d F i f t h 
dis t r ic ts , and the M c K i n l e y men were 
seated. A f t e r a short argument, the 
M c K i n l e y men f r o m the S ix th , M c C o r -
mlck and A l l i s o n , were seated w i t h 
very l i t t l e discussion. In the Seven th 
Texas dis t r ic t , C r a w f o r d and W a l l a c e , 
Heed men, were seated. In the E i g h t h 
Texas dis t r ic t , W i l l i a m s and W a s s o n 
were seated. 

In the N i n t h Texas district H a n c o c k 
and F r i e k e were seated. T h e y f a v o r 
M c K i n l e y . In the Tenth Texas d is ­
tr ict , H a w l e y (Reed)) , and Rogers ( A l ­
lison), were seated. I n the E l e v e n t h 
both M c K i n l e y men, were seated. I n 
the T w e l f t h Texas dis t r ic t . Ogden and 
Tweedy (Al l i son ) , were seated. In the 
Th i r t een th dis t r ic t , Dool lng and B a c o n 
( M c K i n l e y ) , were seated. 

I n the A l a s k a contest four delegates 
were seated w i t h ha l f a vote e<ach. 

The vote In the E leven th P e n n s y l v a ­
n i a by wh ich I>avld Adle r a n d D . H 
Megdro were seated, was reconsidered 
and L u b y and Townssnd were s*a*aa. 
In the Second V i r g i n i a d i s t r i c t there 
was a sp i r i ted contest. Wise of N e w 
Y o r k represented the Reed contestants 
whi le Bowden represented himsel f and 
colleagues. T h e contestants a n d con-
testees were seated wi th hal f a vote 
each. Bowden a n d Smi th nre fo r M c ­
K i n l e y and Heed. The S i x t h dis t r ic t 
of New Y o r k was then called. In this 
d is t r ic t , Sa f t en and P a l m e r were con­
tested by Schleuter a n d Fischer . B o t h 
delegations were f o r Mor ton . Saf ten 
a n d P a l m e r were seated. 

The Seventh d i s t r i c t of N e w Y o r k . 
V a n Cot t and MeRober t s ( l i a t t ) were 
contested by H e a l y and Cole (antl-
Pat t . ) V a n Cot t and MeRober t s were 
seated. In the N i n t h distr ict , P i a t t 
men, M u r r a y and Col lns , were seated. 
In the T w e l f t h d i s t r i c t . New Y o r k , C o r ­
nelius N . L l l s s and S. V . R u g e r (antt-
P la t t ) were contested by H o w a r d C a r ­
rol l and T h u r l o w W e e d Barnes (Piat t . ) 
The a n t i - P l a t t case was presented by 
John S. Wise . E . Quigg, member of 
congress, spoke for C a r r o l l a n d Barnes. 
E d w a r d L a u t e r b a c h fol lowed Q u i g g 
and became very impassioned as he 
progressed. 

" W e have fo gua rd our organ iza t ion 
very ca re fu l ly . W e have to f ight against 
a great of f ice-holding organisat ion i n 
the c i t y of N e w Y o r k . W e have to 
guard agains t these r i ch men (shaking 
his hands at Bl i s s ) whole prominence 
and posi t ion and wea l th have been 
flaunted in your faces as reasons w h y 
they should be admi t t ed to the nat ional 
convent ion; these r i ch men whom we 
have to fight a n d whose wea l th Is used 
to break, down our par ty , our o rgan iza ­
tion, w h i c h Is so s t rong In Its own hon­
est v. represented by prominent men, 
and w h i c h as been able to cast 98,000 
votes In the c i ty of N e w Y o r k . " 

John 8. Wise replied and Introduced 115 
affidavits with the explanation that 20 
had already been given In. He said In an­
swer to a question that the contesting 
delegation was elected bq 125 delegates. 
He Introduced proof In support of his 
claim that It has been customary In ths 
district to leave the callliiK of the dis­
trict conventions to the eounty commit­
tee. The committee at 12:12 went Into 
executive session to consider the case. 

Af te r the committee went Into execu­
tive session the vote was taken upon the 
motion to seat Bliss and Cruger. T h i l 
T i l defeated, 24 to 22. A motion was 
made to seat both delegations with half 
a vote each, which, after seme dls us . 
i lon . was defeated. 27 to 23. The Thi r ­
teenth district was taken up Brookfleld 
and MrCook, anti-Plat t delegates, were 
seated. The Fif teenth district was then 
called. In this district Murray and Fr ied-
son were l i a t t delegates and Collis and 
Wright anti-Platt .

St. Lou i s , June 11—The probable 
procedure in the convention w i l l result 
In a series of interest ing sessions each 
day f r o m the opening on Tuesday u n t i l 
ad jornment . Those f a m i l i a r w i t h the 
s i tua t ion th ink It not Improbable that 
the convent ion may continue bevoml 
the week. I t w i l l be cal led to order at 
12 o 'c lock on Tuesday by C h a i r m a n 
Car ter . T h e day w i l l be consumed In 
the -reading of the ca l l , the Ins ta l l ing 
of t empora ry officers a n d the appoint­
ment of committees on permanent or­
ganiza t ion and order of business, on 
resolutions and credentials. It is not 
known whether C h a i r m a n Ca r t e r w i l l 
make any remarks In open ing the con­
vent ion or not. It Is safe to asy, how­
ever, that the temporary c h a i r m a n he 
presents to the convent ion w i l l make 
the beet speech of which he Is capable. 
The var ied proceedings of this session 
and the session which w i l l fo l low in the 
evening w i l l probably be interspersed 
wi th oratory. 

On Tuesday the report of the com­
mittee on permanent o rgan iza t ion and 
order of business w i l l probably be pre­
sented and acted upon and the per­
manent ofllcers w i l l take charge of the 
convention. The permanent c h a i r m a n 
w i l l be H o n . John M . T h u r s t o n of N e ­
braska and the temporary c h a i r m a n 
w i l l , on t a k i n g up the gave l , under take 
to de l iver the speech of his l i fe . 

It Is safe to sny that, pending the re­
ceipt of the report of the commit tee on 
credentials, the sessions of Wednes­
d a y a n d Thursday and possibly F r i d a y 
w i l l be devoted to general convent ion 
business. Interspersed w i t h o ra to r i ca l 
efforts by famous orators. A t a l l of 
the sessions It Is probable that resolu­
tions w i l l be received and referred to 
the commit tee on resolutions w i t h or 
wi thout reading or debate, as the con­
vention may direct. Whe the r the Im­
portant money question w i l l be prec ip i ­
tated before the report Is received f r o m 
the commit tee on resolutions Is ques­
tionable, but regardless o f a n y rule 
which may be adopted the tension on 
this ques t ion Is so great that the dis­
cussion is l iable to be precipi ta ted ut 
any t ime a n d Is threatened b y some 
s i lve r men. 

It Is ha rd ly to be expected that the 
r"port of the committee on credentials 
oan be prepared and presented to the 
convent ion before Thursday night or 
F r i d a y morning. The report of the 
commit tee Is l i ab le to precipi ta te the 
most l i ve ly convention scene witnessed 
i n recent years. 

N e x t w i l l probably come the report 
of the commit tee on resolutions. T h i s 
commit tee w i l l have clear s a i l i ng un t i l 
the currency question Is reached. On 
that question, In the commit tee and 
later i n the convention, Interest w i l l tie 
Intense and the ora tor ica l effor ts pro­
nounced. 

T h e M i c h i g a n delegation was the 
first to hold a session a n d elect ofllcers. 
Genera l Ruse l l A l g e r was chosen cha i r ­
man of the delegation f o r the si>sslon 
and M a r k Brower was selected f o r 
member of the commit tee on resolu­
t ions. A resolution was passed direct­
ing M r . Brewer to use every effort to 
prevent the adoption of a resolut ion 
In the p la t fo rm declar ing fo r the free 
coinage of silver.
