CLEAR, PURE WATER

The Mayor and Aldermen Go to the
Fish Creek Flome

HOW TO REMEDY MATTERS

There ls No Apparent Reason Why
Butte Should ot Have Good
Drinking Water-Sugges-
tions on the Hillslde

Mayor Thompson does mot occupy as
high a place In the estimation of 14 al-
dermen, two newspaper reporters and
several other gentlemen as he did 24
hours ago. His reputation for veracity
in the matter of distances has been
eternally ruined, and It is feared that
his Influence over the council has been
lost forever, This state of affairs will
be generally regarded as being bad
enough, but to make a bad matter
worse, several of the aldermen have
threatened to adminlster condign pun-
Ishment to the city's chief executive
as soon as they recover their customary
vigor and activity. As they will prob-
ably be under the doctor's care for
several weeks, however, the mayor Is
not worrying a great deal over thls
phase of the matter.

The trouble all grew out of the tour
of inspection which was made by the
city council and city officials yesterday
to the water company's reservolr and
the source of supply of the liquid flth
which is furnished to the people of
Butte and is called water for want of a
better name that could be used in the
newspapers. The mayor, who is deter-
mined that the water supply shall be
made what it should be, was very anx-
lous to have the aldermen make the
trip and look the ground over, and in
order to Induce them to go, he gave
them his word of honor as a gentleman
and as mayor of the city, that the end
of the Fish creek flume, which was the
objective point, i{s not more than four
miles from the reservoir. The mayor
and a few of the aldermen who rode up
the long hill still Insist that the dis-
tance is inside of four miles, but the
members of the party who made the
trip afoot are positive that it is not less
than eight miles, and some of them
place it as high as 12 miles. Afidavits
in support of this conviction are beéing
prepared and the mayor may be im-
peached.

The trip was a grand success, how-
ever, in showing the aldermen by ocu-
lar demonstration that, with an esti-
mated expenditure of from $8,000 to
$10,000 the Butte city water company
could give Butte an absolutely clear
and pure water supply inside of 30
days. When the aldermen saw this fact
with their own eyes they became deter-
mined In their fight for pure waler,
and it s quite probable that good re-
sults may be secured from the trip.

Those who made up the party were
Mayor Thompson, Aldermen Byrne,
Harrington, Bryant, Driggs, Montgom-
ery, Cannon, Bausman, Leggat, Cam-
bers, Davey, Rowe, Rodda, Heillg and
Knowlton. City Treasurer Yoder, City
Engineer Blackford, Street Commis-
sloner Joyner, Assistant City Clerk
Harry Wales, Buperintendent Carroll
of the water company, James Thomp-
son, Alex Husband, Col. Dan Searles
and representatives of the Miner and
the Standard. They left the city hall
in carriages at 8:30 o'clock in the morn-
ing and reached the reservolr a couple
of hours later, They then stuffed their
pockets with sandwiches and started
up the hill to the end of the Fish creek
flume, which the mayor smilingly an-
nounced was only four miles away. If
it was only four miles, it was the long-
est four miles that any of the party,
except those on horseback, had ever
seen or heard of. The mayor and sev-
eral of the aldermen, who are particu-
larly averse to hard work, saddled the
horses that were taken out of the ear-
riages and started off with self-satis-
fled smiles, while the others tralled
along behind, with the exception of
Colonel Bearles, who sald that he had
been up there ten years ago.

It was the rockiest ki of a rocky
road and was at times almost impass-
able on account of huge bowiders
which blocked the path. The trall
wound around the hill side and at
places was almost perpendicular. The
men on horseback were soon passed
and after two hours of agonizing work
the two reporters had the pleasure of
reaching the flume Arst. Alderman
Davey was close behind and the others
came up at intervals by ones and twos,
The stragglers were recelved with vol-
leys of snowballs, The Fish creek wa-
ter that tumbled out of the end of the
seven-mile flume was a revelation fresh
from the perpetual snow which crowns
the main crest of the rockies; it was
as cold as ice and as clear as the clear-
est crystal. It was difficult to belleve
that this pure and sparkling fluld form-
ed the principal ingredient In the mix-
ture of filth for ch the people of
Butte pay water rents. The aldermen
drank of the delicious nectar ustll they
could drink no more-and then sat down
to eat lunch and discuss the situation.
While they were so engaged Superin-
tendent Carroll joined them, but for
once he did not have any 30-day prom-
igses or predictions of good water and
it was perhaps just as well that he did
not make any, as he did not have what
could be called an appreclative audi-
ence. In fact just the reverse.

The Fish 1:1 reek water tumbles Into an
open ditch dnd falls down a steep hill,
three-fourths of a mile and then joins
Basin creek. It commences to
muddy in the first two feet after it
leaves the flume and continues to as-
sume & darker hue as It descends.
Above the point of confluence, the wa-
ter of Basin creek is very clear al-
though not quite as clear as that of
Fish creek. After Fish creek and Ba-
sin creek join the stream rung down the
old bed of Basin ¢reek to the reservoir.
The water runs so fast that it cuts deep
into the banks and It picks up mud
and dirt of every description along its
full length. Ry the time it reaches the
reservolr it Is the dirty, muddy article
with which Butte people are so fa-
millar.

By contipuing the Fish creek flume
to the reservoir and then turning It di-
rectly iInto the supply pipe, without
passing through the reservoir, Buite
could be given as good a water supply
as Is enjoyed by any city In America
It 18 this improvement for which City
Engineer Blackford s working. He in-
formed the aldermen that it would not
cost more than $10.M0, and that the
flume could be built In 30 daye if the
lumber could be delivered fast enough
The present end of the flume has an
elevation of 7,350 feet. Mr. Blackford
measured the streadn in the fume and

ldl} morning at 10 o'clock.

found it to be 19 inches deep and 21 |
wide, which, at the rate the waler
was running, Is equivalent to a supply

of 5,000,000 gallons every 24 hours
When Mr. Blackford visited the flume
about a week ago it was running 10.-
000,000 gallons a day. A part of the

water had been shut off at the point
where It enters the flume, and {t was
the general belief that this had been
done in the hope that the reduced sup-
ply would make the water less rolly
and that it was done for the sespecial
benefit of the mayor and aldermen.
The dally supply from Basin creek Is
estimated by Mr. Blackford as belng
from $,000,000 to 5,000,000 gallons,

The mayor Informed Mr. Carroll that
the council would insist on the contin-
uation of the Fish creek flume to the
city suply pipe and that the work must
be done at once. Mr, Carroll was In-
clined to be non-committal on the sub-
ject, but he finally consented to meas-
ure the distance that the flume would
have to be bullt and to estimate closely
the cost of it. He intimated that the
buillding of the flume was a matter
which must be decided by the directors
of the company and that he could not
order the improvement without thelr

Alderman Byme suggesied a plan
which will come up for discussion on
Wednesday evening. “It Is quite evi-
dent,” he sald, "that we cannot deal
with Buperintendent Carroll any long-
er. The people have lost all confidence
in his promises of good water, and the
thing for us to do is to take the mal-
ter up direot with the trustees of the
water company. I am in favor of send-
Ing Mr. Blackford east to confer with
them and lay the proposition before
them. If they will not extend the
flume and do it at once, then the only
thing to do I8 for the city to go ahead
and build the flume and deduct the
cost of it from the money pald the
company by the elty for protection.
We must have pure water and the
flume must be extended.” This propos-
ition was recelved with a great deal
of favor by the aldermen to whom It
was made,

On the return trip the reservolr was
looked at. One look was enough. It
Is dirtler and more repulsive looking
than it has ever been and Is even mud-
dier than the water which reaches the
city. It is so thick Iin fact that the
bottom of ithe reservolr cannot be dis-
tinguished at a distance of a foot from
the bank. There has been a top over-
flow for several days, but it does not
seem to produce any improvement. Mr,
Carroll is having a flume built around
the reservoir so that in the event of
the water in the reservoir becoming so
thick that it will not run he can carry
the water around and run it into the
supply plpe. This would ' be an im-
provement, however, as the water is as
muddy at the head of the reservoir as
4t Is at the supply pipes. Bhould the
Fish creek flume be extended, the.
flume around the reservoir could be
used to advantage.

“1 have been reporting to the council
in regard to Butte's water supply for
two years,” sald City Engineer Diack-
ford last evening, “‘but this |s one of
‘the timea when I don't have to report,
The aldermen know just as much about
it now as 1 do. As long as the water
company was doing all that it couwd
to give us good water I said nothing,
but now I can see no reason for not
extending the Fish crevek flume and
thus give us good water. 1 think th-
company's action Is as big an outrag
as has ever been perpetrated on a long
suffering and patient people. The pev-
ule have been patient and ther: |8 now
no excuse for thelr not having first-
clags water.”
