He had a severe attack of
the snakes a week ago and was. turnad
out only two or three days ago. ' He
now seems to be on the verge of see-
ing another menagerie, with snakes as
the predominant feature, and there
will probably be very little rest for the
other prisoners at the city jall during
the next few days.
