Boston's Americanzsed Chinaman Intrc*
ducts ils Btride from the Orient.

From the Boston Herald.
Wong Ling Ah was married in Mon-

treal two weeks ago. He went there
to await the arrival of his bride from
China. The knot was tied, but it was
not until yesterday that the festivities
began in Boston. Then Wong Ling Ali
had a big dinner in all the restaurants
and he, with members of his family.
received the guests with smiles and
bows and handshakes. That is, each
man shook his own hands as he bowed.

The groom is an Americanized China-
man. He wears American clothes, and
has done so for many years. He does
not like to dress In the flowing gowns
of China. He was a happy man yes-
terday and had a good time.

He spent nearly all day at his new
home. 21 Oxford street, and there
friends called on him and saw the
blushing bride.' Late in the evening,
when the merriment was at its height,
there was an explosion of firecrackers,
but WVong Ling Ah did not awake the
neighborhood as Chinamen are wont to
do when they have fun.

The great time was in the restaur-
ants, which were all thrown open to
the friends of wong Ling Ah about 5
o'clock. The tables were laid out with
white cloths, and the daintiest dishes
were prepared. In the big Oriental
restaurant, where covers were laid for
100 Chinamen, elaborate preparations
had been made, and the Ivory chop-
sticks, which are only brought out on
state occasions, were beside each plate.
There were all sorts of choice Chinese
dishes, and that pigeons played a
prominent part in the feast will be
readily understood- when it is known
that there were over 100 live pigeons in
that restaurant Tuesday evening.

Wong Ling Ah left his home on Ox-
ford street a little before 5 o'clock. He
was. accompanied by his brother, and
they were dressed alike. Itoth wore
loose coats of dark red, which came to
about the knee. Under this were skirts
of blue, and white stockings, full at
the knee s. The hats were of black silk,
of the shape you see on tea caddies, the
crown being of red.

In Wong Ling Ah's party were two
young cousins. These were dressed in
long white stockings. They also wore
tea caddy hats, and the sleeves of their
jackets were so long that they had to
be turned up at the wrists so that they
could carry their fans.

There four made a tour of the res-
taurants. walking the streets in single
lile, while the people wondered. Wong
Ling Alt was partieularly happy, and
by the time the guests began to come
around he was in a handshking nood.

IT IS NOT A SOFI SNAP
Attorney Geneal Nolan Makes

His Annual Report.

SOME OF THE WORK DONE

The Extent of the Duties Devolving
Upon the Offie-About 250 Opin-

tore Have Neon Bendere3--The
Northern PanflC Tax Case.

Special Dispatch to the Standard.
Helena, Dec. 10.-The first annual re-

port of Attorney General Nolan was
filed to-day with the governor. It cov-
ers the same period of time as the re-
ports of other state officers that are
being issued, Dec. 1, 1896, to Dec. 1,
1897. The attorney general furnishes
the executive with a detailed account
of the transactions during the year in
the office of the state's legal advisor,
the number and history of state cases
attended to, as well as a digest of the
opinions that have been prepared by
the office at the request of state ofih-
cers, state boards and various county
officers throughout the state.

The attorney general prefaces his de-
tailed report with a few comments upon
the duties devolving upon the office,
from the tenor of which it is evident
that he considers the office anything
but a sinecure. He says:

"In obedience to the laws of this
state, I herewith transmit to you the
annual report for this office. You will
notice that it is exceedingly condensed,
but not so much so but that the con-
clusion is inevitable that the office is
not a sinecure. The list of cases pend-
ing and disposed of without any other
work, under ordinary circumstances,
would engage one man's entire time.
The list of cases supplemented by the
list of decisions is more than convinc-
ing that the incumbent of this office
cannot justly complain on the score of
lack of employment. I do not believe
that the legislature or the public gen-
(rally has ever realized the amount or
scope of the work of this office. As it
possibly might exercise a deterring in-
flur nce on the legislature, which, at
each recurring session, evidences a dis-
position to amplify and diversify the
duties of this office, I will burden you
for a moment with the consideration
of those duties in detail. The attorney
general is the legal adviser of the gov-
ernor, the secretary of the state, the
treasurer, the superintendent of public
instruction, the auditor of the state, the
state land agent, the register of the
land offlce, the state examiner, the board
of pardons, the board of prison commis-
sioners, the board of examiners, the
board of county commissioners, the
state beard of education, the board of
equalization, the inspector of boilers,
the inspector of mines, the board of
medical examiners, the board of capitol
commissioners, the board of arid land
commissioners and several other boards
and bodies and officers whose designa-
tion I cannot now recall, and whose ex-
istence is made manifest by application
to this offiee for advice.

"It is rather fortunate for the incum-
bent of this of"ce that the executive is
by profession a lawyer, so that the
labor from that source is reduced to a
minimum. Lest that, opportunity for
too much recreation might exist were
the sources of labor confined to those
agencies already named, the legisla-
ture makes the attorney general the
adviser of the county attorneys of the
different counties in the state, and ex-
prersly requires this officer, whatever
called upon, to give advice in writing
respecting any matter about which in-
quiry is made to the board of county
co inmiesioners of the different counties.
lie is also expressly designated as the
legal adviser of both branches of the
legislative assembly, and no inconsid-
erable portion of his work consists in
the vain endeavor to satisfy the gen-
eral public and the county officers of
the different counties that It is not a
source of great pleasure to him to an-
swer communications emanating thus,
and the more numerous those commu-
nications are the more intense the sat-
isfaction to him.

"In addition to all of this he is a
member of the board of land commis-
sioners, whose duty it is to exercise su-
pervision over the landed interests of
the state, and is required to attend all
tif the sessions of that board whenever
questions are considered affecting those
landed interests. He is a member of
the board of examiners whose duty it
is to audit all of the accounts which in-
volve the expenditure of the entire rev-
enue of the state. He is a member of
the board of equalization whose duty
it is to assess the railroad property of
the state and equalize assessments be-
tween the different counties. He is a
nm'mber ,f the i.tard of prison cnm-
missioners u1pon whont devolvv- the
nmanagement of the lwnal instittutions
of titt state. lie i5 a nimber of the
biarti of commissioners for the insane
to whom is assigneti the task ,tf ext'r-
cising supervision over the insane asy-
luin. and there may be Itossibly other
liharts. but the enumeration aittee
matte is sufficiently comprehensive to
indicate the nature andl extent of the
duties devttlving upon this office.

"This reference is made in no querul-
tus vein, but is simply adverted lto so
that the legislative assembly may be
timfirroe as to the extent ti' the duties
which devolve upon this olince. during
the current year. as will be shown by
the condensed list attached, which con-
tains tatout 2.50 opinions rendered, and
in nearly every Instance, with ene or
twtt ottaltle ze epti ans. t was required
untier the law toi furnish this inftrnma-
titon. This list, formidable as it is, does
ott reltresent the applications made. I

think that possibly I have tieclitned to
give atdviee in as many eases as I have
given odvice during the eurrtttt year.
atit have referred the parties seeking
information to local attorneys or it, the
county attorneys of their respective

much importance to the state was pend-
ing detirtmination in the circuit court
of alpeats. I have reference to the case
of the Northern Pacitic Railway Co. vs.

The Policy of Annexotion for America.
Rt. Hon. James Bryce in the December

Forum.
The fact is that American institu-

tions arm quite unsuited to the govern-
ment of dependencies. Those institu-
lions are pervaded all through by the
prinelples of equality and the habits
of self-government. 'they do not adapt
themselves to countri, where the pop-
ulation consists of elihm etnts utterly un-
equal and dissimilar, as in the case of
Hawaii, nor to cases where the Ameri-
can element ought n.t to be expecoted
to forego its right to self-government,
but where. nevertheless, the overwhelm-
ing majority of the inhabitants, wheth-
er negroes or Asiatics. ought not to be
trusted to govern even themselves,
much less their white neighbors.

Britain has had painful experience of
these difficulties in her own colonies;
yet in her monarchical system and her
colonial service she possesses machin-
ery much more flexibi ' and more adap-
table to these conditions than the far
more consistently democratic system
of the United States has ever possessed I
or seemed capable of constructing. In
other words, the problems which the
United States would have to solve in
Cuba. or in Hawaii. ~ere tither of them
to be annexed, would be, for the United
States. perfectly new and extremely
perplexing problems He must he a
sanguin, tean who t ijnks that a dem-
ocratic government, intended to le
worked by educated men of the best
European stock, whose ancestors have
enjoyed freedom and been accustomed
to self-government for centuries, can
without danger to its new subjects and
injury to it.elf. either set up among
an inferior and dissimilar population
its own democratic institutions or so
far depart from all its own traditions
as to atte mpt t, govern that popula-
tion and its own citizens abroad by des-
potic methods. " '

The United States has already a great
and splendid mission in building up le-
tween the oceans a free, happy, and
prosperous nation of 200,000,000 of peo-
ple. And one of the noblest parts of
her missimn in the world has been to
show to the eider peoples and states an
example of abstention from the quar-
rels and wars and conquests that make
up so large and si lamentable a part of
the annals of Europe. Her remote po-
sition and her immense power have de-
livered her from that burden of mili-
tary and naval armaments which press-
es with crushing weight upon the peo-
ples of Europe. It would he. for her, a
descent from what may be called the
pedestal of wise and pacific detach-
ment on which she now stands, were
she to yield to that earth-hunger which
has been raging among the European
states, and to imitate the aggressive
methods which some of them have pur-
sued. The policy of creating great ar-
maments and of annexing territories
beyond the s' a wiold be, if a stranger
may venture to say so, an un-American
policy. and a coinllite departure from
the maxims-a lilrived by long experi-
ence-of the illustrious founders of the
republli'.
