REASONS FOR

At yesterday’s session of the county
eommissioners the contract with the
Northern Pacific Railway company,
which had been prepared for the signa-
ture of the county treasurer, was re-
turned to the board by that officer, to-
Rether with a letter explaining his rea-
sons for declining to put his signature
1o the document, The contract, which
was made out In accordance with the
resolution adopted by the board on the
previous day, and & copy of which ap-
peared in yesterday's Standard, is as
Tollows: -

“This agreement, made this 4th day
of January, A. D. 1898, between the
gtale of Montana and the county of
Deer Lodge, in said state of Montann,
parties of the first part, and the Nor
ern Pacific Railway company, a Wis-
consin corporation, party of the second
part. witnesseth:

“That Whereas, The party of the seo-
ond part bought all of the property of
every kind, character and deseription,
formerly belonging to the Northern 1
cifle Railroad company, a tederal er
poration, in the county of Deop Lodge,
in the stale of Montana, at a master's
gale, had undergone decree of fore-
closure In a certain action brought by
the Farmers' Loan & Trust cCOMpany, iP
New York corporation, againet  s=aid
last-named company, and others, Lo |
foreclose  divers mortgages  wherein !
Mesers, Thomas F, Oakes, Henry C,
Rouse and Henry O, Payne were one

“Whereas, The taxes upon certain
lands, so bought by the second party,
for the years 1805 and 1896 have not
been paid, or digposed of by litigation;
and,

“"Whereas, The second party claims
that under certain decislons of the
TTnited States supreme court touching
the status of lands granted to said
Northern Pacific Railroad company it

is not liable for said taxes assessed
ngainst such lands in the coun of
Dieer Lodge aforesaid {or the Vears

1895 and 1806, or elsewhers, in the state
of Montana: and a test action now

ment of these taxes, 8 not entitled to
any such special favors,

“Fourth—I have already been to the
trouble of preparing a delinguent lst
containing the lands on which they did
not pay taxes for 1507, the county has
been to the expense of publishing the
advertisement of sale, and 1 intend to
carry out the sale, as I and my bonds-
men, not the commissioners, are re-
sponsible If 1 neglect to adopt the mea-
sures provided by law for the enforve-
ment of the collection of taxes, (See
Sections 3873 to 2880, Pol, Code.)

“Ingtead of accepting thia agreement,
I would respectfully suggest that vou
instruct the county attorney to insti-
tute suit for the collection of the taxes
of 1834, before our claim for that year
ghall be cutlawed by the statute of
limitations.

the sum of $22 a month was paid. This
eovered attendance only, the county
providing the medicine, The cost to
the county for the city of Anaconda and
Its immediate vicinity for medicine and
medical attendance was $3.171.76. An-
other physiclan had the contract for
the city of Deer Lodge for $450, this
sum including both medicine and at-
tendance. The total cost for the county
for that year was $4,009,05,

It was this high total that caused the
hoard of county commissioners to adopt
the present contract system, wherehy
the medicines and medical contract for
the entire county Is let to one persan,
| who agrees to take charge of everything
| in connection with the matter for a
apecified price, SBince the adoption of
the plan the cost to the county has
never been more nor less than the sum
called for in the contract. and this has
always been less than under the forme
system,. I'nder the method now in foree
the physician who contractz for this
work takes all the risk of epldemics of
contagious diseases, whereas under the
old plan, the county ran ail
chances, inasmuch as

who gecured the contracts for the eitles
|\-. ere not required to go bevond their

limits to attend the sick., and put
bills for extras for such services, which
| they had a perfect right to do.

The county ph an is required
give a good and sufficient bond for the
| falthful performance of the duties spec-
ified in rhe contract and thus the coun-
ty is given a guarantee that he will do
hig duty, or hi= bhondamen may be
called upon to forfeit the amount of his
aurety. The amount of the bid of the
physician who recently secured the con-
tract is 1,695, which sum includes med-
icines, medical attendance, post mor-
tems and autopsies,
