Shadwell was the lirst to be arraigned,

aud County Attorney Stapleton secured
p-rmisslon from the court to endorse
an the information the names of Sol
Levy, Dr. P. J. Sheeran and Martin Mc-
Gowan as additional witnesses for the
state. Judge Clancy then inquired of
Shadwell whether he had counsel.

"1 understand that my attorney is in
Boulder,' 'reiled Shadwell. referring to,
M. L. Wine iwho is enag'ed in the trial
of a case in Jfferson county.
J. L. Wines, however, arose and said

he would appear for the defendant for
the purposes of the arraignment. He
said he did not yet know for certain
that his firm would continue to appear
for •thdwell. Mr. Wines desired to
waive the formal reading of the infor-
matkon` and take until to-morrow to
plead, but Mr. Stapleton preferred to
read the Information at length, which he
did. In answer to the u.ual question
he said his true name was G. W. Shad-

Mr. Wines then repeated his re-
q t for time to, plead until Staturday
at 2 o'clock. but the court was not !n-
clined to rush either the Shadwell or the
Riley case.

"The chances are." he aid. "that we
will be engaged in another trial on Sat-

'rday. and I will set this plea for Sat-
srday, Jan. 29."

Mr. Stapleton objected to having the
matter go over so long. "1 would ask
that this plea be taken on Saturday. so
bhat we can get to trial as soon as pos-

hlble," he said:
S"Thbere are cases now set up to the 2d
of February and there will be plenty of
time." replied the court.

Riley was then ordered to stand up
for arraignment, and Mr. Stapleton filed
an amended Information in the case;
which was read to the defendant, after
which W. J. Naughton asked that his
name be entered as caouLwastl fo ittiley.
and he also took until the 29th to plead.
That concluded the arraignment and th.
court ordered the balliff to "remove,
the prisoners back." and the sheriff and
his four deputes esioarted them bacl to
jail.

The cases against Riley and Shadwell
will doubtless take the usual course of
such cases. Nothing more will be done
until the 29th, when they will blie brought
into court to plead. The usual motions
to strike out parts of the Information
will be filed, and several more weeks
will be consumed in disposing 'if the
t •nottons. They will be followed by de.

,. mur'ters and motions to quash, and
t weeks or months more will la] taken tip

before they can be disposed of.
The amended information filed against

Riley differs from the original only to
the extent that it descriles both

I wounds inflicted on his victlim. whereas
the first charged only sone. Dr. Camp-
bell. the family physician of Mr. Lar-
Sgeay, who had examined the wounds, in-
formed the county attorney that the
first shot fired into the left side and
in the region of the heart. u\as itself
fatal. As the original information
charged and described only the wouni
in the middle if the forehead, the coun-
ty attorney determined. in order to head
off any quhibbling on that point, to
amend the information s., as to describe
both wounds as being mortal.

The county attorney has practically
determined to ask for a change of venue
in the Riley case. and the motion for it
Swill be made most likely before the tinut
set for Riley's plea. The lcnctlusi•in to
ask for a change was reached only after
long consultation hteteen .Mr. Staple-
ton. Mr. Connolly and othters interested.
including prominent citizens of the cion-
munity. It seems to be the ilnpressiont
that both the state and defendant

f would have a fairer trial by removing
the case to some otther county. The tIe-
tion, of course. t\ill be ipi•,s'd by Itiley
and his counsel, and it will remiaittl e ith
the court to say" whether tihe ciase shall
be tried in Butte or elsewlherte.

It has not yet Ibeen determined that
the state will have anly assistance il tlhe
prosecution, but it is understood thiat if
any one \\ill be a.ssicated with thet
county attorney it will be Judge Staple-

Ston.

I Charles Perry Will Enter a Plea

of Guilty.

NEMO WILL GO TO JAIL

Herrison and Nelson Are Unable to
Furnish Bonds--The Franey Murder

Case Will Come Up To-Day.
J A. Sample Released.

Charles Perry. the young man held in
jail on the charge of receiving stolen
property, and also acc,.sed of being an
ex-convict, sent word to the county at-

torney yesterday that he had decided
to !lead guilty procvided he would be
let off with a sentence of one year in
the penitentiary. The attorney agreed
to accept the offer. and amend the in-
formation by striking out t ie dilegatlon
Iof a priror conviction. so that a one-year
sentence might be imposed. He made
the recommendation to Judge (lancy
and stated that Perry desired to plead
guilty at once. The judge, however,
did not care to receive the plea yester-
day, and after the ltiley and Shadwell
arraignments were disposed of he ad-
journed court until this morning.

A few minutes later Attorney (;eorge
H. Dygert informed the judge that he.
too. had a client who wantrei to plead
guilty, and court was opened again.
and William tL. Nemo, charged with
mayhem. was brought itt. iHe stated
through his attorney that he wished to
pledad guilty and be sentenceco at once,
and the judge said that by "agreement
Ietween himself, the defendant's at-
torney and the county attorney." he
would give Nena, it months in the
penitentiary. and sentencte was fornmal-
ly pronoutnced. Nemo is a cook. About
three nmonths ago he got Into a tight in
a West Park street saoon with one
Thomals 'oherly and bit off one of ('o-
berly's ears.

The attorney for Martin. Herrisonll.
one of the men held to the district court
to answer to the charge c'f assault in
the first degree on ()us Johnson. ap-
pealed to the county attorney yester-
day to have him agree to relcase the
defendant on a $450 cash bond, but Mr.
Stapleton declined to do so. The at-
torney said Herrison couldn't raise a
idollar mnore, and that $450 in cash
would bei as good a bond in his ('tcase as
one of $40.000.- He also said that the
Sother defendant. (us NetlsIon, could
furnish 1500 in cash. Mr. Stapleton,.
hoiwever, said he could not agru''e to a=-
(tept ta hond for less than $1.000 in stuch
II seriouts case. but said he \would ftile
Informations against the two men to-
morrow morning. and the attorney. M'r.
McClernan.l could make his application
to Judge ('lan.cy for a reduction of bail,
and the court could do as it saw fit in
the matter. Mr. McClernan said he
wanted the case tried as soon its Iosst-
Ile. and the county attorney said he
was equally anxious to have it disposed
of. and would bring it to trial as soon
as he could.

The inmurder case of Thomas F'raney
will he taken up again in Judlge ('lan-
iy's court this morning, and it is prob-
able that a jury will ne seiured to-day,
and that the trial will te comlnmenetidl.
The sheriff has made setrvicet on 71 men
i drawn on the speclial veniltre f .li is-
sueld iton Wednuesday.

The following capital bear story
comes ffrom Ktlitat county, WashingE
ton, through &'Correspondent. "A. IL"

Not Song ago a party of sheepmen,
consisting t Will Coleman, Milt More-
head, George Van Ostran and a herder,
were in the viehiity of "swamp corrals,"
on tht Upper Kleckitat river, when they
discovered a VIrtling brown bear. The
party had with them a number of coy-
ote hounds and a shepherd dog and the
dogs Immediately treed the bear. The
hear. being only a yearling, and treed
so easily, Van Ostran offered to climb
the tree and shake him out, evidently
thinking him on a par with a coon, but
the hear, refusing to be shaken, held on
with tenacity.

A rope was then thrown Van Ostran,
who made a noose and with a dextrous
throw succeeded in catching the bear
about the head. One of the men of the
party was riding a good cow horse and
to him Van Ostran threw the end of the
rope, and the latter, taking a turn
arolund the horn of the saddle, succeed-
ed in bringing down the bear. And now
the fight began in earnest. The bear
made a rush for the horse, and struck
out with his right paw so well that he
cut a deep gash In the horse's shoulder
and at the same time freed himself
from the lariat.

The sheepmen, believing that discre-
tion Is ever the better part of valor, be-
took themselves without loss of time to
the highest limb of a bull pine. where
they could in safety watch the battle
going on below.

The bear had successfully routed the
three hounds, when the shepherd dog
decided to take a hand In the game.
The bear made a swipe at him, and,
catching him by the collar, held on.
while the shepherd dog danced a jig.

•taving: rid himself one by one of the
dogs, it looked as though Ibruln was
coming out "high cock o' the game,"
when Rattler, a stag hound belonging
to A. Smythe. seized the bear by the
throat, and was immediately locked in
an emblace such as only a bear cap
give, and the two rolled over and over
on the ground. But the hound held on
and lay apparently so close to the
tear''s brast that he was unable to
squeeze him very hard.

They fought thus for 20 minutes, un-
til at last the bear succumbed, with his
windpipe cut in two. One of the men
said he had seen many a bear fight In
his day. but never such a game fight as
on this occasion. It is needless to say
that Itattler is much honored in Arling-
t",n as the champion bear dog.
