bd'win Talked to the Jury the
MUtire Day.

BADE AN ABLE ARGUMENT

- the Court and the Jury Got Very
:t"e s ed Made No Attempt to Con-

cml the Fact-Case Goes to
the Jury Monday.

':L'he Franey murder case will not be
given to the jury until Monday morn-
lg, because John T. Baldwin consuuntd
the entire day with the closing argu-
meat to the jury. The three othert at-
torneys In the case took up less than
half a day with their arguments. Mir.
Baldwin started in at 15 minutes past 9
O'clock yesterday morning and talked
until 12 o'clock. He resumed at "::t0
o'clock and talked until ,::io0 '"clok.
He made an able argument, but it was
evident early in the afternoon that the
jury was getting very tired. So was
Judge Clancy, and neither made an at-
tempt to disguise it. Everybody had
hoped the Jury would get the case early
in the day. The jury had doubtless
hoped so and their chargin was evl-
dent when. at the close of Mr. Haiti-
win's talk, the judge said it wa:a then
too late to read the instructions and:
dontinued the matter until Mondat
morning. The jurors, of 'ourlse. Witre
ordered locked up and will have to re-
main confined for two days longer tih.ln
they would have been had Mr. Baldwin
talked less. What the effect will bhe
may be Indicated by the verdict, itf t 1
is reached.

John T. Baldiwin, special prosecutor ,n
the case, made the closing argument
yesterday morning. lie said the case
was in some respects remarkable andt
would doubtless become celebrated la
the state. It is important also,. not only
to the defendant, but to the jusrots
themselves and to the comnmunittty and
the safety of the Ipeople. Thomas
Frqney is not alone on trial. but there
is on trial a question whether the lt ,-
pie of the community can look to tlhe
courts and Jurors for piotection to their
l!ves and property against hands of or-
ganised criminals. The proof is ample-
and sufficient to sho\\ that tile robbel.ry
which resulted In murder was plann,'d
and mapped out in advance, and the
scene located. There was a premedltatc'd
arrangement and conspiracy and It is
evident, frtdn the fact of Moody's pres-
ence at the scene of the mnurder at 8:20
o'clock in the evening, that tevery ar-
rangement for the robbery had hbee'
made. Disguises had been prepared in
advance, and if they were not brought
to the scene of the murder by the de-
ftendants themselves, they were brought
there by, their accomplice ,or ar- uclt-
pllees.

"Before I conclude my sutmming lup
of the evidence." said .Mr. IBaldwin. "
will show you beyond doubt that this de-
fendant Franey was not only one of the
participants, but that his co-defendant,
Frank Mood., was an active agent in
the attempted robbery and the muIllder
moat foul."

law applicable to the case. lIe said 'hei
commission of a murder in an .tttiempt
to commit a robbery was mIlurder iii
the first Jegree. A man who attemnpts
robbery starts out with murder In hi..
heart and will not hesitate to t take life
In an attempt to carry out his purp,,.<,.
This crime, for which the defetli:ll: i.
on trial, r-n, under the ev detll. I•e
nothing less than murder inI the first
degree. Mr. Baldwin devoted consider-
able time to that portion of the testi-
mony showing that there \as an i t-
tempted robbery and that Paul F. W'.
Kroeger is dead. lie said the testimony
on these questions was uncontradlited.
The only other essential question to he
considered is the identity of the defend-
ant and the presence of himself and co-
defendant at the scene of the crime, and
whether the defendant was aiding and
abetting in the commission of the Iur-
der. When Mr. Baldwin finally came
to a review of the testimony he related
the facts of Paul F. W. Kroeger and h'.s
brother, Henry. going home on the night
of May 25, 1897. and upon reaching the
Intersection of Crystal and Park streets,
where they were confrontetd by tw\\
masked highwaymen, \% ho covered the
Iwo brothers with guns and commandttt
them to throw up their hands, and uipon
Paul Kroeger failing to comply with
the order he was shot down and killed
by one of the robbers. whereupon Heary
Kroeger ran away and when he was at
few feet distant he heard another shot
fired, and the nature of the wound indi-
cated that it was fired while Krouger
was lying on the ground and In a dying
condition. The two murderers then ran
In pursuit of Henry Kroeger. and com-
manded him to hush or they would give
him a similar dose, and it was doubtless
their intention to slay or disable hint
also. bat the arrival of people on the
scene frustrated their design and they
recognized that they would have to
make their escape and they continued
running west on Park street and wevre
met by Robert D. Lewis, who rati some
distance with them and with a view of
diverting suspicion they told him that
the man running ahead of them had
killed a policeman, and then imme-
diately asked the young man if he had
a gun, and upon his reply in the nega-
tive they said the man ahead had and
knew how to use it. The evidence of
their coolness and ability to think and
plan under such exciting conditions
abows that they were hardened crimi-
nals and used to the commission of such
crime.

"Right here it might be well to stop
and ask yourselves," said Mr. Italdwin
to the jury, "who was that man wlho
ran with young Lewis and talked to himr
as they ran? Was it not that manl sit-
ting there?' pointing to Franey. "Young
*ewis said it was. It was ant old and

hardened highwayman who had en-
gad in such brutal crime before."

Mr. Baldwin spoke of what he cont-
gidered the providential saving of the
life of young Lewis, who was detained
by Mr. Canty as. with the t\ao murder-
era. he was running by .Mr. C'anty'v
house. If he had not stopped. aind had
continued to run with the inurldi-elrs
across the vacant lots and duown the,
dark alley, the would doubtless lhave
killed him also. "for they ,coul Inot
run the risk of having him follow themit
to their lair in the Will hous.." 'rIht
providential incident saved the lift, ~1f
young Lewis and "saved to the state
the innocent. truthful and manly
youth as a witness to testify to this
heinous crime." The attorney spoke

I their lodging place for the night of the
murder trom some place, which they
declined to give, to the Will house.
where they engaged a room for one
night. They were there before and
ater the murder and both wer'e seen
by the landlady, but their friend and
alibi witness, Mlike Creamer, was not
seen there at any time. The evidence
shows that the defendants did not
wear mackintoshes when they were
seen going to the scene of the murder.
but they did wear them when they left
the scene, which justifles the conclu-
sion that Moody took tne aisguises to
the scene of the murder when he was
seen there several hours previously,
and concealed there by him, or that
the men had an accomplice •who carried
the mackintoshes. Sigmutlnd Meyer, a
disinterested witness, testified that a
short while before the murder lie saw
Mloody and Franey within two short
blocks of the place where the murder
was commltted and going in the dt'rec-
tilon of it. That is a strong circuim-
stance to show that they were present
at the commisilon of the crime. They
had just suffident tilme to reacl'h the
pllac'e "where thetr pal was waiting for
them with the mackilttoshes or to get
themn where they had previously been
concealed. Another strong circum-
stance against the defendant is his
emphatic denial that he ever worle a
mackintosh. He recognized the im-
iortance of it, and did not want it to
be known that he had worn anything
to compare with the attire of the two
murders. Afterward, however, when
lie was recalled to the witness stand,
and had seen the witness from Ana-
conda who had known him to wear a
mackintosh only a few days before the
tmurder. he modllied his statement and
said he had at soime time worn one.
There was some evidence of another
old mackintosh. Thet friend and boon
companion of the t\we defendants, Mike
C'reamer, testitfed that he had an oild
maitkintosh during the time he was de-
tallned in the county Jail as a witness.
He was released from the jail on the
21st of May, fourll days before the mutr-
der. lHe said lihe had left his mackit-
lostlh t the jail and later took it to his
iabihn. IHe couldn't account for it afterl
that and couldn'l produce It. It was
just sucth aI matkintosh as was worn
by OIe of the ntiurdete's h tlt n11igllt.
These imattters cvoncerning the maclkin-
toshe(s aitre patent facts and show that
the robbery hald been long pllllnned and
|lr.arrsanged. anld if their llntended vic-
tis had lnot resisted the` robbery
would have been sU eessfully tcarried
iuti. hbut resistance was offere, and a
cold-lltooded and dslltardly mnurder was
tc. nllnil t le .

'He, dihl the intaltkintoshes and re-
v\olv.rs gut a\iay. The iluriderelrs hadl

atnplh opllrtunily to dispose of them
or they had an accolnlaikte waiting fur
Ithen at somine point. W'her'e was
('rcalnier that night? Nohbody knows
bilt hilmself anlld Moody and Franey.
'l'here atre circult stail ns in this case
Ithat point to ('reamer as the ac:coitt-
plite and conllfederate of this defendant
and Moody. He disappeared for some
tine after the lmurder. He may have
been the mnall who got away with the
niackllitoshes and revolvers, though he
wuas lnt nlt'cessary for that, as there
were many sewers, vaults and other
places of conct'eallent along the route
over which the two mturderers rIIn. We

have not only ,on1e f the nutlrderersl inl
the mtan here on trial, but we have both
of them lII tihe witnesses who apt'pear'ed
on behalf of the defendant who would
do anlything onl the statnd to shitelil
tllemselves."

Mrs. Althoff first testified that the time I
at which Moody and Franey returned
to the house was 10:45 o'clock. After-
ward a lady friend told her to remem-
ber that this was a murder trial and
that she habitually kept her clock a
quarter of an hour fast, and then Mrs.
Althoff. in the abundance of her pre-
caution. modified her testimony In ac-
cord with what her lady friend had
told her. Like all women, she allowed
her womanly feeling to go out to any
man, however debased. There Is noth-
ing the jury has to go by to say that
the real time was not a quarter to It
o'clock except the statement of the
landlady that it was her general rule
to keep her clock a quarter of an hour
fast. Mr. Baldwin said the fact that
Franey and Moody called at the office
of the Will house at 10:45 o'clock to
get an alarm clock to awaken them by
9 o'clock in the morning was part of the
prearranged plan to establish an alihi.
If. as they claim, they went to bed at
11 o'clock or before, they certainly had
no need of an alarm clock to get up
before 9 o'clock in the morning. They
were excited and in a hurry when they
called at the office and both wore their
hats and coats, which is against their
claims that they had just come from
their room. where they had a little so-
c'lal enjoyment with their friend,
Creamer.

Mr. Baldwin did not conclude his ar-
gument until 5:30 o'clock, and Judge
Clancy then created a general surprise
by continuing the case until Monday
morning, at which time he will instruct
the jury.

HE GETS A WINDFALL
Sabin Wine His Suit Against His

Step-Mother.

WILL RECEIVE HIS SHARE

His Life Has Been a Checkered One
Filled With Many Stirring Events

in the Early Territorial Days
on the Frontier.

Attorney W. E. Carroll received word
yesterday frotm his correspontlents,
Messrs. Bush & Harvey, prominent
lawyers of Buffalo, N. Y., bringing news
that Volney B. Sabin, an old and re-
spected pioneer of '5J and a present resi-
dent of Butte, had won his case against
his stepmother at Mayville, N. Y., and
that the court there had set aside the
probate of his father'.s will.

This suit involved an estate valued at
$60,000, of which Mr. Sabin will receive
one-third, or $20,000, and the balance
w.ill be divided between his brother, Alon-
zo D. Sabin, residing in Missouri, and a
half-sister, still living in New York.

Mr. Sabin is feeling quite happy over
the result and is receiving the congratu-
!ations of his many old-time friends. He
will probably depart shortly for the
EIast to receive his good fortune.
His life has been a checkered one,

filled with stirring events, and, like all
old-timers, he has seen many gold ex-
citements, .fought the Indians, crossed
the plains, dabbled in mining stocks,
been rich and'poor.

One of the notable events in which he
took no small part was in the spring of
1860 at Virginia City, Nev., during the
Indian uprising known as the Pyramid
lake war. A war party of Indians had
sul prised and cruelly murdered five
men at Williams' station, where the
stages stopped on their way to Virginia
city, and 30 miles distant, and the news
comiing into Virginia c'ity. a band of
men was rapidly got toigether with the
intention of wiping out tile Indians. One
hundred and five men comprised the
party, of which Mr. Sabilnl, then a young
man of 20, captained 1:, supplying themn
with horses, provisions andl ammunition.
Johnl Noyes, a well-known tand wealthy
citizen of Butte, was also of the party
and commanded a complllany. They
:aught up with the Indila.ns about 12l
miles front Virginia. 'i'he Indians had
rtationed themselves upoln a steep rise
of grl'und, and were abil out 2.000 in nunt-
tli. 'rhey had evidently been expecting
the attack and had taklen every pre-
caution. They had out Iltinking parties
to cut off retreat. 'rhe mint rode up and,
dlscov\ering the osltlion c ft' the Indians,
olpeneld tire; the tire of the Indians vwa
too strong and the inen made the blun-
der of retifing to the tllnber, when the
1lanking parties of the indians complete-
ly surrounded them and their retreat
was cut off. The men acre rapidly cut
to pIectes anlid had to tIcake their escape
ion flioot. Out of the 10t5 men who left

Virginia City, onily 40 survived, many
losing their horses andi provisions, and
sevetrall had to walk the entire distance
back to Virginia, suffering great iriva_
tCon, havitng to cross a wide desert with-
out food or water.

ernllenit at Washington, anid his in-
terests there are being looked after 1by
St Iators Lee Mantle lntl \. M. Stewart.
The hill for his relief, allowing him $1,301
for the horses anid provisions lost by
him, has already passed the senate and
is now\ uticder ctnsi•eratilion by thi
commllittee on clallils ill the house of rep-
resentativ\s. RIepre'•csentative Hlartlmal
has prottlised hits assistance inl securingl
action in the house.

that heI had no nen ts of his father's
death until several years afterward.
Ills father, D)avid Sabin, was an old and
lespected citizen if the little village of
Itliley. N. Y. lie died in 1t87 and
holt tly after his death an alleged will

"\as produced by his widow, leaving all
his estate to her. It amounted to about

;n0,l000. No notice t as sent to Mr. Sabin
as requiredI by lat .

IMr. Sabin's mother died in 1835. and
shortly afterwald the father broke up
th, old home and set the boys adrift on
the world whent they were still only 15
or 16 years old. Very soon afterwards
he married his dead wife's sister. The
boys always believed that their aunt,
the presentt widow, caused the old gen-
tleman to throw them out. In 1859.
when the Pike's Peak excitement was at
its height, Mr. Sabin started across the
plains for that place; but learning that
the excitement was a fake, they changed
their route and pushed on to Virginia
City, Noe\.. where he continued to live
until he went to Alaska several years
ago. During his stay at Virginia City
lie engaged in the mining and smelting
business and tlade quite a fortune. Be-
lieving he had been mistreated through
the influence of his aunt-stepmother, he
never corresponded \\iith his father, an.1
as two of his brothers had followed
him out West and had died at Cherry
Creek. Colo., w\\hile in search for him.
he felt himself cut off front the old
home.

Mr. ,Sabin charged in his suit that his
auntn-stepmother had gained such an in-
iluence over his father that he was in-
caplable of making a valid will. The
father was quite aged at the time of his
death and front being an atheist had be-
come a devout spiritualist through the
influence of his second wife. Most of his
property' had beIn accumulated In his
earlier years. \\tlen his first wife was
living, and it was greatly owing to her
self-denial and hard work that he got
his start. Hlis holdings of real estate
soon developed into great values. and
since then hisl fortune steadily increased.

The widt\\ never filed, during all the
10 years she has had the property, any
account showing what disposition she
was making of the property. She suh-
sequently married the judge w\ ho al-
low\ed the probate ,of the will.
