The Inquest Into the Death of

Phil Oramond.

THERE WAS NO SENSATION

It Was Alleged That He Had Deposited

$100 With Gus Ptteoben but the
Saloonkeeper Denies It.

The Evidence.

The inquest into the death of Phil
Ormond did not develop anything very
sensational after all. Some of his friends
knew be had had money, but it seems
to have been gradually dissipated. Or-
mond told some of his acquaintances
that he had $100 at Gus Fitschen's sa-

loon, but Fitschen denies this.
The inquest was held yesterday aft-

ernoon at Sherman's undertaking rooms.
J. W. Kennedy, chief of Ipolice of Walk-
erville, had been acquainted with Or-

mond since 1892 and had roomed with

him nine years. He never saw him un-

der the Influence of liquor. He tound

no papers on him after death showing
where his folks lived. A year or two

ago the deceased told the witness he

had $3,500, but didn't say where it was.
He was not a gambler and saved his

money. It was reasonable to suppose
he had money somewhere. More lately
he had to'i the witness that he had
nearly $2,00) coming to him back in
Maine, but he would have to go back to
get it and didn't want to do that. He
was with him a month ago in the M. &
M. saloon, and Ormond then showed
more than $60.

Gus Fltschen, proprietor of the Ex-
change saloon, at No. 1; South Main
stteet, had known the deceased, who
hung around the saloon a good deal.
He never saw him with more than $10,
and the deceased never gave him any
money to keep. He changed $10 for
him once. He never spent more than
two bits at a time. He never saw him
under the influence of liquor. He took
about three drinks a day. The witness
heard of his death two days after he
took hie last drink with him.. The wit-
ness told him he ought to go to the hos-
pital, but Ormond sail he had no
money.
