A. M. Plumley of Garras., a treioht
clerk empabge by the Norther Pcific
road at that polat, was the frst wit-
esm Pmsley said thet he had aotited

the ma al•a tie a the platform a aum-
bar o times during the day, and he was
always talking to himself. Sometimes
he talked low, but often his remarks
were made Is a load tone. The witness
did net pay aay particular attention to
the man, as be was under the Impres-
dlon that Kelley was drunk. He after-

wards found oat, however, that this was
not the case, and be notfied the con-
stable of the man'e queer actions and
the odlcer arrested him.

The drift of Kelley' remarks, said
the witness, seemed to be to the effect
that he was a railroad man; that he
had run an eagine out of St. Paul and
that he expected to take an engine out
of Garrison the evening of the day upon
which he was arrested.

J. A. Johnson. a deputy sheriff, testi-
fied that he had talked with Kelley in
the county Jail for about 15 minutes
yesterday morning. While Kelley con-
fined himself to briefly replying to the
questions asked him his talk hpd
seemed straight enough. Kelley told
the officer that he had been an engineer
on the Northern Paelfkc between Lt.
Paul and Helena; that he had run an
engine between St. Paul and Bismarck.
He aimso said that he had gotten even
with the min wh9 had arrested him at
Garrison and brought him to Anaconda
In manacles, as he had shot him through
a window. Afterwards Kelley denied
the shootinq, however. The witness did
not believe Kelley's professions about
benlr a railroad man.

Ed Hussard pad John Randall, two
prisoners in the county jail who occu-
pled the same cell with Kelley, said that
Kelley seamed to be a quiet sort of a
man and he had said very little to them
further than that he had run an engine
on the Northern Pacific.

Kelley himself was put upon the stand
and his actions and talk plainly Ihdl-
cated that he was not right. He said
his home was at La Crosse, Wis., near
which place he had bought a farm 12
years ago. cosi tlg .•, and had two
years ago bought another place for

e.W000. He had been an engineer on the
Northern Pacific for 10 years between
St. Paul and Bismarck, and had come
to Garrison on a freight train. He was
to run an engine out of Garrison on the
day of his arsret. He refused td'answer
the question as to why he had quit his
former Job. He said he was a member
of the Brotherhood of Locomotive En- n
glnrers, but had no card or, credentials
to sustain his assertion.

Asked as to whether he had any
money, he said he had lots of it--4.4000
he had in a bank at Bismarck and a
lot more In a bank at St. Paul. which
latter statement he denied by saying
that he had had the money In the bank.
but had taken it out and It was now in -
a safe at his farm near La Croeese. Kel-
ley said he did not drink and had never
been arrested before. He laughed aloud
when told that he was charged with in-
sanity. He said he had eight brothers
and four sisters. He said he was mar-
rled and that his wife lived at St. Paul.

Kelise' replies to the questions were
given in a low, muttering tone, and
were Incoherent about half the time.
Some of the questions he did not seem
to hear, and during his examination hesat with his face turned away from his
questioners.

Kelley does not appear to be violent.
On the contrary he is apparently a very
quiet person. It was plainly evident
during the examination, however, that
Kelley was not sound of mind and the a
doctors decided that the best thing that

aould be done for the aunfortunate man
