STEUNENBERG AT THE TOP

It by Any Ceame a lagle Goldbug Is
Elected the Clamlit Will a Due

to the PopuMlit-Gold .-
pubiloans Are Quiet

Boise, Idaho, Aug. 1.-The greatest

political contest in the history of Idaho
is over. Four conventions, each repre-
senting the cause of sliver, have met
here. and after a prolonged struggle,
a contest lasting seven days and nights,
two of them named the ticket that will
be elected in this state on Nov. 8. It
is the ticket nominated by the demo-
crats and silver republicans, with Hon.
Frank Steunenberg, the stalwart demo-
crat who has occupied the executive
chair for the past two years, at its
head. The populists, who have, ever
since the party was given birth in
Idaho, howled loudest for silver, gave
evidence of their lukewarmness and the
other parties were forced to proceed
without them. It was feared by some
that the action of the populists wou•d
jeopardise the success of the fusion
ticket, but the best informed men do
not doubt that every man on that
ticket will be elected by majorities
ranging from 5.000 to 10,000. The popu-
lists were controlled by a flat money
element that has for months been
sealously engaged in an effort to steer
the populistic craft of Idaho into the
middle of the stream. That element
has at last been successful, and if by
any chance even one goldbug is elected
in this state, the responsibility for
such a calamity will rest with the pop-
ulist party.

For four days the democratic leaders
labored zealously in an effort to re-
unite the two populist factions so that
a harmonious fusion of the three silver
parties might ensue, but while both the
populist wings pretended to be anx-
ious for such an outcome, each took
action on various occasions that ren-
dered It impossible. Each faction has
nominated a full ticket and their true
intentions will have been thoroughly
exposed when the committees get to-
gether for the purpose of drawing down
certain nominees and forming one pop-
uliat ticket.

The silver republicans are not wholly
without blame for the failure of the
populists to unite. There was a strong
element In that party, headed by W.
E. Horah and Edgar Wilson. the fu-
sion candidate for congress, who op-
posed fusion with the populists to the
hitter end, and their actions lent great
support to the middle-of-the-road ele-
ment. Mr. Itorah had announced pub-
licly his unalterable opposition to the
populists. while Mr. Wilson worked
hand In glove with him, and both were
openly charged with having announced
prior to the conventions that they
would "do up the pops." However
that may be. the fact remains that the
populists stood nut stubbornly to the
end, and they cannot now, with very
good grace, plead opposition on the
part of certain silver republican lead-
ers as their excuse. The democratic
convention was the great factor of the
proposed fusion, and it would have
taken care of the silver republicans
had the populists exhibited any prorit
of the right sort, any disposition to
unite in the interests of the white
metal in order that assurance of vlc-
tory for silver might he made doubly
sure and that there might be n. po- p-
alhility of the goldhugs of th- Last
ever pointing out that the people of
Idnho had repudiated that great prin-
ciple.

1'veryone expects there will be a red-
Shit campaign in Idaho this year. I
n lll make the prediction that it will
ie a very tame old thing--it is too

mluch one-side1. There is so little room
for argument that but little will he
said. The democratic and silver re-
pubilican state central committees will
meet here on the 10th of September.
at which time the general lines of the
campnign will be laid. It is not the
intention. hov~ever, to go into the cam-
pnign with the elaborateness that
would characterize a close contest.
Thie two committees will select some
good speakers, however, and these, in
conjunction with the fusion candidates.
will stump the state. The goldbug
managers have kept very quiet since
their convention, although it Is said
some of them had a hand in the popu-
list Jack-pot and that the influence
exerted by them had a great deal to
do with the failure of the general fu-
sion programme. But this idea does,
not generally obtain. Even those who
have the more severely belabored the
popullsts since the conventions have
hesitated to charge them with consort-
Ing with the goldbugs.

Great Axliety 1elt.

Lonnon. Sept. 1.--Great Britain is be.-
ginning to be alarmed lest the fate of
Ithks 'Pasha has befallen the Anglo-
1:Eyptian army under General .8r Her-
I.rt Kitchener. The last news received

was tcelegraphed from the front on Mon-
day night. The army was then 23 miles
from Omrdurman. the dervish camp. near
Khartoum. where the khalifa was report-
ed to be waiting wi:h 100.000 warriors well
equipped with field guns. General Kitch-
rncr's forces consist, d of 10.000 British
trops and 15.0% Egyptian blacks, the
m•t perfectly equipped force the govern-
nt,•l has ever put: in the field, having

plenty of horse artillery and Maxim guns.
It was planned to keep in constant com-
munication with the base by field tele-
graph, hence the fears that in spite of
the superiority of morale and accoutre-
ments the Analo-Egyptian force may have
beeln overwhelmed by numbers.

The government ofteers offically an-

FRAUDULEIT BOND BIDS
Bailr Partles eonured More Than

Ther Share of Bonds

SIGNATURES WERE FORGED

Many Aiddae Were BEId by A•ent of
Intoeerted PartSie to Sign the Bids.

May Result in the Refusal
to lsaen the Bonds.

Washington, Sept. 1.-A wide inves-
tigatlon of specious bids under the last
call for subscriptions to government
bonds has been completed by Solicl-
tor O'Connell of the treasury depart-
ment, and to-day he submitted to Bec-
retary Gage the mass of testimony on
the transactions. Several thousand
subscribers were examined. The facts
developed show a systematic scheme
operated by single parties to secure a
large amount of bonds. The investiga-
tion was the outcome of complaints al-
leging wrong dealing on the part of
many bidders. Secretary Gage prompt-
ly Instituted the Investigation and So-
licitor O'Connell has to-day, after sub-
mitting his report, held a conference
for two hours with the secretary on
the developments.

The reports indleate that the mil-
lions of dollars In bonds were acquired
by Irregular means, and that a number
of New York bidders are involved in
the case. Many of the bids received
from New York are shown to have
been either signed by individuals who
had no direct interest in them, and
subscribed their names simply at the
request of or in consideration of com-
pensation by other parties, or the bids
bore signatures that were forgeries.

Many of the bidder., it is stated,
were hired to sign, and the system was
carried so far, the -eport goes to
show, that virtual agents were em-
p!oyed, who were paid so much per
subscriber, the last named merely sign-
ing his name and giving the hid with
his signature to the agent or directly
to parties seeking control of a large
amount of bids. The report and the
exact facts are withhold from puhtlea-
t'r,n at this time for prurdntiali rea-
rens. but Solicitor O'Connell said to-
lay: "There is a large amount of

fraudulent bids."
It is stat-d a further investigation is

to he made. and that the f'icit devel-
oped will be followrd b'" action by the
,-"retaty. This may result in a re-

fusal to issue the hands in all cases
found to have heen ill-gal.

Secretary Gage said to-night that the
investigations showed that a large
amount of the bids offered were not
bonna fde. but dtfat in rnne of the , a=.s
involved in the inv estigatinn had the
hands been issued to the bidders He
said he hadl no doubt. however. thait in
some instancos, as yet tIlii• ,v, rei• ,
the bonds bid for In a similler way un-
knowingly to the department had been
issued.
