THE EVIDENCE
IS CONCLUSI

Overwhelming Testimony Shows
That the Army Beef

Was Vile.

SAW MBALMIGPRIICEISS
OfBfoera, Soldiers and Oivillans

Say that Miles Is Right.

TREATED WITH CHEMICALS

Thirty Reporte From Commanders Tell
the Same Story - General Miles
Makes a Statement - Canned Roast

Bee Wase So Nauseating That It
Could Not Be Kept on the Stomach.
Publicity Given by the Press Bas

Brought Hundreds of Affidavits-Offer
of the Beef Companiee to Put Up

$100,0oo Was a Big Bluff.

New York, Jan. 31.-Nelson A. Miles
gave out a statement to-night, after
denying several. published interviews
attributed to him. He prefaced his
statement by saying:

"I.have been most freely quoted with-
out authority from me or without any
utterance on my part. It has been a
source of great annoyance to me."

His statement is as follows: "On the
20th of last September I issued an or-
der to regimental commandeirs to re-
port to me concerning the beef which
had been issued & their'n en. At tl5_

ine time I wen efor.- the war boari

rec•ved reports-from 14 of the com-
mrandet's. Now I have 30 reports. They
all tell the same story.

"The evidence proves the truth of the
statements -I have made. In addition
to the reports of the regimental com-
manders, I have a great mass of evi-
dence consisting of communicatlons,
affidavits, etc., from officers, soldiers
and civilians. Every part of the coun-
try has contributed to the mass of
correspondence which I have received
in reference to the beef, served to our
soldiers, and the evidence is all cor-
roborative of what I have said. The
great publicity which the press has
given to the matter has brought all
the correspondence of which I speak
upon me.

"I have overwhelming evidence that
the embalmed beef was treated with
chemicals in order to preserve it. I
have affidavits from men who saw the
beef undergoing the treatment or em-
balming process.

"Now, as to the canned roast beef,
that was different from embalmed
beef. The canned roast beef was the
beef after the extract had been boiled
out of it. You have seen the adver-
tisement, 'beef extract; one pound con-
tains the substance of from four to
five pounds of prime beef.' Well, this
is the beef after the extract has been
taken from it. They put this beef pulp
up in cans and label it 'Canned roast
beef.' The soldiers report that the
canned beef was' natuseating. If swal-
lowed it could not be kept on the
stomach."

It was pointed out to General Miles
t'hat he had been quoted as having said
that if the men who supplied the beef
would deposit $1,000 In such a way
that it could be made to pay the cost
of the proceedings he would furnish
absolute proof of his assertions. He
was asked what tribunal he had in
mind, or to whom he would furnish
this proof, and in reply said:

"I made that statement in response
to the offer of beef men to pay $100,-
000 for evidence of the truth of my al-
legations against their product. I look-
ed on their offer as a bluff and took
that way of answering it. I have no
tribunal in mind. I have the greatest
abundance of evidence to support the
charges I made, and do not think that
any part of the $1,000 need be spent
in mere investigation."

General Miles has received a tele-
gram from Colonel A. A. Pope of Ros-
ton requesting General Miles to draw
on him for $1,000 to prove that chem-
icals were used to embalm the beef
furnished to soldiers, but his offer will
not be accepted for the reasons al-
ready given.

THE BEEF WAS EMBALMED.

Miles Says There Is No Need of Any
Additional Evidence.

New York, Jan. 31.-Major Nelson A.
Miles was asked by an Evening World re-
porter to-day what he had done regarding
the offer of Colonel A. A. Pope of Boston
to give $1,000 for proof that chemicals were
used to "embalm" beef furnished the
United States in the war with Spain.

"I have told Colonel Pope," was Gen-
eral Miles' reply, "that I appreciated his
patriotism and had great respect for the
public spirit which he displayed, but that
I do not think it necessary to spend any
such sum to prove such a patent fact that
the beef was embalmed. The evidence of
nearly 100 officers proves it. The reports
made to me establish It beyond a doubt.
My report was based solely upon personal
observation and the statements to me by
officers in whom I have confidence. I think
the evidence and testimony produced is
sufficient to establish the truth of every-
thing I said regarding the beef."

General Miles refused to express him-
self regarding the court martialing of
Brigadier General Eagan.
"It is reported from Vashington," the

reporter suggested, "that the war lnves-

tlgating commission has reached a decis-
ion in which it practically exonerates all
army officers except yourself and Gen-
eral Brecxinridge."

"Well," replied General Miles. "there
are many rumors afloat and, there Is no
need for'me to add to them, All I have
tO say is that the report Will speak for
itself when it is made pubbc."

A FINANCIAL MISSION.

Porter I" Not Empowered to Pay Off
Cuban TrojOps.

Washington, Jan. 31.-It Is learned at
the war department that Robert P. Por-
ter's mfssiota to Cuba is entirely of a
financial and' statistical nature and that
he is not empowered to make any pay-
ment to the Cuban troops. It is admitted
that he may find it within the lines of his'
duty while in Cuba to gather all the data
he can respecting the strength and con-
dltion of the Cuban troops. Touching Mr.
Quesadii's mission to General Gomez's
.headquarters, under instructions from
Presldelti Palma of the junta, the otff-
elale preserve a discreet silence, but it
seems entirely Probable that if our gov-
ernldent found it expedient to make any
proposition to Gomez touching the pay of
Cuban soldiers Mr. Quesada would
be the Instrument chosen for that pur-
pose, not only because of his intimacy
with Gomez and of the Cuban leaders,
but also because of his executive ability.

The best information obtainable so far
at the department, and perhaps it is part
of Mr. Porter's duty to verify this, is that
the Cuban troops who might properly ap-
ply for money, in case it should be decid-
ed to pay them off, number 30,000. It is
probable, that by basing a calculation of
$100 per man, that people obtained the
idea that Mr. Porter was to disburse
$3,000,000 for' this purpose.

It is well understood that the sum de-
manded by the Cuban troops on account
of back pay is fully 10 times this sum.
It probably will be represented to them
that, as any payment whatever on this
apcount must be. charged up against the
island of Cuba, the United States, as the
temporary guardian of the island, is in
duty bound to avoid burdening it at the
very outset of its independent existence
with a load beyond its ability to bear In
the shape of obligations. The condition
precedent to this first payment will be a
solemn promise to disband at once.

This morning signs
of a reaction were apparent when the ex-
change opened. The first sale of Isabella
was at $1.60 and at once the panic began.
There were many buyers, but offerings
were too heavy for them and the price
gradually sank 

t
o $1.49@1.50 at the close

of the first call, When the second call
opened there was a further decline and
the panic continued, the last sales being
$$1.29tH 1.30. The sales to-day were 127,000
shares. To-night there is i' great diver-
sity of opinion as to the action of the
stock to-morrow. manydeclaring that the
tear movement has done its worst, and It
is predicted that the next upward turn
will carry the stock to $2. This is based
on the claim that the mine has $5,000,000
worth of ore running $10,000 in gold to the
ton now in sight. The company is capi-
talized at $2,250,000.

The excitement on 'change, which has
b'een entirely due to the Isabella strike,
has been confined to that stock, although
several other gold stocks have been in-
fluenced sympathetically. The fluctua-
tions were for the most part within nar-
row limits.

HAWAIIAN ADVICES,

No More Chinese Expected - Laborers
Contracted For in the Azores.

San Francisco, Jan. 31.-The steamer
Australia, from Honolulu, brings the fol-
lowing advices to the associated press,
dated Jan. 24:

By arrangement between Special Chi-
nese Agent Brown and the attorneys for
the Chinese who have been denied a land-
ing here, the Chinese have been held
pending the determination of the appeal
to the treasury department. It is not ex-
pected that many more Chinese will ar-
rive here and it is understood that the
Chinese in China who hold permits have
been informed of the action of Agent
Brown. There are 600 permits outstand-
ing.

The London agent of the planters is en-
gaging Portuguese laborers for the plan-
tations and it is understood that five ship-
loads will leave the Azores shortly. A
large number of laborers may also be
brought from Madeira. The imported la-
borers will sign contracts and Just what
their status here will be when the United
States laws are in full force it Is impos-
sible to tell. The Planters' association has
received word that a large number of Ital-
ians are anxious to take up their resi-
dence in the Hawaiian. islands. Informa-
tion concerning the establishtment of a
Russian colony has also been requested
by Interested parties.

From Porto Rico.
New York, Jan. 31.-The United States

transport Berlin. Captain Wilson, ar-
rived this afternoon from San Juan. Porto
Rico, and Santiago. She brought.88 dis-
charged soldiers and teamsters. Shortly
after leaving Santiago LIndsay Doherty,
first assistant engineer of the transport,
died of acute mania. The Berlin brought
the bodies of the following soldiers who
died at Santiago: Sergeant R. H. Mich-
ael, Prifates George E. Harpel and W.
W. Fullerman of the 4th Pennsylvania;
Private Austin C. Sharon of the 1st volun-
teer engineers, and Private Vincent T.
Cox of the 1st Kentucky volunteers.

Invalids From Honolulu.
San Francisco, Jan. 31.--Captain C. It.

Hitchcock of Company N, 1st New York
volunteers, arrived here to-day on the
Australia. in charge of 25 enlisted men of
that regiment. The men are convalescents
and their departure left very few invalid
soldiers in the hospital at Honolulu.

Objects to Roberts.
Springfield. Ill., Jan. 31.-A resolution

was adopted in the house of representa-
tives of this state to-day asking congress
that B. H. Roberts, lately elected to con.
gress from Utah, be disqualified from
sitting in the national house of represen-
tatives.

A DRUNKEN NEGRO MOB.

Soldiers of the Tenth Cavalry Attempt to
Run Texarkuna, Ark.

Little Rock, Ark., Jan. 31.-A special
to the Gazette from Texarkana, Ark.,
says: There passed through Texar-
kana to-day eight train loads of necro
soldiers. 1,200 in number, composing the
10th United States cavalry, en route ••
San Antonio. When they arrived here
they were a drunken mob and an ef-
fort was made by them to tear up the
town. A number of the colored soldiers
kicked in a door and entered a resort
and started to run the place at the p1int
of loaded rifles. Constable Rochella
was called to the place after they had
broken up the furniture. A chase for
the cars resulted, and just as the'
reached them, Rochella captured the
leader of the gang. As soon as he did
so, a hundred rifles were levelled e t
him and every negro loaded his gun.
Every car window held a drunken ne-
gro with a cocked rifle, and after the
guns had been stuck in the officer's
face, the negro escaped into the cars.
The news spread and every officer in
Texarkana and hundreds of citiz?ns
flocked around the soldiers, who seem-
ed anxious for trouble. County Attor-
ney Vaughan placed himself in com-
munication with the governor, and as
a result the trains were held here for
seven hours. The negroes wanted were
kept ls a car witthian armei guard
outside. The trains were surrounted by
irate Texarkanans, who were supplied
with dynamite, ready to send the entire
horde to destruction. The negroee
learned of this, and finally agreed to
hand over the guilty ones upon identifi-
cation, but as this was impossible, :o
arrests were made. Cool heads prevent-
ed more serious trouble.

' GROSS CORRUPTION.

Mayors and Councils of Porto Rican
Towns Deposed by Henry.

San Juan de Porto Rico, Jan. 31.-Ma-
Jor General Guy V. Henry, military
governor of Porto Rico., has deposed
the mayor and councilmen of Agualil-
la and Moca, in the province of Agua-
dilla, and has temporarily suspended
the civil authorities in both towns ow-
ing to the incessant political quarrels
and the gross official corruption. Cap-
tain Mansfield, 11th United States in-
fantry, who is now in charge of the
district, has been instructed to appoint
new officials, chosen from the radical
party. The offenders belong to the lib-
eral party. General Henry intends lis
summary action to serve as an object
lesson to other towns in Porto Rico
and a warning against a similar failure
of self-government from similar causes.

THE MINIMUM CLAIM.

tecKinley's Instructions Relative to the
Philippines.

Washington. Jan. 31.-It appears that
an erroneous impression has gone abroad
respecting the nature of the president's
instructions to the American peace com-
missioners in Paris touching the limita-
tions of the claims to be put forward so
far as the Philippines were concerned to
the island of Luzon. As a matter of fact.
so far from making that island the max-
inmum claim of the Americans, the presi-
dent's Instructions actually placed that
island ais the minimum claim to be set
out. The language was "nothing less
than tile island of Luzon," instead of
"nothing more than the island of Luzon."
It can be stated also that the correspond-
ence submitted to the senate included all
of the instructions to the American com-
missioners. The only omissions from them,
it is stated, were letters touching matters

tn no way related to the Spanish nego-
tiations.

'BLASI OF THE BLIZAlRO
Montana in the Icy Grip of the

Storm.

HOUSES WERE UNROOFED

Ten Feet of Snow in Coloado - Four
People Frozsn to Death in

St. Louis-Great Suffer-
ing in Texas.

Spreial Dispatch to the Standard.
Missoula, Jan. 31.-Boreas and Aeolia

joined hands to-day and did not do a
thing, from an elementary standpoint,
to Missoula. The result is one of the
most frightful storms, ever experienced
in this section. which is still prevailing
to-night at a late hour. Though in a
measure anticipated, it calne as a sur-
prise inasmuch as it did not appear
yesterday morning as announced it
would by the weather department. it
came, however, with full force and fury.
the gentle zephyrs of the early morning
changing suddenly to the cool and theni
colder blasts which invariably are the
forerunners of a blizzard. At 8 o'clock
'the thermometer had dropped 20 degrees,
with ten more added at the noon hour,
and at the present writing It is five Le-
low zero, and the wind traveling on Ii-
cycles at the rate of 50 miles an hour. It
is pronounced the most telriflc storm
that has occurred here since the memor-
able blizzard of 1885,. and it will be sing-
ular if many casualties are not report-
ed. Fortunately, but little snow ac-
companied the wind, the fall lastin:o
but a couple of hours, though it plied
up materially in spots favorable to the
action of the elements.

Many signs have been destroyed, sev-
eral chimneys were wrecked, and a few
houses unroofed, and a strange occur-
rence w'as the breaking of a number of
plate glass windows, occasioned by sud-
den contraction resulting from the rapid
change in temperature. It Is impossible
to keep warm to-night, and, a front
seat on top of a radiator is held at a
premium. The town is deserted, many
of the citizens preferring the comforts
of a home to the frigid office or store
room, and the business portion of the
city presents a Sunday appearance.

From the surrounding country comes
reports of prevalence of a similar storm.
and there is every indicstion that the
howling norther is general in its scope.

A startling incident during the period
of the storm, ,Jemd It sw.n at its height
,'t-day, Was an alarm of fire sounded
at 11 o'clock this morning. 53y a singu-
lar confusion of names and localities,
the department was sent to the south
side to the home of William Kendall,
which was reported on fire. The fire-
men braved the blinding storm, and
successfully reached the destination
only to find that the alarm came from
the premises of Percy Kendall, on the
north side, distantabout a mile from the
first named residence. The boys, noth-
ing daunted, hurried to the point from
whence came the last alarm, where
they discovered a burning chimney
which had about spent its fqrce when
they reached there. No damage beyond
a badly frightened community and a
display of endurance by firemen and
horses in a tempest which can be better
imagined than described.

SEVEN LIVES LOST

Burled in a Snow Slide on the Canadian
P'acific.

Vancouver. B. C., Jan. 31.-News was
received here at 6 o'clock this evening
from Superintendent Marpole at the
scene of the disaster of a fatal snow
storm on the main line of the Can-
adian Pacific railroad at Rogers Pass
on the summit of the Selkirks. The
catastrophe occurred at 4 o'clock in the
afternoon. The roundhouse and sta-
tion were swept away, seven lives were
lost and two persons injured. Those
dead are:

AGENT CATON, wife and two chil-
dren.
OPERATOR CARSON.
ENGINE WIPER REDLEY.
ONE PERSON UNKNOWN.
The injured qre unknown. A large

force is egaged in the recovery of the
bodies and two have been found up to
the present time. Several large slides
had taken place during the morning
and early afternoon, causing consid-
erable damage to the sheds east of
Glacier. Trains are held at Glacier
and Donald until further advices. The
company expects to get the line clear-
ed during Wednesday. Superintendents
Marpole, Duchesnay and Wilson are
on the spot and using every effort.

This is the most serious slide that has
occurred since the first year of con-
struction of the railroad, when 12 lives
were lost in the slide eight miles east
of this point.

TEN FEET OF SNOW.

It la Blowing a Perfect G(ale in the Stat.e
of Colorado.

Denver, Jan. 31.-Telegraphic advices
were received at the headquarters of
the Colorado road to-day that at Breck-
inridge it was still snowing and blow-
ing with no indications of cessation.
Since Jan. 26 there has been a total
snow fall of 45 inches on top of a pre-
vious fall of six feet. At Como it is
snowing and blowing a perfect gale.
drifting the light dry snow very badly.
The freight train with provisions on
board Is still on the sidetrack at Wheel-
er. The crew has worked its way to
town. leaving only an engine tender on
guard. The Colorado Midland is snow
bound from Arkansas Junction to Ivan-
hoe. Trains were run from Lead-
ville to Newcastle over the Denver &
Rio Grande tracks. Advices from Ivan-
hoe and Burke report the weather fine
and a rotary plow is working hard to
clear the snow. Trains on the Denver
& Rio Grande road have been delayed
to-day, but the road Is now clear.
Trains on the roads east of Denver
are running practically on time.

Paris, Jan. 31.-The Liberte. which is
usually well informed. says: "The
decision of the court of eassation in
the Dreyfus affair will be that the evi-
dence proves the existence of a traitor,
but that neither Comte Esterhazy nor
Llutenant ('olonel Henry could answer
to the culpability revealed by the secret
dossier.'

"The despondency of the Dreyfus
party seems to show that the solution
of the problem is as distant as ever.
Another feature of the situation is the
buoyant demeanor of Comte Esterhazy,
who was formerly so depressed. He is
notew redited with boldly declining to
give further evidence except before the
full court of eassation."
