At a meeting of the police committee
was called for last evening to investi-
gate charges preferred against Police

. Officers Shea and McGlynn by Charles
iMurphy and Thomas Little, proprietors

"of a saloon in South Main street, wvho
:"accuse the officers of persecuting and

annoying them and injuring their busi-
ness by unnecessarily arresting persons

who go into their place of business. l'he
fact that Officer Shea was caught

asleep in a hack while on duty, is also
taken advantage of by the complain-

ants, who charge both officers with nav-
ing been guilty of the same dereliction.
The committee got together, but decid-
ed to postpone the investigation till the
matter had first been presented to the
council.

The committee met at 7:30 in the po-
lice court chamber with Aldermen
Ferns, Noyes, Kelly, Britt, Cannon,
Rowan and Siebenaler present. Mayor
Harrington was not able to be present
and Alderman Ferns took the chair and
read the charges, which, after recit-
ing that the complainants were tax-
payers and paid a license for doing a
saloon business, read as follows:

"That we are much annoyed with the
conduct which we think very improper
on the part of the officers, Shea and

'McGlynn, in front and rear of our place
of business; that the said officers will
tnot allow a woman to come Into our
saloon for a bucket of beer: that if any
young man and woman desire to go
into our wine rooms to have a glass of
beer privately they will follow them in
and arrest; 'that the said officers have
been in the habit of sleeping in hacks
in Reed's stable when on duty.

"We desire these charges be investi-
gated by the proper commission.

"(Signed) CHARLES MURPHY,
"THOMAS LITTLE."

After the reading of the charg?s,
Charles Murphy, one of the complain-
ants, stated that he had addressed tne
charges to the council,, and he thought
they should be presented to that body
before taken up by the commirttee.

10 and 11 o'clock last night a leak In a
pipe was reported, and Tobin was sent
to look for it as its location was not
known. He was seen on the four, five
and six hundred levels during the
search, and at last he reported finding
the leak and making repairs.

It was about midnight that some of
the miners saw Tobin come out of the
pump shaft at the 700 level, and go
around on the station to ring for the
cage. These men spoke to him and
asked him to wait a moment while
they went for some tools, and said
they would go up with him. They left,
and returning very shortly did not fin
Tobin. They knew the cage had not
been there, and accordingly looked
around for Tobin. When they did not
find him they reported to Shift Boss
Alderman Page, who rang for the cage
and descended slowly to look for the
missing pipeman. He kept going till
the sump, which is a few feet below the
i.500 level, was reached, and there the
mangled body of Tobin was found. The
head was terribly crushed, all the limos
were broken several times, and it seem-
ed as though every bone in the body
had been crushed.

The body was removed to the surface
and Coroner Jullien and Deputy Mine
Inspector Hunter notified. The investi-
gation made failed to reveal how the
unfortunate man came to fall into the
shaft, as no one had seen him, and no
satisfactory theory could be arrived at.
After being viewed by the coroner, the
body was taken to Sherman's undertak-
ing rooms, where an inquest will be held
to-morrow.

Not much could be learned at the
mine last night relative to the dead
man's antecedents, but it was said he
had a wife and child and a brother who
was at one time a member of the tire
department.

It was a singular coincidence that
another man named Tobin had an acci-
dent at the St. Lawrence yesterday. It
was not fatal, however, and he was no
relative of the deceased, as far as
known,

KILLED A WITCH BY ACCIDENT.

Crime for Which Two Negroes Have Been
Executed in South Carolina.

A special dispatch to the New York
Sun from Yorkville, S. C., says: The
prevalence of the belief in witchcraft
among negroes hereabouts is illustrated
by the execution of Amzl Dunavant, a
mulatto, and Frank Castles, a negro.
They were hanged here last week. Th|ir
crime was the murder of Ben Gore, an
aged negro, whom they accused of cast-
ing spells. They killed him by tying
a rope around his neck and twisting it
tight with a stick, and they threw the
body down a well. This story of the
murder was by Angless Castles, aged 17
years, Ben Gore's stepson, at the trial:

"We were all afraid of Uncle Ben, be-
cause he fixed roots for us, and Uncle
Amzi had told me two or three times
that he was going to fix him. Aunt
Ibby (his mother, Eliza Gore, Ben Gore's
wife) was also afraid of Uncle Ben,
but she did not know how to do any-
thing, and kept after Uncle Amzi to do
it. That night (June 13) Aunt Ibby
went over to Uncle Frank's, and I went
over to Uncle Amzi's, leaving Uncle Ben
at home by himself. About 11 o'clock
Uncle Frank came over to Uncle Amzl's
and had a long talk with him. Then
Uncle Amzl took the rope out of the
bed and told me to come on with them.
When we got close to Uncle Ben's house
they told me to go in front and get
Uncle Ben to open the door. As soon
as Uncle Ben opened the door both
Uncle Amzi and Uncle Frank pushed li
behind me. They caught Uncle Ben,
put a rope around his neck, ran a sti,'l
through it and twisted the rope until
Uncle Ben fell to the floor. Then they
told me to hold the stick while they
searched for his roots and conjure b•,t-
tle. They found the conjure bottle in
his trunkl and the roots in the pockets
of his Sunday clothes. When they got
through searching and came back to
me Uncle Ben was dead and Uncle
Amzi said: 'I am sorry he has been
killed, but we will arrange that all
right.' " So they cast the body into the
well.

Amzi Dunavant admitted about all
that Angless Castles said, but declared
that Angless did as much to instigate
and carry out the deed as any of the
others. He said that scme time before
the murder his child was very ill and
the regular doctor, after the treat-
ment, said it did not respond to the
medicine. Then he went to see Aunt
Nassle Bratton, a voodoo doctor. Aunt
Nassie examined some coffee grounds
and told him that the child had been
tricked. The trick, she said, was in-
tended for him, but had missed him and
gone into the child. Then she rubbed
a horseshoe on the bottom of a copper
kettle and told him to look and he
would see the man who worked the
trick on him. He looked and saw Un-
cle Ben Gore ploughing in the field
by his house. The vision was as plain
as if the scene itself was right be-
fore his eyes. Aunt Nassie then told
him that the only hope for his child
was to take away from Uncle Ben his
roots and conjure bottle, tie them in a
guano sack and hang them over the
, child's bed. He went back home, but
did not believe what Aunt Nassie told
him, and made no effort to carry out
her instructions. Three days after-
ward the child died.

About two weeks afterward Frank
Castles' cow, which at the time had
a young calf, went dry. Frank con-
sulted Aunt Nassle, and when he look-
ed in the copper kettle he saw Uncle
Ben sitting by the fire in his own house
smokine his pipe. It was shortly after
this that they agreed to go to Uncle
Ben's house and take his roots away
from him. They had no idea of kill-
ing the old man, but only wanted to
get possession of his charms, after
which they intended to make him leave
the country. Their plans failed. An-
gloss. in his eagerness, drew the rope
t. o tight, and to hide the crime it was
dec(ided to put old Ben's body in the
well and kee-p quiet.
Frank ('astles' story was about the

sRmol in all essential particulars. Old
bizzie Gire, the murdered man's wid-
owv, caid she knew nothing whatever
about the matter. The case against
Angless Castles was not pressed, be-
cause he gave' evidence for the state.
The t\\w mnn were sentenced to be
hangend, and the woman was sent to
prison for life.

While in prison awaiting execution,
the two men were attentive to their re-
ligiios duties. (n the gallows Frank
('astlesh said:
"In this room there are two angels.

One of them has told me that as soon
as the- sheriff ,'uts the ro'pe that holds
the planlk n which I stand, and the
breath has left my body, they are go-
ing to carry me to the throne of God."

Neither of the mlen made a cnnfes-
sion. Both insisted all along that they
told the whole truth at the trial. andl
neither considtered that it was worth
while to referl te tle matter agani Cn
the gallows. After they ennclu da their
statemeonts they shook hands with all
the witnesses one by one and ladle
them good-bye. They displayed warm
feeling but no fear or agitation.

SIX MVIONTHS FOR OLSON
He Was Charged With Receiv-

ing Stolen Property.

THE OWNER OF THE CABIN

His Partners in Crime Got a Year in the
Penitentiary-Papers in the Fair-

field Divorce From Deer

Lodge County.

Charles Olson, the last of the trio to
be tried under the same information
for receiving stolen property, was con-
victed in Judge Clancy's court yestar-
day and the jury fixed his punishment
at six months in the county jail. His
partners and co-defendants, Sillary and
Searle, got a year in the penitentiary.
The testimony at Olson's trial sho•cd
that he was the owner of the cabin
where the stolen goods had been secret-
ed. It also showed that Olson earned a
living by sawing wood, and when Judge
Clancy passed sentence on Olson he ob-
served:
"One of your partners served in t'he

navy and the other sang in a choir,
and they got one year each. You cow-
ed wood and the jury let you off with
six months in the county jail. Such
are the ways of juries."

Colonel Emmet Callahan defended
Olson.

The papers on a change of venue
from Deer Lodge county, in a divorce
suit of Frank Fairfield against May
Fairfield, were received and filed yce-
terday. Mrs. Fairfield also filed an an-
swer and cross-complaint in the casa,
admitting their marriage in Butte on
August 31, 1896, but denying that she
ever bit, beat or abused her husband,
or that she associated with persons who
drink, or that she abused and neglected
her children. In her cross-complaint sae
alleges that after their marriage they
lived in Anaconda until May 27, i;•7,
at which date he left her without
money and without making any provis-
ion for the support of herself and child.
On the 20th of June, 1897, she came to
Butte and fived with her husband until
some time inOctober, when they return-
ed to Anaconda, but came back to Butte
in August of last year, living together
as husband and wife until the 29th of
December, when the plaintiff again left
her and the children and neglected to
provide for them. She alleges that at
various time since May 27, 1897, the
plaintiff struck and beat her without
provocation and has failed to provide
for her. On December 29, as well as at
various other times, he struck her and
choked her and threatened to kill her.
Mrs. Fairfield says she has always con-
ducted herself as faithful, "chase" and
obedient wife. She further alleges
that the plaintiff is an able-bodied man
and capable of earning a good living
and supporting his family, but that he
has disregarded lts duties In that re-
spect and lost his money at gambling.
He failed to pay bills contracted "for
the scanty living which he has provid-
ed for his family," and when he left
them no provision had been made f(,r
their maintenance and they received
notice to vacate the house in which
they were living. Mrs. Fairfield says
she is a proper person to have the care
and custody of the children, while her
husband has failed to provide for them
and loses his money at gambling and
uses profane language. She asks for a
divorce, the custody of 'the children and
$50 a month as alimony.

Judge Clancy yesterday heard the
plaintiff's proofs in the divorce case of
Adolph Fisher against Lena F. Fisher,
and granted her a decree on the ground
of desertion.

The Guileless Filipino.
"I tell you," remarked the lieutenant,

who had just returned from the Philip-
pines, stretching his legs out in an
easy, luxurious fashion before the club
fire, "there may be disadvantages
about a climate like this, where a man
has to wear furs five months of the
year and linens the rest of the time,
but it isn't a patch on the sort of thing
we have in Manila. I understand some
of the folks at home here sent the
boys mosquito netting for Christmas.
So far as I know, they couldn't have
sent anything more necessary to the
comfort of the private soldier. Of
course the officer needs netting as well
as the private, but then he has re-
sources that the private has not, and
is, therefore, entitled to less sympathy.
Why," and the young officer sat bolt
upright as he warmed to the subject,
"I suppose some of you fellows will
cock your eyes at me when I tell yu
of it, but I'll be drawn and quartered
if there aren't mosquitoes in old Manila
as big as grasshoppers. I've seen 'em
and 1 know what they're like. Talk
about misery; why, our fellows simply
couldn't sleep for the confounded
things, and, of course, mosquito nets
are among the unconsidered trifles not
supplied by a generous government,r.
Upon my word I've seen men brought
into hospital from Cavite with their
faces swelled up like smallpox patients.
It seems that white men suffer infinite-
ly more from these pests than natives
do, and it is a fact that all the Eng-
lishmen who are regular residents of
the islands look fleabitten-not at all
the ruddy, healthy-looking subjects
you find them on their native heaths.
A native brought me some mosquitoes
one day that were two inches long-
fully that, I swear. They were still
kicking when he brought them in. You
never dreamed even of such insects."

"What was that?" inquired the sad-
eyed naturalist, setting down his glass
of mineral water with startled sudden-
ness; "mosquitos two inches long.
Why, my dear sir-really--"

"Fact. I assure you," pursued thb
lieutenant, calmly. "I knew they wer'-
immense, but never realized their
gigantic proportions thoroughly until
my Filipino secured those specimens.
Seems to me they're indigenous to the
country, eh?"

'But," protested the professor, while
the others walted patiently for signs of
uneasiness from the lieutenant; "but,
my dear sir, we have modern works
on the insect life of the islands, and no
mention is made whatever of any such
extraordinary creatures as those you
have referred to. Now, it may be
