HE WANTS BAMAGES
Asks for $12,000 for Personal

Injuries Sustained.

HE WAS HURT IN A WRECK

Was the Fireman on the Northern Pa-

ciflc Train Which Ran Into a

Landslide About Two

Years Ago.

Miissoula. March 2.--E. A. Waldron,

one of the well knoiwn men of the I-ocky

Mountain division of the Northern Pa-

cific railroad, to-day commenced an ac-

tion in the district court against the

company for the suno of $12,000 dam-
ages, on account of alleged injuries sa'd

to have been sustained by Waldron

while acting as a fireman on a west-
bound passenger train which was

wrecked by a landslide at a point near
Plains about two years ago, and on
which occasion the engineer of the
train. George Fairchild, was instantly
killed.

The complaint. as usual in such ac-
tions, teems with legal verbage which
condensed to common parlance states
that Waldron was injured in such wreck
through the negligence of the company,
which failed to maintain the right of
way in proper condition. Hence the
disaster, and the fireman has been in-
capacitated and unable to longer per-
form manual labor as the result of his
injuries. aMarcus L. Crouch is attorney
for the plaintiff.

cwhich ccnurred at the place and the
time ritated. and which resulted in the
death of Engineer Fairtlield, whose rel-
atives icomrolised their loss with the
rconlpany without having to resort to
tile rourts.

Metallic rillroad Ties.

The valuable paper communicated by
M. Renson to the recent international
railway congress, as translated by the
Scientific American, shows the results
gained during some 20 years of experi-
mental work carried out by the Liege-
Limburg railway. Belgium, on which
various kinds of metal ties have been
tested on different sections of the road.
For comparison, a part of the road was
laid with oak sleepers, add identical
conditions assured as to nature of road-
bed, drainage. weight of rail, care In
maintenance. etc. The metal ties varied
in shape and quality, from the crude
forms of the earliest ties to the more
scientifically designed later article. It
was found that the average life of the
oak 'ties was 13 years, while the average
life of the earliest and crudest metal
ties was 18 years. The later ties have
their width decreased and their vertical
flanges deepened at ,the center, thus pro-
riding a maximum bearing surface im-
mediately beneath the rails, and in-
creased girder depth at the center; and
by the use of round drilled holes for
the fastenings and Inserting plates be-
tween rail and tie, the life of the latter
was greatly lengthened. M. Renson
states that, economically, and on every
point of comparison, these experiments
proved the superiority of the metal ties.
