PUBLIC BUILDING SITE
A Treasury Department Agent

Expected Very Soon.

WORKTO BE BEGUN IN JULY

Some of the Centrally Located Proper-

ties Which Have Been Recom-
mended by Citlssens for the

Proposed Site.

Recent advices from Washington are
to the effect that $100,000 of the $200,000
appropriation for a government build-
ing at Butte will soon be available. In
that case ground for the big house till
be broken before the 1st of July, and
the ground that is to be broken has not
yet been selected by the treasury se-
partment. Aside from the general re-
joicing among the citizens over thie
fact that the building is assured, there
is a feeling of confidence among cer-
tain real estate holders that the value
of their property will be enhanced by
reason of the building. There is no
denying the fact that the land owners
west and east of Main street are build-
ing castles in the air on foundations
composed entirely of anticipations.' A
$200,000 building in Butte, where real
estate is already very highly valued, Is
sure to increase the value of property
within a radius of a couple of blocks.
It is to be a modern structure, with at
least three approaches, probably four.
A half a block, it is presumed, will be
occupied, It is expected that most any
day an agent of the treasury depart-
ment at Washington will arrive to
look over the ground with a view of se-
lecting a site for the building. He may
or may not consult the business men
of the city with reference to the site.
Very likely he will consult the business
men, although the government has been
known to select sites without the for-
mality of consulting any of the citizens
of the cities in which the houses were
built. Upon the report' of the agent
the treasury department will perfect
its plans of operation.

A number of business men were in-
terviewed yesterday by a Standard re-
porter for the purpose of obtaining
their views in regard to the site. The
sentiment was general that the build-
ing should be tentrally located. No
one went outside of the territory bound-
ed by Quartz, Park, Arizona and Mon-
tana streets. The ground favorably
mentioned was the Thornton property
bounded by Broadway, Wyoming and
Granite streets: the Noyes and Young
l6te, bounded by Granite, Wyoming
and Quartz streets, and the west half
of the block on which stands the pub-
llc library. These are all central loca-
tions and any one of them would, no
doubt, be favorably accepted by the
public.
SJohn A. Cannon, who has talked
with as many men en the subject asany other man in Butte. said yesterday
that he believed that the Noyes and
Young property would be most accept-
able. "Of course," said he, "I do notpresume to speak for all of Butte cr
to advertise any particular piece of
ground. I merely say that the majority
of the men with whom I have talked
regarding the matter seem to be in
favor of having the building on this
ground. There is the Thornton prop-
erty just across the street. It is rea-
sonable to suppose, it is a fact, that
ground is held at a much higher figure
than the Noyes ground, In order to
make a tract large enough it will benecessary to tear down the big Forbis
block facing on Broadway. This alone
would be a large fitnancial considera-
tion. The west half of the library blcek,
I understand, many say is too small.
I don't think the house will be built
outside of the territory lying between
Park and Quartz, bounded on either
side by Montana and Arizona streets."
Postmaster Irvin said: "The postmas-
ter knows no more about the plans of
the government in this reslect than any
ether citizen in Butte, and about allhe will be called upcn to do is per-
taps to offer some suggestions to the
architect with reference to the details
,f the postoffice space in the building.
I do not understand that the bill re-stricts the area limit in which thebuilding Is to be erected. The govern-
ment will send a man to Butte to se-
lent the site and that may occur atany time. This agent may make the
selectilon and purchase without ron-
suiting the citizens. Such instances
have occurred. It was the case in Hel-
ena, but I understand that the selec-tion was favorably received by thecitizens. I think that it is more than
likely that ground will he broken for
the new building by July 1 next."

A NEW CHURCH.
Work Will legln as Soon as the Frost Is

Out of the Ground.
'And there are others. The M. E.

church south is to have a new house of
worship on the site of the present edi-
fice, which has proved to be sadly de-
ficient in seating capacity. The sub-
jert of enlargement has been very thor-
oughly discussed by the board, whose
Chairman is the well known pioneer
townsman Judge A. H. Barret. It has
been decided to build.
All of the red tape has been reeled,

and now all that remains to be done isto build. Just as soon as the frost leaves
the ground operations will be begun.
J. W. Kemper has given the board the
pleasing assurance that the brick used
in construction he will donate. That
in itself is a big item, and the gift is
appreciated to the full extent of good
old, south Methodist Christian spirit.
The brick in the present structure will
be turned to account in the new build-
ing. The new house will have a seating
capacity of 500 and will cost. exclusive
of the brick and other material in the
present house, which will be used a.;
far as practicable, from $7,000 to $9,000.
There will be two towers on Idaho street.
On either side of the lecture room will
be a large parlor separated from the
main room by a rolling partition. Jn
cases of emergency, these parlors can
be thrown open, thus materially enlarg-
ing the lecture room. The plans for the
interior arrangement, however, are not
entirely decided. The South Methodist
church has been backward in facing
'the public with a request for funda to
build, but the rule in this case will be
suspended and everybody Is at lilerty
to contribute as much as he or she
pleases. At t0he last meeting of the
official board, the pastor, J. M. Settle,
was directed to "take off his coat and
wade in," and Brother Set-tle is wading.

COSMOPOLITAN NEW YORK.

A Meeting Place for Old Frlends From
All Over the World.

From the New York Sun.
Half a dozen men were discussing the

different places they had been in and
their experiences in them. One of their
number, an Englishman, remarked that
New York was the most cosmopolitan city
on earth and the place above all others
where a man was likely to teet friends
and acquaintances he had known in other
parts of the world. Being asked why he
thought so. he said:

"While I was in the Australian mounted
poller some years ago I had it chum
named Alexander. We left the police to
go to the Blaney gold fields. We worked
hard but had poor luck. My friend
chucked it at last and started for Syd-
ney. I subsequently learned that he
shipped from there as an A. B. on board
a wind-jammer hound for San Francisco.
He knocked about there for a while, and
again shipped on a sailing vessel to Hong
Kong. China. There he got a place in the
Chinese customs under Sir Robert I-nart,
where he remained for about three years.
Having saved some money he wena back
to Eng:and. but becoming restless again,
he came to America. joined a filllusterlng
expedition and fought with the Cuban
army for two years. It was reported that
he was killed in Couba and I happened to
see a notice of his death in a paper.
"In the meantime T had stuck it out at

the diggings and had a bit better luck
after he left, so that when the heat and
drought at last drove me out I had a little
more than 200 in my pocket. I started on
foot through the bush for Syldney, a dis-
tance of nearly 7I0 miles. At Sydney I
took passage for South Africa, where T
went into partnership with a man named
Edwards, who had been an officer in the
19ta hussars and had served through the
Egyptian campaign for the relief of Gor-
don. We upened a store in Johannesburg,
and while thei boom was ion did well.
When things began to become flat we sold
out, Edwards returning to London. I
bought an interest in a cargo imund for
Calcutta and shlipped as supercargo. I
was lucky in this and took a trip to
Jalpan. From there 1 went back to E•ng-
rlandl via the United States.
"When I came out to New York, about

1t months ago, I didn't know a soul here.
A few days after my arrival 1 went into
a saloon, and while waiting for my drink
1 heard some one call me by name and
ask me what I would take. You may im-
gitne my surprise, on turning around, to
see my old friend and chum Alexander.
After we had shaken hands he told me his
story and said that he had been wounded
in Cuba so badly that he wac not expect-
ed to live, and hence the -newspaper re-
port of his death there. ie Invited me to
his house that night for dinner and told
me there was another Englishman living
there who was a very decent chap. and
whom I should be pleased to meet. I was
more than pleaed to meet him, for it was
no other than my Johannesburg partner,
Edwards.

"The three of us took the elevated one
night not long afterward to go up town
and stood on the platform. Edwards was
telling us a story about his 'Egyptian ex-
perience, and when he had finished the
conductor, who had heard the story, turn-
ed about and remarked:

I' gave the old woman 10 years.' In
military parlance that mealns that he had
had 10 years In her majesty's service.
"'Which branch?' asked Edweards.
"'Army, Captain Edwards, 19th hus-

sars.'
"Edwards at once recognized him as a

man who had been in his own regiment ill
Egypt, and the conductor had recognized
his former captain before he spoke.
"I could give you a dozen just such in-

stances that have taken place since I
have been in New York. Such is not the
case in London, less in Paris and still less
In Berlin, in all of which cities I have
lived. A panhandler I met in the Bow-
ery 1 recognlzed as tie son of a wealthy
man of my town; a waiter in a cafe here
I knew it pretty good society in Paris: a
son of a anan of title is diriving a hansaom
cab; a clerk in a grocery store reminded
me one day that Ihe had served me for
three months when I was ini Berlin. I
have found them here in altl orts of po-
sitions, run across them by chance, and
how many tlerre are whom I knew for-
merly and have not run across I can't
tell, but there must he many. All tie
waifs and strays, the eiever and ambi-
tlous, the good and the bad--somehow
they all seem to come here at some period
of their lives."
