HE WAS AN ADVENTURER

That Is What Her Father Calls Him--He

Alleges That Realer Stole His

Kept Secret.

A bit of local sensation came to light

last night when the following associat-

ed press dispatch flashed westward over

the wires:

WAR TAXES IN EUROPE.

Smlaller Nations Do Not Escape tie Bur-
den of Maintlinineg Standing Arniles.
In the various discussions in congress

as to the military policy of the Unit d
States frequent allu-ion was made to
tile present ear budgetis of varlou
countries shown in the authcntic Revue
div Statistilqu of Paris, published in
Septemhlber, lS9i. That bulletin gave in
detail, from the latest official sources.
the wtar budgots of various European
ountrcieo compared eith the war ex-
le•nses of Amer.can, Asiatic and African
o'lntries, and its accuracy was certlfied

to by the chif of the bureau of statis-
tics of the treasury departm'ent.

'Thit tiguroes showed how very light in
the past and how light in the future will
hbe the expenset of the military establish-
Ient of tlle United States as compared
with iiother countries; how it is now lees
' 1or capita than that of any European
country, however poor, however t ank-
rupt. however depleted in population
and resources. It showed, too, that one

generally accepted view of military
matters in Europe was erroneous. This
view was that the great powers of Eu-
rope, England, France. Germany, Rus-
sia, Austria and Italy were "armed
against each other," each prepared at
short notice to assume the defensive.
and imposing upon the other the neces-
sity of sustaining at whatever cost an
army establishment, and that the minor
European governments enjoyed all the
benefits of neutrality, and were able to
pursue in tranquility the paths of peace
without any necessity of payment of
onerous war taxes, without maintaining
an oppressive standing army, and with-
out being called upon to take from the
pursuits of agriculture or commerce
"the flower of the nation." The otfli:al
figures, however, do not bear out these
statemente, for they show that all the
minor European countries spend sub-
stantially the same amount per capita
in military organization, the similarity
being surprising. Here are the figures:

Though the expense in each of the

"as:s named is 50 per cent greater than
the per capita expense for military es-
tablishment in the United States, it
seems to apply impartially to states
which have colonies and states which
haven't, to states requiring miltary
protection against insurrection and to
those which don't, to states which
have the tradltions of warfare and to
states, like Switzerland, which are de-
voted to peace. Moreover, it is found
by comparison that those European
countries wh:ch are included in the
number of the "great powers" and
which are popularly supposed to be
staggering under a great burden of a
vast standing army expend no more
per capita than do the minor states, and
in some cases scarcely as much. The
per capita expense of Italy for military
purposes was $1.41 last year, and of
Rus•la, a great military nation, $1.17.
Germany spent more per capita than
did France, and is spending more th's
year. Holland expends $1.92 per capita
though, as is pretty well known, the
Dutch troops are not usually regarded
as a menace to the p'eae of continental
Europe.-New York Sun.
