M'KINLEY Al HOLYOKE
Crowds of People Gather at the

Church and in the Street.

SOME GIRL GRADUATES

Miss Grace McKinley, the President's
Niece, Introduces Her Schoolmates

to Unole William and Everybody
Has aPerfectly Lovely Time.

Holyoke, Mass., June 18.-Sunday for
the president was anything but the day
of rest that was hoped for. The contin-
ual crowding of curious citizens, the
immense Jam at the church this morn-
ing, and later in the day an unexpected
and totally unprepared-for reception in
connection with the baccalaureate ex-
ercises at Mount Holyoke college, made
to-day long and tiresome for all. The
president was not content with once
going to church, but went twice, leav'-
ing Mrs. McKinley in the hands of her
lady friends on each occasion.

The president and his entire party
were up early. A large crowd congre-
gated about the residence of William
Whiting, where the distinguished guests
are being entertained, and by the time
the party was ready for the short walk
of two blocks to the church the streets
were filled with people. It was an order-
ly, decorous crowd and hardly a word
was spoken during the entire journey.
At the Second Congregational church,
which the Whitings attend, a much
larger crowd had assembled, and it was
only by deviating and entering a side
door that admission was gained. The
congregation arose respectfully as the
president entered and remained stand-
ing until he eat down. The president's
party included Mr. and Mrs. Abner
McKinley, Mr. and Mrs. George F.
Morse, Mr. and Mrs. Frank Whiting,
the Misses Barber, Duncan Morse and
Dr. D. P. Rixey, the president's physal-
clan. Mrs. McKinley had remained at
hnrwn .. r141.

Rev. Dr. Edwin Reed, pastor of the
church, delivered the sermon. The ser-
vice was in no way out of the ordinary,
except for an enlarged choir and addi-
tional music. No reference was made
to the president's presence in any way.
Mr. Reed preached from the text Rom-
ans it, 5, and delivered an interesting
discourse upon the duties of steward-
ship. He detailed what he considered
to be the duty of the individual in the
use of wealth, education and religion,
and spoke of the duty of the nation in
the work of building and raising to a
higher plane, spiritually and mentally,
the people in our far-away possessions.

The president was an attentive listen-
er and joined heartily in the singing of
"America" at the close. ]mmediately
after the return to the Whiting resal
dence lunch was served, and at three
o'clock the palace electric car Rock
Rimmon was taken and the party, in-
cluding all the ladies, were taken over
the trolley line to South Hadley to at-
tend the baccalaureate exercises at the
chapel of Mount Holyoke college, where
on Tuesday the president is to share
honors with Governor Roger Wolcott
and deliver the degree to the graduat-
ing class, of which his niece, Miss Grace
McKinley, is a member. As the seniors
marched into the pretty little chapel
this afternoon just before the arrival
of the president they made a very pret-
ty picture, each clad in cap and gown.
They took front seats in the center,
while President McKinley and the gen-
tlemen of his party occupied seats on
the side. The ladies, including Mrs.
McKinley, decided that the day was
too warm for them to enter the build-
ing, so they were driven to the resi-
dence of Byron Smith. near by, and
there they had a slight luncheon and at
the close of the exercises rejoined the
gentlemen at the special car. In the
chapel hundreds of young women filled
the auditorium, while the balcony was
filled by several hundred high school
girls in bright dresses. After the presi-
dent had been introduced by Mrs. E. S.
Mead, the president of the college, he
entered the chapel, the congregation re-
maining standing until he had taken
his seat.

A musical programme and prayer
preceded Rev. Dr. Jacobus' baccalaure-
ate sermon. At the close of the exer-
cises the president and Mr. Whiting
walked to the residence of Mr. Smith,
and together with the ladies were driv-
en back to the special car. which stood
in front of the chapel, surrounded by a
large number of the college girls who
had been dismissed from service and a
multitude of the townspeople. Miss
Grace McKinley was among them and
later introduced some of her school-
mates.

The reception which awaited the vis-
itors as they alighted and entered the
car was so spontaneous and of such a
friendly and cordial nature that at Mrs.
McKinley's request the president order-
ed the car to delay its departure for a
few moments while he shook the hands
of the people who clustered about the
window where the couple were seated.
Mr. McKinley leaned from the car win-
dow and shook hands with the people
and spoke a few words of greeting to
each.

Mrs. McKinley all the while smiled
and kissed her hand or waved her
handkerchief to the crowd. After the
car reached the Whiting residence and
dinner was served the tired company
gave over the evening to complete rest.

IMPORTATION OF NEGHOES.

The Striking Coal Miners Have Won a
Temporary Victory.

Pittsburg.-Kan., June 18.-The strik-
ing union coal miners appear to have
temporarily stopped the importation of
Southern negroes by the mine opera-
tors. The hearing of injunction cases
brought by the strikers in the state
courts has been postponed by Judge
Skidmore until June 26, the temporary
injunction being extended.

The injunction suits in question are
those brought in Cherokee county by
the miners to prevent the importation
of miners from other states. The min-
ers set up that the negroes are crim-
inals. and affected with contagious
diseases, and that their coming would
be a menace to the peace of the com-
munity, good order and the uublic
health. On this showing Judge Skid-
Inore gave a temporary restraining or-
der and the application for an order
making it permanent was to have been
tried yesterday at Columbia. Its post-
ponement suited the miners, because
they will have hard work in maintain-

ing their allegations, and because the
mines where the "Big Four" expected
to put negroes to work next are all in
Cherokee county. The Kansas & Tex-
as and the Central Coal & Coke comrn-
panies could bring miners into this
(Crawford) county, as the Missouri
Pacific have done, but they could not
work them here to advantage. The
companies cannot well afford to set the
precedent of even seeming to violate
injunctions because of the effect it
would have upon the miners. The
Missouri Pacific in the federal court
has enjoined the 500 miners and state
labor commissioner from interfering
with any one who is willing to work
for them or from going on the com-
pany's land. These cases are set for
trial Wednesday at Fort Scott for final
hearing by Judge Hook of the federal
court and all persons enjoined are cited
to appear.

Miss Sears had only recently ar-
rived at the mission station from Austra-
lia. Mr. and Mrs. Phillips were born In
England.

HORSELESS CARRIAGES, .•'

A $20,000,000 Company About to Run
Automobiles Into Chicago.

Chicago. June 18.-The details of the
organization of the Illinois Electric Ve-,
hicle Transportation company are now
all but completed, and the company
expects within a month to have auto-
mobiles running in Chicago. The com-
pany will have an authorized capital
of $20.000,000. of which $2.000.000 will be
paid up by October 2, $1.000,000 being
called for now. Each subscriber is to
pay $10 a share. Sam Insull, president
of the Chicago Edison company, will
be the president of the new company,
and the directors will include Mr. In-
sull, John J. Mitchell. C. K. G. Billings,
E. L. Brewster, C. F. Kimball and
Levy Mayer of Chicago. Captain J. H.
Hayes and Martin Maloney of New
York, and P. A. B. Widener of Phil-
adelphia. The works of the company
will be the shops of the Grant Locomo-
tive plant, which have been purchased
and'are being fitted up for operation.

Sampson In n Good Health.
Boston. June 18.-The statements pub-

STRARGE HAVANA MURDER
Minnie Rosa Killed With the

Blunt Edge of a Hatchet.

FIRST SHE WAS CHOKED

Fred Krause, a Member of the Wealthy
Tampa Family, Has Been Arrested.

The Work of Distributing the
$3,000,000 Progressing.

Havana, June 18.--The local papers
to-day devote consideritble space to the
murder of the notoritous Minnie Ross,
who was killed with the blunt end of a
hatchet after being 'h kedt and was
found dead early yv-strday morning.
It was first reporte,l that a well-
known army officer w as involved by
the uniform found in llth rloom of Fred
Krause, now in custelti on a charge
of being the murderer. It is undoubt-
edly one worn by himl. He is said to
be a member of a ies;lthy Tampa fam-
ily.

Thus far there is It, little evidence
against him. Many h,,elieve, from the
nature of the crimpe, it was committed
by a woman. One thlory is that the
blow with the hatchet was not imme-
diately fatal, and the vic tim was then
choked to death. RIhhbery could
scarcely have been thlle motive, for the
police found $2,500 in tht murdered wo-
man's room and a quantity of valuable
jewelry on her dressing table.

Another theory is that the authori-
ties have received dtlinit, information
that the woman had hb-en paying
money to some one , olllter•trd with the
police department fol lit- privilege of
conducting her house. \\tilih was one
of bad repute, and th, lpartment had
Isent an agent to a•mlrtain the name
of the guilty official. This agent, it is
thought, had threatent-l her that unless
she disclosed the man'- llae her house
would be closed.

INVESTIGATING COAL MINES.

The Visit of Thomas A. Edison Occasion
Much Speculation.

Chicago, June t1.-A special to the
Record from McAdoo, Tenn., says: The
visit of Thomas A. Edison to the coal
mines in this vicinity during the last
two days has been tle subject of much
speculation. It is definitely learned to-
day that a new process for producing
a marketable fuel has engaged the in-
ventof's attention, and it will be
launched not only to compete with the
product of the Pennsylvania coal fields,
but with that of China, which has
found ready sale on the Pacific coast.

In fact, the primary purpose of the
scheme is to meet the demands in Cali-
fornia which the actively increasing
iron trade has made particularly press-
ing. For several days R. H. Norton.
former inspector of mines in Washing-
ton. now representing the San Francis-
co & San Joaquin Coal company, has
been here also, and has been in con-
sultation with Edison.

The quality of the California coal ap-
proaches bituminous. It is the opinion
of Mr. Norton that, made into bric-
quettes by a new electrical process, it
will be just as serviceable as any other
and, as a further evidence of his confl-
dence in this respect, since Mr. Edison's
visit here, he has engaged a large num-
ber of expert coal miners and has char-
tered a Lehigh Valley car to send them
to California. It is believed that Mr.
Edison will devise a scheme to make it
possible to use the refus.e of hard coal,
heretofore considered ahsolutely use-

INCENSED AT MERRIAM.

The New York' Labor Unlon Asks That
He Ile Tried by Court Martial.

New York, June 18.-The Central
Federated Labor union to-day present-
ed a resolution instructing its secre-
tary to write to President McKinley
and the war department demanding
the recall and trial by court martial of
General Merriam. because of his policy
regarding the striking miners at Coeur
d'Alene. A commission was also adopt-
ed to draft resolutions denotunclng Genl-
eral Merriam.

This action by the central body was
inspired by the reading of the reply
from the war department to a Jett.-r
asking if General Merriam's orders to
the miners to employ no union men had
the sanction of the department. The
reply was written by Frederick C.
Squires, confidential clerk to Secretary
Alger,. and inclosed a copy of the in-
structions sent to General Merriam on
May 31. These were as follows:

"You will instruct Major Smith. com-
manding at Wallace, that he is to aid
with the United States troops simply
to preserve order. These were your
original instructions. The army must
have nothing whatever to do with en-
forcing rules for the government of
miners or the Miners' union. That is
a matter for the local authorities to
deal with."

Ilill, who
was at the head of the defeated demo-
cratic state ticket the year that Judgle
Haight Was elected with the rest , f
the republican state ticket, said to-
night concerning L..

testimony in relation to Judge tHaight's
election given before the industrial comln-
mission:

"Judge lialght was elected in tile fall

of 1894. At that election I headed the
demolcratic ticket for gsovernor. le.tadllg
a forlorn hlope, and pr.esumably retol-
lecd the calnpaign very well. The dlmo-
crats had to collntend against thl, hard
times, the silver pani,. the WVilson
tariff and disclosures of nlunipallti
corrupltion. as well as divisions amonlg

the democrats thlmselves, and of course
the result was a republilcan ty1lone. 1as
overyboldy knew it wo\\uld be. The re-

pubhlican needed no immense corrtlli-
tion fund. either frotn the Standard ()il
company or anybody else. toI elect their
whole ticket. including Judge i!aight. I
recollect at the time thlere as some
criticism, principally by a eoterle of
populists, of it decision w\\hich Judge

Haight had oncle made as a supreme
court justice in Buffalo, but it attract-
ed no particular attention in the cam-
paign and was regarded by myself and

the delnloerals generally as Ilnworthy I•f
notilce. At any rate, it cut no ligure ill
the canvass. Judge Haight being ele•t-

edl by a 12:1.924 plurality over a most
able and popular opponent, J]ud,2e

Height receving 671i,259 votes, while
Gaovernor Morlton received only a few
more, to-wit., 673,918.

"It is absurd for a Pennsylvanian, at
this day, who can naturally have no
knowledge of the matter of which he
assumes to speak. to assert that Judge
Haight was either nominated or elected
ill New Yiortt state through the contri-
butions or efforts of the Standard Oil
company. It veriffes the old saying that
'one must go away from home to get
the ines.' He was elected because the
tide of that year in New York as well
as everywhere else was with his party.
and he was nominated because of his
high personal character, his efficient
judicial ability and unquestioned in-
tegrity, conteded by the whole bar and
people of the state, and as a fair po-
litical opponent it gives me pleasure to
say this mulh."

ON A HOT TRAIL.

A Poase Leaves Miles City After the U.
iP. Train ltobbers.

Miles City. June 18.-A posse consist-

ing of Sheriff 'ato, Under Sheriff To-
sier. Deputy Sheriff Crawshaw, Stock
Detective Smith. Edward Jackson and
William Gerhart left on a freight this
afternoon for Terry on receipt of a
telegram that the Unionl Pacifcl train
robbers were camped in Conn's cou-
lee. The camp was seen and the par-
ties suspected. J. W. Smith, a mer-
chant at Terry, telegraphed Sheriff
Cato that he recognized one mlan of the
outfit who came to te,ownc to buy sup-
plies as one of the robbers from the de-
scription published. Hence the leaving
of the posse with horses on the freight.
Nothing has been heard from the posse
since they left here, though every one
believes they are on a hot trail.

Casper. WXyo.. June 18.-Eight of the

posse hunting lthe Union Pacific train
robbers in the Hole-in-the-Wall coun-
try returned to Casper to-day. The
robbers have left +the Hole-in-the-Wall
mountains and are traveling back
south. They seemed to be heading to-
ward Wolton. A large posse is follow-
ing them now. To-day guards were
placed at all the bridges across the
Platte river and new men with fresh
horses started for the Wolton country.
The pursuing party at Sullivan's sheep
camp, where the robbers ate breakfast
and took a pack horse and bed, were 12
hours behind. The robbers are traveling
in a very broken country, with numer-
,tus washouts, and a mtodel plae to

hide. At Sullivan's camp only two rob-
hers put in an appearance.

STUBBLEFIELD FOUND GUILTY.

A Minsoulri ' tille Condlletor--He Plotted
to Rob thel Train.

Siedalla, Mi.. June 18.-The jury in
the case If Elti J. Stubbleftled connect-
,-tI with thlt attempted robbery of a.
Missouri Pacitic train near here in No-
\'lember last. rlturlned a verdict to-day
linding Stubbletield guilty and fixing
his punishment at 10 years' imprison-
Iment in the state pienltentiary.

Stuhbletlcld had been in the emnpio,'f
of the Missouri Pacific as a condutor.
The plan to rob the train had been re-
vealed in advance to the railroad of-
ficials. and when the train was brought
to a standstill detectives who were onl
hoard. opetned fire upon the robbers.
Stulbletlellf had one arm shot away.
hbut Itanaged to esecape. He and
James I. WVest, Stubblefleld's alleged
aconlmpltile the engineer. were arrest--
ed a few hours later when they re-
tulrnlled to their homes.

iThe sensation of the trial was the tes-
timony of E. H. Adams. a real estate
agent. who was formerly in the em-
Itloy of the Missouri Pacific as an en-
gineer. He testified that the robbery
had been planned in his office, but he
at no time had any intention of par-
ticipating In the robbery.
