AN EXPERT ON ALCOHOL
Dr. Crothers Called All the Way

From Connecticut.

WITNESS FOR MR, HEINZE

The Celebrated Inebriety Speolslet Ex-

plains at Length the Effects of
Spirits on the Brain and

the Nervous System.

The Larkin insanity hearing took on
another new and one of its most inter-
esting phases yesterday when counsel
for F. August Heinze. the intervenor,
whose testimony in rebuttal is now be-
ing taken. called an eminent expert In
inebriety to the stand. The witness is
Dr. T. D. Crothers, who was brought
all the way from Hartford, Conn., to
testify in the case. Dr. Crothers is

superintendent of the Walnut Lodge
hospital for inebriates at Hartford, is
the editor of a scientific journal which
treats wholly on inebriety, is the au-
thor of a scientific work on the subject
and is one of the leading authorities
of this country on the effects of alco-

hol on the human system. He was
called to give an exposition of the ef-
tects of alcohol on the brain and ner-
scous tissues, principally, and Its gen-
eral effect upon the whole system, the
Dpurpose of his testimony being to
counteract that of the insanity experts,
Drs. Eskridge and Hershing, called by
the plaintiffs, the Butte & Boston peo-
ple, during the direct examination.
Dr. Crothers was called at the open-
ng of the morning session yesterday.
Ai the attorneys in the case were pres-
hat, as well as a number of local med-
cal men, who listened interestedly to
he learned gentleman's evidence,

ch began by his qualifying as anepert. He proceeded in exhaustive de-
tl through the progress of alcohol's

estruction of the vital forces. The
amination was conducted by Attor-

ey Frank E. Corbett for the inter-.
venors, and though sessions were held
n the morning, afternoon and evening.
he end of the direct examination of
he witness had not been reached when

e adjournment was taken to to-day.
Dr. Crothers qualified as an expertBy saying that he had been 24 years

n the study and practice of alcoholic
and opium diseases, first at Binghamp-
Son, N. Y., in the first inebriate asy-
um in the world, as assistant physi-

Ician for four years, then as superin-
endent of a private hospital at Hart-

gord, Conn., up to the present time.
iMIore than 100 cases, he said, are treat-
ed at this hospital in a year. He had
been editor of a scientific journal, the
Journal of Inebriety, in which the sub-
ject of inebriety was treated from its
scientific side. Its contributors includ-
ed some of the greatest experts of the
world and the subject is treated from
the side of cold science exclusively.
In reply to a question:'from Attorney
Corbett as to what effect alcohol has
on the brain and nervous system, Dr.
Crothers said:

"Alcohol is a paralyzant and an an-
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esthetic. It humbU and depresses sen-
sory and all brain activities." Dr.
Crothers detailed experiments made in
laboratories showing that small doses
of alcohol in a temperate man dimin-
ished his sense of seeing and hearing.
A man's muscular power was lowered,
his sense of smell, his memory, his
rapidity of thought were all reduced.
Experiments, he said, showed that the
temperature of the body was decreased.
that the heart's action was at first in-
creased, then lowered: that the power
of endurance was lessened, also that
his ability to think quickly and ac-
curately was greatly diminished. The
amount of alcohol necessary to pro-
duce these effects varied in differ nt
persons, but was usually from one to
two ounces of pure spirits. These and
other experiments showed that alo-
hol depressed and lowered vital force,
and hence was dangerous.

In his institution cases of excessive
use of spirits always showed these de-
pressions In an extreme degree when
measured by instruments of precision
at the time of admission. Later the
same measurement showed great im-
provement.

Mr. Corbett next asked: "What are
the effects of alcohol on the brain and
nervous tissue?"

Replying, Dr. Crothers said: "Alco-
hol is a corroder of nervous tissue and
destructive to the finer operations of
the cells and nerves. These facts are
brought out by experiments on dogs,
rabbits and guinea pigs. An animal is
fed on alcohol for two or three days,
then killed and sections of the brain
cells examined under the microscope.
Animals of similar age and degree of
health kept in the same circumstances
only not given alcohol, are killed and
similar sections of the brain are ex-
amined in the sarpe way for purposes
of comparison. The results show that
the animal given alcohol has corroded
nerve cells, the other has not."

Dr. Crothers exhibited a chart illus-
trating brain cells in all degrees of
degeneration and decay, dependent
upon the amount of alcohol taken.

"Finer microscopic examinations,"
Dr. Crothers continued, "on the deli-
cate nerve filliments show a remark-
able breaking down and physical de-
struction." Another chart was shown
to illustrate this, and going on, Dr.
Crothers testified that the action on
nerve fibers was equally destructive
and could be determined by the
microscope after alcohol Ihad been
given for two or three days. "These
laboratory experiments,". Dr. Crothers
said, "are being made in many of the
great universities of Europe and this
country, and they confirm the theory
of the destructive action of alcohol on
nprve cells and fibers."

During the afternoon session the
opinions of numerous other eminent
authortlies, as expressed in their writ-
irgs on alcoholism, were read to Dr.
Crothers, and he was asked to give his
opinion of their accuracy. They were
to ,the effect that a gradual breaking
down of the body and mind resulted
from the constant use of liquor, event-
ually culminating in alcoholic insa•ity
or dementia. Dr. Crothers fully agreed
with these authorities.

Mr. Corbett then asked the witness
if he had read the testimony of Dr.
Vells and his associates, who perform-
ed the autopsy on the body of Larkin.
He replied that he had and was then
asked:

"Having in mind the findings of the
physicians who made the autopsy and
the assumption that James Larkin had
been a constant user of alcoholic stimu-
lants for many years-had been what
might be termed a soak-what would
you say was the condition of his mini
when we find him at Dr. Wells' hospital
in 1894?"

"I wouaild say he suffered from al'o-

holir insanity or dementia?" was the
witness' reply.

At this time an adjournment was
taken till evening.

The evening session was resumed
with Dr. Crothers on the stand. Mr.
Corbett propounded a series of ques-
tions, the same as those put to previous
experts, with reference to Larkin's ac-
tions, his habits, eccentricities and pe-
culiarities, and asked what, in the wit-
tess' opinion, these acts indioated.

The witness answered: "I would say
the man was of unsound mind. From
his actions, as I understood them in the
question, I would assume that he was
suffering from the result of a long pe-
riod of drinking."

Mr. Corbett read the question for-
merly put regarding the story of Lar-
kin and the fire.

Witness replied that Larkin was in-
capable of recognizing the fact of the
fire or the consequence which must fol-
low. Such delusions are not uncommon
among subjects addicted to drink.

Regarding Larkin's habit of stand-
ing alone in the streets and staring ap-
parently at nothing, witness expressed
the opinion that the man was of un-
sound mind. In connection with the
fact that he did it is confirmatory proof
of a badly deranged mind. As to the
story of Larkin placing his shoes in the
water closet of a Main street saloon
and then telling the bartender that he
had "soaked his shoes," Dr. Crothers
said that it was the act of a man of
unsound mind. The act in itself was
net enough, however, to indicate de-
mentia.

Mr. Corbett read the list of hypothet-
ical questions previously answered by
former experts and asked the wltn, ss
to take these facts in connection with
the fact that Larkin in 1894 was com-
mitted to Wells' hospital and later to
the insane asylum, where he died in
1898, and express his opinion regarding
the mental condition, and the witness
replied that these acts were evidence
of delusionary insanity, irrespective of
previous actions or future determina-
tions. All this would indicate a delu-
sionary mind. 'lhe fact that Larktn
had been almost constantly drunk for
about 14 years prior to the commission
of these acts, the witness stated, in-
creased his conviction that Larkin was
insane. All of his symptoms were char-
acteristic of a gradual impairment of
the mind. His was a pronounced men-
tal disease. Assuming the acts de-
scribed in the hypothetical questions
to have been committed by Larkin, wit-
ness concluded that in 1893 he might
have acted rationally in matters not
requiring especial care or the exer-
cise of judgment, but outside of cus-
tomary lines he must of necessity have
been lacking in mental qualification.
He could not have acted intelligently in
matters in which was required the ex-
ercise of sound judgment. Witness did
not think that Larkin was capable of
transacting business matters with any
degree of intelligence in 1893, because
he was unable, considering the testi-
mony, to think consecutively or along
one defined line long enough to form
an intelligent conclusion.

Mr. Harney objected to many of the
questions. Objection was urged against
the answers to those questions, and he
moved to strike them out, stating .:
length his reasons. Here the hearing
was adjourned till this morning, when
the witness will be cross-examined.

THE MAPS AND TRACINGS

Testimony in the Case of the Anaconda
Company V. 'the Colusa-Parrot

Com -ayr-Mainly of a Tech-

niala Character.

The Anaconda-Colusa-Parrot case
was resumed in the ulnited States court
room yesterday morning and at noon
adjourned Until 3 o'clock. when another
adjournment was taken till this morn-
ing at 10 o'clock.

August Christian. ,h;ef engineer of
the Anaconda company, was the first
Witness. He described the workings of
the mine between the 11000 and 1300-foot
levels of the Never Sweat. He had pre-
pared tracings of those workings, and
with the aid of charts and maps he
showed where the work ~ as done in the
mine in November, 189l. Hie showed by
them the end lines of the Colusa-Par-
rot and the character of the work done
by the minecs who testitied the day be-
fore, agreeing that they were cleaning
up the drifts and blo, king up the tim-
bers on the sill floors. He also desig-
nated on the drawings what work was
done on the levels in April, 1898. In the
cross-examination Mr. Hughes asked
witness it he did not know that the
particular workings were in ground in
which the Anaconda company claimed
no interest in a vein. fMr. Lee, for the
plaintiff, objected otn the ground that
witness was not put upon the stand to
lestlfy as to the geological condition
of the ground in controversy. Mr.
Hughes insisted upon putting questions
to the witness which the latter as
strongly inlajted that he was not in a
position to answer intelligently. The
questions were all objected to on the
ground that witness was called for the
sole purpose of fixing the points at
which work was done In April and No-
vember, 1898, and not for the purpose
of defliing the geological conditions,
etc.

On redirect-examination, witness said
that he gave directions as to the work
merely In so far as that work concerned
his special duties as engineer and that
the superintendent of the mine gave the
general orders and directions.

At that point the plaintiff rquested an
adjournment in order to compare maps
and the hearing was adjourned to 3
o'clock. At that hour another motion
to adjourn was made. which was taken
till o'clock this morning.

Another suit was filed in the United
itates court yesterday by the Parrot

Silver 'and Copper company vs. the Co-
lusa-Parrot Mining and Smelting com-
pany. The plaintiff sets up in its alle-
gations as cause of action that it is
the owner and entitled to the imme-
diate possession of the iellona quartz
lode mining claim, designated by the
United States official survey as lots
numbered 61 and 122, embracing a por-
tlon of section 18, tOwnship 3, north of
range 7 west, and section 13, in town-
ship 3, north of range 8 west, in this
county, to-wit: Commencing at the
southeast corner of the Park-Parrot
lode claim and runnfiig'thence southeast

along the northern boundary of said
Bellona claim 800 feet; thence south-
westerly at right angles to said north-
ern boundary 160 feet; thence north-
westerly parallel to said northern
boundary 200 feet: thence northeasterly
150 feet to the place of beginning.

Further that the plaintiff is the owner
and entitled to the imrnedlate posses-
sion of all the ore veins, ore deposits
and ore bodies lying within the vertical
planes of the boundaries of the Bellona
lode, and of all the veins, lodes and
ledges having their apices within said
boundaries, except those veins, ore de-
posits and ore bodies lying within the
vertical planes of rthe boundaries of the
excepted portion of said claim; that the
defendant has entered within the ver-
tical planes of the boundaries of said
claim, other than the excepted portion
hereinbefore described, by means of un-
derground workings, and has entered
upon certain ore deposits therein situ-
ated, other than said excepted portion
thereof and has ousted plaintiff there-
from and now detains the same from
the plaintiff without itsconsent. Where-
fore plaintiff demands possession of
said premises and costs of suit.

William S. Brackett, a resident of
Peoria, Ill., has filed a bill of complaint
in the United States count against a
number of settlers on Fridley creek, a
tributary of the Yellowstone river. It
is alleged that his land is deprived of
the necessary irrigrating water by rea-
son of the defendants having converted
said water to their own use. After re-
citing in detail his grievances against
what he terms trespassers, the com-
plainant continues: "Your orator fur-
ther claims that for several years last
past, certain parties to your orator un-
known, have cut. a large amount of
growing timber on the headwaters of
Strickland creek and in Strickland
creek canyon and have thereby great-
ly diminished and reduced aoe water
supply of said creek each year to the
great and Irreparable damage and in-
juty of your orator and all other per-
sons having valid water rights ln said
Stickland and Fridley creeks.

"Arid your orator avers that said de-
fendants have now combined, conspired
and confederated together to funther
divert the waters of said Fridley creek
unlawfully to their own uses and to
vex, annoy and continuously damage
and injure your orator in the prem-
ises."

The prayer concludes: "That the un-
known persons who have been cutting
growing timber on the headwaters of
said Strickland creek may be forever
enjoined and restrained, when found,
from cutting or disturbing such timber
and thereby diminishing the water sup-
ply; that Charles A. Smith, Angeline
Smith, Albert F. Karnes, Maggle J.
Karnes, Louisa Turley, Charles Turley
and William H. Lee may each and ev-
ery one of them be perpetually en-
joined from in any manner diverting
the waters of said Fridley and Strick-
land creeks, belonging to your orator,"
and "May it please your honors to grant
unto your orator herein the high writ of
subpoena in chancery of the circuit
court of ,the United States of America
to be directed to the said defendants
commanding them to be and appear be-
fore this court and there make answer,"
etc.

A considerable portion of the wool
sold to-day was from Wyoming, which
Is not so clean as Montana wool, which
accounts in part for the decline in the
prices.

FOR $11,000 DAMAGES
William B. Hamilton Brings Bui

Against Cambers and Others.

STOPPED BY INJUNCTION

Hamilton Had a Lease on COmbers' Mine
and During the Time Be Was Forced

to Suspend Operations He
Loet the Profits.

William B. Hamilton yesterday com-
menced suit in the distr:ct court
against John J. Cambers, Andrew J.
Davis and George W. Andrews for
$11,000 damages, the sum sued for being
the amount of a bond given by Cam-
bers in an injunction suit which he
brought against Hamilton on Nov. Cd,
1897. According to the complaint inl
the action commenced yesterday, Ham-
ilton had a lease on the Cambers mir.a
and on Nov. 30, 1897, a few months be-
fore the expiration of the lease, Cam-
bers instituted the injunction suit and
a temporary restraining order was is-
sued and continued in force fcr 16 days,
at a loss to Hamilton of $416 a day in
net profits. At the hearine of the ap-
plication for a permanent injunction,
the district court decided against Cam-
bers and held that he was not entitled
to an injunction. He appealed to the
supreme court and the latter granted
a temporary injunction pending the
hearing, but required Cambers to give
a bond in the sum of $11,000. When the
case was finally heard and decided in
favor of Hamilton his lease had ex-
pired. He figures his damages at a
great deal more than the amount sued
for, but he is limited in his demands to
the amount of the bond.
