Beyond
it was a pile of railroad ties which the
brother had been getting out. Within
two minutes we were piling up those
ties on the cart so as to make a kind
of rampart.

"The Muller boys at first didn't see
just what we were up to, but as soon
as they did a volley of picturesque
curses were directed at us. Then fol-
lowed a couple of bullets, which welt
by uncomfortably close to our heads.

We splashed
through it and lumbered up the other
side, popping away all the time with
our carbines to keep the enemy within
doors.

"Two shots rang out from the cabin
and two of the horses fell. The others

"Fortunately we were well over the
rise, and the 50 feet that separated us
from the goal was as level as a fleor.
To jump out, cut the cart loose and re-
gain cover was the work of a moment.
''urning the front wheels so as to clear
the prostrate animals, we began to
push our fortress slowly before us.
('rack, crack, went the Mullers' rifles,
and several bullets buried themselves
in the ties. When we had advanced to
within a dozen feet of the cabin we
made a rush for the door. To my as-
tonishment the place was empty. There
was no other door than the one we had
come in by, and the windows were too
small to permit the passage of a man.
For an instant we stood amazed; then
a scraping noise overhead attracted
our attention and the protuding end of
a ladder which was being drawn up
through a hole in the loft told the
story.

"I was congratulating myself that
we had our prisoners, when we heard
them getting out on to the roof. Hur-
rying from the cabin to prevent their
escaping to the ground, we were greet-
ed by a fusillade of shots which dro\e
us qulickly indoors again.

'The situation now presented a
changed and somewhat humorous as-
pect. The Mullers were still prisoners.

Our hasty sonffrence resulted
in the decision to wait for huntger to
bring them into submission.

"It was now long past vioon. and
finding some cold potatoes and dry
bread, we made oult a megager meal as
we stood on guard. The after noon
passed; evening ename. and almost be-
fore the glow in the West was gone the
moon rose.

"There was still a plentiful supply
of bread and potatoes, so we did not
lack for supper. An invitation to our
friends above to come down and join
us was replied to in language which I
will not repeat. After a time we heard
them moving uneasily about, but a
\\arning to be careful not to fall of
quieted them down.

"It was a long and wea:y night's
vigil. for only one of tus culd bc off
lut\ at .1 time. At last In•rning camn.
l,.oiing that 18 hours' fasting and re-

thI,, t1on had brought thenl into a more
i, asonable frame of nidl.

TEACHING THE KING OF SIAM.

Mr. Olorowsky, the Russian Minister,
Shows His Highness a Few Points.

Not long ago the Russian consul gen-

eral in New York was Mr. Olorowsky.
A few months ago Mr. Olorowsky was
"kicked upstairs" into the position cf
minister to the court of Siam.

While In this country he learned the
gentle art of playing poker, and, like
all Russians who have fallen victims

THE CURZONS' SIMLA RESIDENCE.

It Is Built on a Preciplee and Cost
$400,000.

It may interest Amerlean readers :o
hear some description of the bealntlifl
lody in which our new viceroy ard his
wife reside during the surnn e- months
in Simla. In Lord Duffer a tnime the
governor-general and hia. fIaily were
housed in a building which was by nli
means worthy of that noblm;atn ex-
alted position. The house was talhd
Peterhoff, a fine-sounding name, but it
is now the office of the lnance depart-
ment, the chief secretary if ,vhlth usu-
ally lives in a portion of the building.
The present vice-regal lodge is an im-
posing residence, which was begun 'n
October. 1885, and finished in Siep•.'mber,
1888. It cost, including furniture and
electric lighting arrangements, more
than 1,300,000 rupees, or over 80,000.
The stone was quarried within five
miles of the site and transported on
mules, the cut stone coming from Kal-
ka. more than 50 mile away, at the foot
of the hills.

The timber, consisting of deodar, kail,
walnut and oak, for the most part was
obtained in the forests in the neighbor-
ing hills, but Burnoah teakwood, pur-
chased six or seven years before the
work was commenced, was used in the
joinery and in the main stairs and
floors of the state rooms. Many of the
simpler articles of furniture were made
by Punjab carpenters-specimens of
whose skill the public will be enabled
to see at the forthcoming Paris ex-
hibition-the rest coming form London.

If the building be approached from
the east it really consists of five stories.
It commences three stories below the
ground level of the main block, being
built on the side of a precipice. The
style throughout is English renaissance
(Elizabethan), and the masonry is of
light blue limestone.

The first impression on entering the
main hall is highly pleasing, the in-
terior and staircase being for the great-
er part carried out in teak, deodar and
walnut wood. The gallery is the full
height of the house, 50 feet high and 90
feet long, but its breadth Is only 1t
feet. which rather detracts from its im-
posing effect. The gallery opens into
the hall room, from which it is divided
only by heavily draped curtains.

There is a very handsome bay window
to the north of the ball room, and in
the south an opening also draped with
a curtain. Beyond lies a smaller ante-
drawing room. The wall panels in the
drawing rooms are hung with silk tap-
estry, and all the woodwork is painted
w\hite. Along the north side of the gal-
Iery are three doors opening into the
dining room, which communicates with
th. ve\stibule and ball room. This is ar-
ranged so as to admit of the opening
Ilng used as a proscenium, and the
vestibule as a stage for private theat-
ricals.--Slmla Correspondent Chicagi
lteecord.

A Unique Violin.

A unique violin has been made by a
Missouri man. The iback is of che.ryv
from a table more than a century obli.
which formerely belonged to the Htow -
ard-Payne college. In the center of
the back are inserted 21 pieces of wood
from the Holy Land, one being from a
grapevine that grew in 'the Garden of

Gethsemane. Around the margin are
set in a row small pieces of wood, dia-
mond-shaped. gathered, from all over
th e civilized world. In one end of the
back is inserted a horseshoe made ,f
caStor wood. an.t In the other end is the
image of a rabbit carved in cherry.
There are in all over 150 pieces of wood,
and the only tools used in the manufac.-
ture of the instrument were a pocket
kntfe and a half-inch chisel.
