DEATH COMES SUDDENLY
TO CORNELIUS VANOERBILT

At His &ome Monday Night
He Retired Apparently,

in as Fine Health
as Ever,

A STROKE OF PARALYSIS
Disposition of His Vast Estate

Still a Matter of Doubt-Oor-
nelius, Jr., Alienated From

the Family by His
Marriage.

New York, Sept. 1
2
.- Cornellus Van-

derbilt, head of the Vanderbilt family,
died at his residence in this city at 5:45
o'clock this morning from a stroke of
paralysis.

Mr. Vanderbilt was in his 56th year.
No physician was in attendance. The
attack was very sudden and entirely
unexpected, and it was impossible to
reach any physician before death oc-
curred. Dr. Francis Delafleld, who had
been attending Mr. Vanderbilt, arrived
at the house after Mr. Vanderbilt's
death had occurred. Many erroneous
statements were made concerning the
circumstances surrounding the death
of Mr. Vanderbilt and Senator Chaun-
cey M. Depew gave out the following
statement late this afternoon:

"Mr. Vanderbllt left Newport yester-
day afternoon at 1 o'clock for the pur-
pose of attending a meeting of the di-
rectors of the New York Central & Hud-
son River road, which was to be heid
to-day. He was feeling as well as usual
and had no premonition of approaching
death. He reached this city about 0
o'clock last night, was driven to his
home Immediately and went to bed
about 10 o'clock. He woke up in the
morning about 5 o'clock and complained

~.feellng very ill He ealled his wife
and she immediately sent for a physl-elan. Mr. Vanderbilt died within a
few minutes and before any physician
arrived. Dr. Delafleld, who had been
attending him. when he arrived pro-
nounced the cause of death to be cere-
bral hemorrhage. Because death was
so sudden the coroner was notified and
there will be a formal inquest.

"The funeral will be held in St. Bar-
tholomew's church, probably next Fri-
day, and Bishop Potter and the rector,
Rev. Dr. Greer, will officiate. There
will be a meeting of the Vanderbilt
lines next Thursday to pass appropriate
resolutions of respect to Mr. Vanderbilt.
All the members of the family have
either called in person or sent tele-
grams with the exoeption of his son
Alfred, who is now traveling somewhere
in China. A telegram was sent to sev-
eral places in China and Japan inform-
ing him of the death. Cornelius Van-
derbilt, Jr., sent a telegram from New-
port stating that he was on his way."

The news of the death of the railroad
magnate soon spread over the city.
Messages were sent to all the relatives
and near friends of the deceased and
the family. Chauncey M. Depew, who
was a near friend and business asso-
ciate of the deceased, reached the house
at about 7:30 o'clock. He was visibly
affected. He remained a short while
and when he came out there was tears
in his eyes.

William K. Vanderbilt, Jr., and his
wife called early and remained some
time at the house. Then William K.
Vanderbilt went for his father and
brought them to the house. The father
was so ituch affected when he came
upon the sight of the house where his
brother lay dead that he clapped his
son in his arms and kissed him. They
walked together arm In arm into the
house, shedding tears.

Mrs. W. D. Sloane and Mr. and Mrs.
H. McK. Twombly and others called at
the house during the day. There were
quite a number of people in front of
the house all day watching the car-
riages drive up and the people enter'
and depart. Mrs. Elliot Sheppard,
President Calloway of the New York
Central, Dr. Sheppard and many offi-
dals of the New York Central called
during the day. A coroner's physician
made an inquest into the cause of death
and found it was due to cerebal hemor-
rhages. The coroner also viewed th.e
body and indorsed this finding. Per-
mission for burial was given and the
body was embalmed.

A special detail of policemen was dis-
patched to the Vanderbilt house and
the police are on duty there now.

MR. VANDERBILT'S LIFE,

He Began His Career as a Messenger in
it Bank.

New York. Sept. 12.-Cornelius Van-
derbilt was born on Staten Island Nov.
27. 1843. William H. Vanderbilt, his
father. was at the time a farmer and
Cornelius, at the age of 16, left schooland secured a place as messenger ta
the Shoe & Leathr-r hank. His grand-
father, the commodore,. learning of this,sent for him and askred w-hy he had not
applied to him for a plat e.

"eBcause I did not want to ask youfor anything." was the reply.

This pleased the commodore aatd it is
said that he made a codicil to his Millla few days later leaving $1,000,000 to his
grandson.

Cornelius left the Shoe & Leather
bank to go into the employe of Kssanm
Hrothers. bankers, but later his grand-rather asked him to enter the railroad
service. The young man was making
160 a month and decliried to leave hisplace unless he got more money. He
was given $65 and accepted it. He was
then about 21 years of age. The first
place he was given was that of assist-
tnt treasurer of the New York & Har-

em railroad. His rise was rapid and hesucceeded his father as head of the
Vanderbilt system.
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CORNELIUS VANDERHIL. 'I

Mr. Vanderbilt's act\ve career was
practically closed when he suffered a
paralytic stroke in July. 1896. I)espte
his enormous interests he found time io
devote to church and Sunday school
work, which he began early in life. He
gave freely to the railroad branch of
the Young Men's Christian association
and to the work of St. Bartholomew's
P. E. church in this city. Mr. Vander-
bilt's great business cares made his life
necessa•gly-•methodical and he was
noted for his punctuality.

Mr. Vanderbilt went to Europe last
spring and came home on June 24. ac-
companied by Mrs. Vanderbilt and his
daughter. Gladys. They went to New-
port the same day and Mr. Vanderbilt
improved constantly in health.

V Ihen Mr. Vanderbilt was 23 years of
age he married Alice Gwynne., the
daughter of a Cincinnati lawyer. His
first born son. William H.. died in 1892.
while he was a student in Yale uni-
versity. Mr. Vanderbilt left five chil-
dren-Cornelius, Gertrude, Alfred, Reg-
Inald and Gladys. COrnelius married
a daughter of Mr. Wilson. the banker,
about two years ago, and later Ger-
trude became the wife of Harry Payne
Whitney. son of former Secretary of the
Navy William C. Whitney.

The disposition of Mr. Vanderbilt's
estate is a matter of some doubt. Cor-
nelius Vanderbilt, Jr.. was alienated
from his family by his marriage two
years ago with Miss Grace Wilson,
daughter of R. T. Wilson, the banker
of this city, and it is thought probable
that this son will not be the principal
heir. The opposition to young Vander-
bilt's marriage was based upon his
youth and the fact that Miss Wilson
was eight or 10 years his senior.

THE NEWS AT NEWPORT.

Mr. Vanderbilt Was Popular There and
His heath Is Lamented.

Newport, R. 1.. Sept. 12.-The an-
nouncement of the sudden death of
Cornelius Vanderbilt in New York this
morning was a heavy blow to the reel-
dents of Newport, among whom he had
been a familiar figure for 15 years. Mr.
and Mrs. Vanderbilt left Newport yes-
terday for New York. On his departure
Mr. Vanderbilt appeared in excellent
health. He had taken a prominent
place in the summer life at Newport
and his entertainments have been of
the most elaborate character. He had
always a kindly nod or word for his
many friends and acquaintances. He
was a generous contributor to local
charity, and gave annually a goodly
sum in aid of the local Young Men's
Christian association. His purse was
ever open to aid the sick and dis-
tressed In Newport, and on his depart-
ure in the autumn of each year he left
a considerable fund for distribution
among the poor during the winter.

Q YOUNG CORNEEL AN INVENTOR.

Selon of the Rouse of :anderbilt iesligns
an urcessful lire Box.

Cornelius Vanderbilt. ji.. who has
just perfected an invention that facili-
tates the removal of the tire hnx from
an engine and thereby redu'es mate-
rlally the cleaning of this important
part of a locomotlve, as well as expe-
diting the work oounsiderably, has al-
ways shown a great aptitude for mie-
chanical work. Despite his wealth, he
has gone into the shops and, clad in
jumpers, has worked around the ma-
chinery like an ordinary laborer. He
has asked for no especial privileges
and has quietly accepted office disci-
pline and been regular in his work.

He is well qualified t,, run a Ilcenon-
live and on the triale of tile new on--

gine, built under his supervision and
from his plans. he rode in the cab and
handled the lever.

Young Vanderbilt is a slim. smoo:h
shaven unpretentious worker. He is
on cordial terms with all those with
whom he comes in contact and seems
to have gone into engineering with se-
rious intentions of making It his life
work. After his marriage to Miss
;Grace Wilson and the resultant es-

trangement fromu his father he ac-
cepted the situation quietly and sur-
priced his friends by returning to Yale
for a postgraduate 'our:'C in the Shef-
field school of science. He worked
hard at his studies and was painstakl-
ing In every detail. He especially de-

voted himself to engines and made a
thorough study of every minute part
of the intricate machinery that goes
to make up a locomotive. While there
he paid especial attention to the fire
box, and made rough plans for a new
fire box which could be readily re-
moved and reattached. He learned that
efforts had been made in Germany to
improve upon the fire box attachment,
but that the trial had failed. He also
heard that several attempts had been
made in this country to provide a new

style of fire box, but with indifferent
result.

Undaunted, however, he went ahead.
When he left the school he came tl.
New York and went into the office of
the superintendent of motive power and
rolling stock as a draughtsman and
continued to hammer away at his plans.
He did his work faithfully and asked
no especial privileges and received
none. When he felt that he had his
plans in shape 1` asked that an en-
gine be built along the lines he sug-
gested. The engine was built in Al-
bany at the shops there and Is now
In use daily on the Mohawk division.
It runs well. steams well, hauls Its
load nicely and in every way seems
satisfactory. Mr. Vanderbilt. in dip-
cussing his work, spoke modestly of it.
He still continues at his daily routine
work. but has a fad for locomotlives
and In time hopes to effect other im-
provements.

A CALIFORNIA MURDERER.

Governor Smith Bonors the Requisition
of Governor (age.

Special Dispatch to the Standard.
Helena, Sept. 12.--•rank Cheese-

man, who escaped from the Napa, Cal.,
insane asylum June 1 last, while being
detained pending trial for murder, has
been captured in Kalispell and will be
taken back to be tried. This became
known to-day when Thomas CfDon-
nell, an officer of Alameda county.
Cal.. called at the governor's office and
presented a requisition from Governor
Gage of California. Governor Smith
honored the requisition and the officer
left to-night for Itallspell.

Cheeseman shot and killed a man of
the name of H. J. Brooke in Oakland,
Aug. 8. 1898. It seems that he was
enamored of Brooke's step daughter.
Brooke objected to the match, and
denied him the house. On the day of
the killing he called and was met at
the door by Brooke, who ordered him
away. Cheeseman shot Brooke, and
going inside, shot the girl. The lat-
ter recovered.

Cheeseman pleaded insanity and was
sent to the Napa asylum pending trial
for murder, when he got away. He
was recently arrested by Sheriff Hub-
bard of Flathead county for a petty
offense. He corresponds so well to the
printed description of the missing mur-
derer that the sheriff of Alameda
county was notified with to-day's re-
sult.

ORDER OF RED MEN,

The Great Council in Semsion in the City
of Washington.

Washington, Sept. 12.--The great
council of the T'nited Order of Red
Men of the United States met at the
Ebbitt house int thin city to-day. There
are about 150 delegates in attendance
and probably 500 other members of the
order are in tile city as viiltors. A
formal address of welcome was deliv-
ered by F. C. Barnkessell. great sa-
chem. of PWashington, and the re-
slonse was made by Great Incohonee
iGeorge E. Greene of Binghalmpton. N.
Y. The great Incohonee also delivered
his annual "long talk." The rerport
made by him showed the ree•iply of
the order for the past year to have
been $1,427,403. The disbursements
were $550.605. of which $434.001 was for
relief and the remainder for funerals.

ONE ROUND WAS ENOUGH
Terry McGovern Is the World's

Champion Bantam.

ENGLISH LAD DONE UP

It Took Only Two Minutes and 22
Seconds for the Brooklyn Boy to

Put Pedlar Palmer Into a Sem,-
Unconsolous Condition.

New York, Sept. 12.-Terry McGovern
of Brooklyn whipped Pedlar Palmer of
London thoroughly in less than one
round in the arena of the Westchester
club near Tuckahoe, N. Y., this after-
noon. With the victory went the title
of the bantam champion of the world,
although both contestants were actu-
ally in the featherweight class.

The Englishman, although forcing the
pace at the outset, was really never in
it, and McGovern simply batted his op-
ponent into partial insensibility. Tihe
Brooklyn lad's arms worked like pis-
ton rods and the punishment which he
meted to Palmer was swift and terrible.
The battle did not last quite one round,
the actual time of fighting being ex-
actly two minutes and 22 seconds, at
the end of which time Palmer was lying
helpless, though half conscious on the
floor of the ring. Through an unlookted
for accident on the official timer's part,
the lads were separated by the gong
when they had been fighting one min-
ute. Each went to his corner. but the
error was rectifled in Iess tlt n 1: .ee-
onds and the boys resumed hostilities
in the ring immediately at the onm-
mand of the referee. George Silter. The
ringing ,f the gong was as pulely ac-
cidental as it was unlhinked for, and the
Englishman's handlers made 0o com-
plaint on the score.

;smu ' i•no outser McGovern seemned to
have his man well in hand, but his most
sanguine admirers never imagined that
Terry would win in such short order.
It was a case of a hurricane tlchter pit-
ted against a clever boxer and the fight-
er won. McGovern is a veritable fight-
ing machine and he went at his ad-
versity with bulldog determination and
lightning rapidity. His arms were
never at rest for a moment, and he beat
down Palmer's guard with lhis sledge-
hammer blows.

The ring where- the battle took place
was pitched In the center of a stockade,
in which seats were arranged for the
accommodation of 1.000. The structure
Is built up on the same principle as that
in which Fitzsimmons and Corbett
fought at Carson ttitv. The prices of
admission ranged from $3 to $1•, and
seven-elghths of the seating capacity of
the enclosure was occupied. The purse
for which the lads contested was $10.000.
75 per cent of which went to the win-
ner and the remainder to the loser. In
addition to this both pugilists are guar-
anteed an interest in the privileges ac-
cruing from the kinetescope pictures
of the fight.

A more representative crowd of sport-
ing men than 'that which gathered at
Tuckahoe this afternoon never watched
a pugilistic contest. Of course the pugi-
listls element was largely represented.
every boxer of note from the top
notchers in the heavyweight division to
the paperweights in the amateur ranks
being on hand. Among the big fellows
at the ringside -- ere Tom Sharkey. Bob
Fitzsimmons, Kid McCoy and Jim Cor-
bett. Each of this quartette met with
a warm reception, but when John I.
Sullivan walked down the aisle and took
a seat in a box at the ringside a mighty
cheer greeted him and the big fellowbowed his acknowledges with a hearty
greeting. Sullivan went to McGovern's
dressing room and gave the little fellow
some sound advice, which undoubtedly
benefited McGovern, as the subsequent
events prtved.

There were hundreds of sporting men
from all over the United States and a
large number of race track contingent
was In evidence.

When the boys entered the rine a fair
estimate of the attendance would place
the number at 9,0100. McGovern was a
strong favorite in the betting, several
large wagers being made at odds of
100 to 80 and later on the odds were In-
creased to 100 to 70. McGlovern and his
manager had several commissioners
betting for them and they v:on about
$8,000 in the aggregate.

McGovern weighed 112? _ pounds and
Palmer 1165 pounds when they weighed
in at 5 o'clock yesterday morning. It
wan understood they would have to
weigh In at 5 o'clock this morning
again, but at the request of Palmer's
manager It was mutually agreed to
have the lads meet at catch weights
without further weigh'"- Both men
were quartered In cottages within 100
yards of the ringside frontm early morn-
ing, and at half past 3 o'clock they
made their appearance in the enclosure.
When they reached the ringside both
were accorded a hearty welcome. Pal-
mer was the first to enter the ring. He
was accompanied by Manager tBetrin-
son. Saamn Blakelock. Jin IHall and J ff
Thorne. all of England. One of them
carried: a silk British flag. which h-
w\avnd over Pahner'. head white the
band played '"cod Save the Queen."

This was an erroneous ilnpree.tan. ),e-
cause any holding that was donu dur-
ing the round was done by Palmer, as.
McGovern's arms werre never at rest for
a moment.

There was not a mark on any lprt of
McGovern's body. When asked whlat
the thought of the bout, he .taid:

"I don't knlow what to say. It eantI
off much quicker than I expected. I
thought it would certainly go at least
10 rounds and maybe 17, but I had ino
doubt as to the result. I am lnw ready
to meet them as they come, Geor ge
Dixon first and the rest in their proper
order."

The grotundiii
is perfectily unsutlted to breeding anitd,
tnoretiver, swarams descending farther
east hav\e t- •n traced from far to the
northeast of that place. The problable
breeding grounds, he thinks, are on the
Assinnibotne river, north and i-ast of
RI-gina-a region which will be intes ti-
gated next season.
