Only two wore on 
horseback, the President and Marshal of the 
day. At the bead of the line was home the 
stars and stripes and midway the society’s 
superb banner on which the Union motto 
“ With Malice Towards None, With Charity 
For All ” was brought out in strong relief by 
the contrast between the gold letters and 
greenhackground.

At four o’clock the procession, increased by 
the Walkerville delegation, and numbering 
now fully ICO, returned to school hall to hear 
an oration from E. 8. Thompson, orator of 
the day. Introduced by Mr. Witter, this 
gentleman took the floor and proceeded to 
deliver an address In which after a somewhat 

! abstruse discussion of the relations of capital 
and labor he proceeded from the premises thus 
laid down to draw the conclusion that there 
was nothing to justify or demand the reduc­
tion of wages attempted at Butte a year ago. 
Wo would refer to this address more in detail 
wore it not for our intention to publish It 
entire next week. We much regret that ow­
ing to its length and to the late hour at which 
it was handed in, it cannot be presented in 
this issue, but the subject will aot lose its in­
terest through the delay of a week. It will 
be seen that in one or two passages the posi­
tion taken is mare radical than the speaker 
would probably care about defending in ,a 
cool, logical argument, but ns a whole it is 
moderate and temperate. If now and then 
it bids a brief adieu to those most excellent 
characteristics we must remember that on 
such au occasion a little soaring of the imag­
ination is to be permitted. But we comment 
in advance no further. The address itself 
will he found in next week’s Min e r , when 
our readers can judge for themselves of its 
merits. At its conclusion the speaker was 
loudly cheered, after which, in response to 
repeated calls, Mr. Witter took the floor for

[
lie closing address of the day. His spoech 
vas much more conservative than the address 
•receding him, and made a very favorable 
inpression on all his bearers, Union mem­
bers and outsiders, alike. Referring in the 

(first place the rapid growth of the Union, its 
(numerical strength, and the influence it 
wields owing to  ̂the respect it commands, 
he proceeded to congratulate its members 
upon the pleasant relations now existing be­
tween employers and employed, relations 
which he hoped would long be maintained 
in unbroken harmony. The Union was 
cautioned, though, against any relaxation of 
its organization owing to the satisfactory 
state of affairs. That matters were thus sat- 
isfntory they could thank only themselves, 
and the wisdom of the injunction ‘'In tim e 
of peace prepare for war,” should warn 
them agaiust any loosening of the discipline 
through which victory had been won. In 
his closing words lie adverted to the unfortu­
nate misunderstandings which had arisen last 
year between the workingmen and the busi­
ness men of Butte ; hoped that all such un­
pleasant memories migiit|be buried with the 
first year of the Union’s existence; that by­
gones might be by-gonee, and the hatchet be 
buried ; that with the first anniversary of the 
Unionltlie estrangements growing out of the 
troubles accompanying its formation might 
come to an end, and that with a renewal of 
friendly relations the old page be obliterated 
from memory’s tablets, and a clearer, pleas­
anter one opened for the future. To all of 
which we heartily subscribe.

At the ball given in the evening, the only 
trouble was the immense crush, the attend­
ance being so large that in any popular round 
dance the floor was always uncomfortably 
crowded. But all were in good humor and 
bent on enjoying themselves ; whoever could 
stand a little jostling had the best kind of a 
good time. The hall, as we might have re­
marked before, was tastetuliy adorned during 
the day and evening with pictures and ever­
green trimmings. Of the latter was formed 
the Union motto “ In union is strength,” be 
sides a “Welcome all,” greeting the guests 
from its position above the door way. Danc­
ing was continued until daylight next morn­
ing. During the anniversary and the night 
following Butte was much more orderly 
and quiet than usual, everyone in sympathy 
with the Union seeming to consider it liis 
special mission to see that nothing would 
occur to mar the harmony of the proceed­
ings. The occasion will long be most 
pleasantly remembered by those who wit­
nessed as well as those who look part in it. 
May the Union live to celebrate its Centennial.

At half past six o'clock last Tuesday morn­
ing, Mrs Sadie Col. man, living in the small 
frame building adjoining the Union House 
kept by her husband on East Park street, 
came to ber death by poison. From tbe evi­
dence submitted before the coroner’s inquest, 
it was ascertained tiiat the deceased bad come 
to Butte about six weeks ago, when sho gave 
lier name as Sadie McDaniels, although her 
trujs name is said to have been Williams. 
For about a month she resided among the 
denizens of Park street, until the 2lst ult., 
when she was married to John Coleman, 
with whom she lived until her death. The 
testimony of Florence Waldron, one of tbe 
witnesses at the inquest, was to the effect that 
some three or four days before her death tbe 
deceased had announced to witness lier in­
tention of killing herself, alleging as her 
reason the fact that lier life was unhappy be­
cause she had not been married to tlie man 
of her Vhoice, some one liviug at Fort Ben­
ton, but whose name was not developed. 
Witness said she bad reasoned with deceased 
on the folly of giving way to a fit of despon­
dency, and that her dissuasion appeared to 
have tlie desired effect, since she seemed to 
be in better spirits when she left tbe apart­
ments of witness where she had been making 
a call. Oil the other hand, Coleman, bus- 
band of deceased, attributed her death to 
jealousy, owing to the regard which she be­
lieved him to entertain for some woman in 
California. Waldron’s story is generally ac­
cepted as the more probable explanation.

At all events tbe woman took a dose of 
morphine at 11 o'clock on Sunday niglit, in­
forming her husband of her deed a few min­
utes after its commission. Mr. Coleman at 
once applied himself to the task of prevent­
ing the fatal opium sleep from coming on, 
and by hard work succeeded. Hd remained 
with her uninteruptedly until three o'clock 
Monday afternoon, when, finding her fully 
restored, and believing that he bad found and 
destroyed all the morphine about the prem­
ises, he left to attend to some business mat­
ters in town. When he returned at half past 
seven Monday evening his wife was lying on 
the bed in tbe unmistakable stupor of mor­
phine, the effect of a second aud heavier 
dose. Dr. Hough, who was immediately 
summoned, found the patient very low, 
breathing in hiccough, with only five or six 
respirations per minute. For lack of a stom­
ach pump, the patieut could not bo relieved 
of the poison, but all other remedies suggest­
ed by scieuce—walking, flagellation, hypo­
dermic injections ot morphine antidotes, etc., 
—were resorted to without intermission dur­
ing the night, to no effect. Tbe quantity of 
poison taken bad been to great for its effect 
to be worked off through such agencies, and 
the woman continued to sink gradually, des­
pite the supreme efforts of her attendants, 
until the hour mentioned of the following 
morning, when she died. Her funeral at the 
city cemetery, took place Wednesday fore­
noon. Where her relatives reside, or wheth­
er she had any relatives living, is not known, 
but she was evidently of American birth. 
Her thoughts had evidently been prc-occu- 
pied with tlie subject of suicide for days be­
fore carrying into effect her announced in­
tention. Tbe following verses found in the 
scrap book of Lizzie Kimball, one of her as­
sociates, seemed to effect ber very strongly. 
They are entitled

T H E  D E A T H  S C E N E .

Here sho lleth, white and chill,
P u t  your hand upon her brow.

Still her h ea rt is—very still,
And sho does not know you now.

Ah ! the grave's a  quiet bed,
She shall sleep a  quiet sleep,

Aud tlie tears th a t you m ay shed 
W ill not wake her—therefore weep.

Weep—for you havo wrought her woe, 
Mourn—she m ourned and died for you ;

Ah ! too late we come to know 
W h at Is false, and w hat Is true.

Those liucs she copied, and it is believed 
that the copy was enclosed in a letter mailed 
the evening previous to lier first attempt at 
self destruction. Tlie verdict rendered at 
the coroner’s inquest was as follows :

Fatal aad DapmakMI ShMtlag.

Still another homicide already to be report­
ed. It it true it was only a Chinaman wboae 
life has been taken, bat it wee a human life 
for alt that, and its taking had not. even tbe 
poor excuse of a quarrel or misunderstand­
ing of any kind to pleat! in justification. It 
was an unprovoked, wanton murder, a crime, 
which, even committed upon a Chinaman, 
marks its perpetrator as being possessed of 
the devilish blood-thirstiness of the human 
tiger. The circumstances attending it so far 
as known, are as .follows: Borne time after 
twelve o’clock on last Wednesday night, 
Marshal Beck was roused from his slumbers 
and summoned to queil a disturbance 
created by some intoxicated individuals in 
King & Lowery’s saloon. Arriving at the 
suloon tlie officer learned that the parties 
complained of had left, but in their place he 
found Jenkins Hopkins, partner of Jehu 
Coleman, husbaud of last week’s suicide, in 
the partnership of the Union House on East 
Park street Previous to the officei’s coming 
Hopkins had iiad some trouble with different 
parties. At the time of Mr. Beck’s arrival ho 
had liis pistol out and was flourishing it in 
rather a careless manner. He was-Intoxica­
ted at tlie time and we may remark that we 
quite agree with the commonly expressed 
opinion according to which an officer may 
very well feel himself called upon to make an 
arrest when he finds a man, known to be a 
dangerous character, intoxicated and flour­
ishing bis pistol. Mr. Beck did not make an 
arrest, although the language employed by 
Hopkins seemed to call for such a proceeding 
on the officer’s part, but instead he remained 
in the saloon until Hopkins quieted down 
apparently, and then went home and retired 
to rest. Half an hour afterwards he was 
again summoned with the intelligence “ that 
fellow has shot a Chinaman,” when lie rose, 
hastily dressed and proceeded at once to tlie 
scene of the shooting, a house on Lower 
Main street, in the Chinese quarter of the 
towu. Here he learned that some one had 
fired three shots through the window, after 
whicli he had proceeded on down street to 
the Farmer’s Corral where he fired one more 
shot. Of those fired through tbe wiudow, 
one bullet passed through a wooden binder 
keeping tlie sash in place, thence into the 
window casing where it was found and re­
moved as a link of evidence against the per­
son shooting. Another bullet ranged straight 
across the narrow ante-room, and struck a 
Chinaman sleeping on a bunk placed agaiust 
the wall aud elevated about four feet aud a 
half above the floor. When shot tbe China­
man was lying on his left side witli liis face 
turned towards the window. The bullet 
struck him about an inch below tlie navel, 
making a hole into which the finger could be 
inserted, and inflicing a mortal wound. 
Without wasting any time officers Beck and 
Smith, who had also been summoned, imme­
diately set out iu quest of Hopkins, whom 
they arrested about twenty minutes after­
wards, while making his way toward tlie Un­
ion House, through an alley leading from the 
flat to tbe east of Chinatown. When arrest­
ed he liad no arms about his person, account­
ing for (he absence of his pistol by saying 
that a friend ba-i taken it from him for safe 
keeping. On the afternoon of tlie following 
day the pistol, a pocket Colt, J8 caliber, was 
found in a prospect hole, witli four of its five 
cylender chambers empty. From the time 
of receiving the wouud the Chinaman sunk 
steadily until five o’clock of tlie following 
evening when lie died.

On Friday, Hopkins was brought before 
Police Judge Warren, iu whose court Dis­
trict Attorney Mayhew was prepared to pros­
ecute on the charge of murder, but, acting 
by advice of his attorney, the prisoner waived 
examination and was committed to await the 
Grand Jury’s action.

Last week in working bis hydraulic claim in 
Missoula guicb, a short distance from the 
Dexter mill, Mr. A. W. Barnard found un­
mistakable traces of the occupancy of tbe 
gulch by indiuitrious workers, long before the 
present race of Mouianiaus came upon the 
scene. The gulch is about fifteen feet in 
depth from the surface of the ground to bed 
rock. Lately as the ground sluice was being 
driven ahead of tbe flume, it cut through a 
bed of black loam ten feet under the over- 
lying gravel, and having still another stratum 
of gravel between it and tbe bed rock. This 
loam attracted attention from its singular sit­
uation, but tbe sluice race was driven ahead 
only a little further before a dense growth of 
stumps was brought to light, remaining in 
position in the loam where the trees had evi­
dently grown. Most of the stumps showed 
where the trees had beeu broken off in the 
rush of the overlying gravel, but quite a 
number revealed the neat wood carving of 
the beaver’s sharp incisors. Still a little fur­
ther up stream were the remains of an old 
heaver dam, the branches and roots yet re­
maining iu position where the sagacious dam 
builders had placed them, perhaps ages ago. 
Tlie submerged loam is covered by about 
seven feet of gravel, and that again by an up­
per layer of loam, the product of slow 
growth. What renders the development still 
more worthy of notice is the iact that Mis­
soula gulch is now a dty creek channel, ex­
cept in early sping, while it must have carried 
plenty of water when the beavers made their 
home between its banks. Besides this, there 
are no trees at present growing on the sur­
face anywhere near the locality. The near­
est timber, fully two miles distant, is scrubby 
mountain pine, whereas tbe stumps un­
earthed are cottonwood, a tree not at present 
found anywhere in this neighborhood. Tlie 
finding of teeth, bones, petrified wood, etc., 
on tlie bed-rock of even our deepest gold­
hearing gulches proves that Montana lias ex­
perienced great changes within a very recent 
epoch.
