The lact that a petition for the repeal of 
bur lately adopted charter was signed by 
many of our most responsible citizens and 
heaviest business firms lias led us to set out 
on an interviewing tour, that we might arrive 
at a fair average of public opinion by com­
paring and striking a balance among a great 
number of individual expressions on the 
subject. This was our plan. It was not 
tiecessary to carry it out, because the optnioh 
sa expressed Wnis everywhere the same. Al­
most without exception we found the sub­
stantial citizens of Butte in favor of a charter 

in favor 6f town government through 
municipal Incaiÿoration. We say in favor 
of a charter, hut when it comes to the partic­
ular charter whose blessings we have of late 
enjoyed, only one of all whom we interviewed 
at all approved either of that instrument or 
the government administered under it. As 
for the others, they all seemed to be. lb very 
much the position of the man who is greatly 
displeased with the plan of h is ' dwelling 
house. To raze it to the ground and rebuild 
it from the foundation up would be too radi­
cal a measure only because he thinks it pos­
sible at a smaller outlay of labor and expense 
so to modify it that it would hereafter answer 
tlie purposes for which it was designed. But 
finding such modifications impracticable, then 
he would hesitate not a moment in pulling 
down the edifice rather than longer submit 
to its inconveniences. So with our town 
government. The petition for repeal was 
intended to serve as a vote of censure on the 
existing order of things, not because repeal 
was expected to be brought about by that 
petition. But it repeal was not desired it was 
not on account of approval of, or admiration 
for, the manner in which our municipal 
affairs have lately been conducted. A real 
effort to bring about repeal, one at all likely 
to succeed, would have been opposed only 
because it is geuerally believed that an im­
provement can be brought about in the order 
of things complained of. Were it not for 
this expectation—if it were conceded that we 
must submit to existing arrangements for a 
whole year, that relief was only to be ex­
pected in Ihe annual change of city officers, 
then not a shred not a vestage of our charter 
or any of the institutions brought into being 
through its operation would be left by the 
storm of opposition that would arise.

We believed in town government for a 
town \ike Butte, and we believe in it yet. 
We favored the adoption of the charter, and 
may possibly have bad some influence on the 
vote by which it was accepted. For this rea­
son we consider ourselves partly responsible 
to the people if things do not run as smoothly 
as they ought, and by way of acquitting our­
selves of this responsibility we propose to 
make audible the voice of any intelligent 
complaint. And that the people complain is 
not to be questioned. Leaving out the un­
fair suffrage qualification, condemned en all 
sides, they object to the charter because it 
makes no provision for raising the revenue 
necessary to keep our streets and alleys c-leau 
and in repair. If no license tax can be im­
posed under the charter, then no adequate 
revenue can be raised, and if revenue suffi­
cient to eusure us tlie cleanliness and order 
of an incorporated town cannot be secured 
then there is no use incorporating. This is 
the sum and suhstance of the objections made 
against the chatter itself. As for the town 
government, It may be divided into the ex­
ecutive branch, including the Mayor and Al­
dermen, and the administrative, in which are 
enumerated the officers of Police Magistrate, 
City Marshal, Attorney, etc. Against the 
executive branch only one complaint is 
heard ; but since our own opinion tallies ex­
actly with that hereafter to be expressed, we 
may as well assume full responsiblillty for 
the following : The Board of Aldermen are 
charged with having made poor selections in 
filling the «ity offices, a charge quite apt to 
stick, as they themselves will probably ad­
mit. Farther, if they will reflect upon the 
matter they will very likely perceive that if 
each member of the board bad employed hit 
best judgment in approving or rejecting the 
nominations of the Mayer, some of the of­
fices would not be filled with the present in­
cumbents. For an Alderman to announce 
in advance that lie will vote to confirm any 
nomination made by the Mayor for a certain 
office is an easy itay ol shirking responsibil­
ity ; but it was not exactly witli a view ot 
liaving its functions performed in that man­
ner that the Board was organized. No one 
doubts the good intentions of our Mayor. If

let each Aldermaii remember that be is held 
responsible by the people for the character of 
the appointee.

As for the administrative officers, they ap­
pear to be laboring under a misconception as 
to the pu rposes for which the town govern­
ment was organized. Instead of being 
designed in the interest of law atad order, of 
quiet, elcanlinese and decency, those officials 
are evidently impressed with the Idea that 
the chief end and aim of a town government 
la to enrich the municipal treasury by as 
many fines as can possibly be ‘collected, the 
worthy officials themselves not being forgot­
ten in the process. Accordingly we have an 
extraordinary activity in police circles. Take 
the’to b tth  Of. July,for instance. We invited 
guests from far and near to participate in our 
celebration. Our invitation was accepted, 
but what preparation was made to receive 
those gnests when they began to arrive on 
the morning of our National Holiday P W»«* 
special policemen were sworn in before 
there was even a suspicion of disorder, and 
to one of those specials, in a public 
place, one of the city officers was beard giving- 
tlie order *• make all the attests you can.” 
We all know the history of that day, when, 
although not a shot was fired, not a demon­
stration was made against life or property 
the city leek-up was nevertheless filled until 
it would not even hold the •< one more ” of 
the accommodating city omnibus. Men were 
arrested on the most trivial pretexts, and not 
only that but with attendant circumstances 
of a personal nature which added the pun­
gency of Insult to the outrage of which they 
considered themselves victims. Aftet all 
this, for a  city officer to make public mention 
of the number of prisoners coufined in the 
“ cooler ” and of the aggregate of fees he ex­
pected for tlie following day, is calculated 
neither to add to the dignity ot our munici­
pality, nor to redound to the benefit of our 
business interests.

Now, the system that admits of such a 
state of things must be wrong and the people 
demand a change. We shall attempt to 
make no suggestions fuither than this. We 
are living in a flee country in which no pro­
hibitory law is in force. It is the citizen’s 
privilege to stay sober or get drunk, so long 
as he behaves himself and molests no one ; 
but this privilege is not admitted iu Butte. 
Men have repeatedly been arrested when 
they were only drunk but not disorderly. 
In the next case of the kind if an example be 
made of the officer transcending his powers 
a check may be put on the too ardent zeal 
complained of.

WalfcervUlo.

This lively little town situated only about 
a mile and a quarter from Butte would be 
recognized far and near as a place of impor­
tance were it not overshadowed and to a cer­
tain extent absorbed in its overgrown neigh­
bor. In Walkervilie more men are employed 
at good wages, and more money is in circula­
tion than iu any other Montana town of three 
times its population ; yet, owing to its proxim­
ity to Butte, many branches of business us­
ually flourishing in a brisk mining town are 
as yet but imperfectly developed. Those who 
have money to spend usually come to Butte 
to spend it, and the consequence is that bus! 
ness languishes iu our sturdy little neighbor 
on the hill-side. But a change may possibly 
be noticed at an early date. The opening of 
the 600-foot level of the Alice is an event of 
momentous importance to Walkervilie. Good 
ore being found on that level, and extensive 
ore bodies, it is no secret that a 40-stamp mill 
will be erected immediately by the Alice 
Company. It is also understood that a nar­
row gauge railway will be constructed from 
the works to the heavily wooded slopes on the 
mountain side eight or niue miles distant. 
This railroad will be intended altogether for 
the transportation of fuel, of which between 
30 and 40 cords per day will be consumed. 
Besides the above, mention is made of other 
improvements which are of less note, but 
which taken togetlier offer the prospect of em­
ployment for hundreds of busy hands. Add 
to this that free lots are to be had in Walk­
ervilie, where the generous proprietors of the 
patented ground adjoining the Alice convey 
the title of town lots to those actually resid­
ing upon them, and we have quite sufficient 
grounds to expect a rapid growth of Walker 
ville within a very short time. We are not 
addicted to encouraging stampedes. There is 
just now no occasion whatever for anything 
resembling a stampede. Any rush in this di­
rection would at present be premature, and 
would be attended with disastrous results. 
Still, we would advise the workingmen of 
Montana, those at least who are in search of a 
locality in which employment under good 
wages can be found, to keep an eye on the de­
velopments to be made at Walkervilie within 
the next three months. If those developments 
prove favorable that town will very soon be 
the great labor mart of Montana.

the team took Mght and started to run. 
Having grasped two or three of the lines the 
driver £u*hed th* horses towards, the fence, 
hoping to check them, but the fence instead of 
Offering any serious obstacle, was swept away 
like paste-board before the heavy coach 
wheels. Continuing their headlong rash, the 
horses made a dash for the bridge, which they 
entered in such a manner that the coach went, 
crashing through the railing on the down-river 
side. When the coach disappeared over the 
edge of the bridge the tongue snapped off, re­
leasing the leaders ; one wheeler was relearnd 
by the breaking of a whiffletree, the other held 
his footing until bqtli tugs^avq- way. The 
horses were thus left unhurt on the bridge, 
while the coach, making a couple of revolutions, 
fell in an upright position, resting on the hind 
boot In three feet of water. Bowen was eith­
er killed iu the fall or drowned in tlie river, 
since nothing was seen of him after the acci­
dent. The Deer Lodge and Butte mails were 
Itt the hind boot, where they remained linder 
water until tackle could be provided to hoist 
the coach to the roadway.

Last Thursday George R, Samples, for some 
years past a respected citizen of Butte, was 
instantly killed in a mining accident on the 
Pipestone. Samples in company with Daniel 
Curtiss was engaged in deepening an old shaft 
on the Bachelor claim, belonging to C. X. 
Larabie and others. The had previously com­
plained of bad air to Larabie, who told them 
to timber the shaft securely and leave it with­
out attempting to carry the work any further, 
if they considered it nnsafe. But they kept 
at work. On Monday evening at quitting 
time they burned a little charcoal dn the bot­
tom of the shaft as they were leaving for the 
night. Tills was probably done Witli the idea 
that the currents produced by the heat would 
purify the air, bu it was a great mistake. Up­
on going to work on Thursday morning both 
men descended the shaft, but as soon as they 
reached bottom Samples became strongly af­
fected by the strong air aggravated by the char­
coal fûmes still lingering in the shaft. He at 
ones started to climb the shaft, which is forty 
feet deep, but still lacked ten feet of reaching 
the top when his strength gave way and he 
fell. The fall was only about thirty feet. A 
smaller man might have iscaped with less 
than fatal injuries, but Samples, who was 
about six feet three inches iu height and 
weighed two hundred and twenty-five pounds, 
was so seriously hurt in striking the shaft tim­
bers in his descent, and struck with such tre­
mendous force at the bottom that he uever 
spoke after the fall, dying almost instantly. 
In the evening of the same day the remains 
were brought to Butte, wn the following day 
at 2 p. m. the funeral, with Masonic honors, 
took place from the Butte Lodge, of which 
deceased was a member in good standing. At 
the time of his death Mr. Sample was about 
35 years of age. It is the belief of Ms more 
intimate friends that he was a native of Illin­
ois, or at least that his parents are now living 
in that State. The deceased was a sober, in­
dustrious and law-abiding citizen, a man who 
never employed in violence the great strength 
of his giant frame. His untimely death is 
sincerely mourned by a large circle of friends 
who respected him in life.
