THE BUCKEYE ELECTION.

As our dispatches indicate, the Buckeye |
State, continuing her course of alternately |
extending her political favors to each party in |
succession, has this time given the Republi-
cans their turn. It is claimed on their side
that they bave elected their Governor by
17,000 to 20,000 majority and have a majority
of 30 or more on joint ballot in the Legisla-
ture.

WOOL-GROWING IN THE ANTIPODES.

Editor Butte MINER.

DEeAR Sir: The most important industry
in Australia, as is getting to be in Monlana, is
stock-raising, which includes sheep-raising
and wool-growing. Wool-growers of New
South Wales claim that they have the finest
climate in the world for this particular
branch of industry. The land is mostly
leased from the British Government. The
lessor is called a squatter; the range, a station,
sheep or cattle station, as the case might be.
Fine wool merino sheep are best liked, not
the little black, wrinkly uu;rluo, but those
with Jarge frames and smooth skin. The av-
elage greasy fleece weighs from five to six
pounds. At the present time most of the
sheep stations in New South Wales are en-
closed by wire fences. Six or seven wires are

.

required for.a good sheep-proof fence. TLarge
stations are divided aud sub-divided into pad-
docks, each pasturing 5,000 sheep, or there- |
abouts. These paddocks are looked afier hy{

and ride around the paddock several iiles
every day. Their business is to keep the
fence in repair, and if any get out to follow
the tracks and bring them back.  1n the tim-
bered country trees and limbs often fall on
the fence and break the wires, amd when the
fence is first put up kangaroos run through it,
breaking the wire and sometimes their own
backs. After a while they understand the
difliculty and jump over. A boundary rider
gets about $300 per annumn, a hut to live in,
rations, consisting of eight pounds of
flour, two pounds of sugar and quarter of a
pound of tea a weck, and the privilege of kill-
ing one sheep every fortnight. Nothwith-
standing its advantages, there are many draw-
backs to wook-growing in Australia. Large
tracts of country are inf sted with burrs
which get into the wool and reduce its value
uearly one-half. In many parts there is a kind
of grass seed which not only gets into the
wool but bores through the skin into the
flesh of the sheep. This injures the wool and
keeps the sheep poor and miserable.

The Dingo, or native dog, which resembles
the Americau fox, isa great pest to wool-
growers.  On some stations a man is employ-
ed the year round, to lay poison; but many
of the Dingos are too cunning to take a bait,
preferring {o kill their own mutton.

Shearing is a regular trade in Anstralia,
and a good shearer can get work about six
months in the year. He starts out with two
horses one to ride and the other to carry the
swag about the last of June. He goes first
where the climate is hottest, shears at one
shed ofter another, from two to four weeks at
a place, always working toward the colder
districts as the season advances. In this way
he will get work right up to Christinas and
sometimes up to January. (December and
January are the hottest months in Australia.)
The rest of the year some go to the cities and
enjoy high life on what they have earned,
others take contractsto putup fence and do
different kinds of bush work and so make good
wages the year round. A good shearer will

average about 100 ja day of mixed sheep.

Some have been known to shear 150 and as
high as 200 in a day. But when these high
scores arec made the sheep are more often
“tomahawked ™ than shorn. Shearvers are
paid by the hundred. The average price is
$4.00 per hundred. They have to *find*
themselves out of tiis, and they gencrally
buy their provisions and hire a cook.

Weol sheds are oiten costly and imposing
structures. Some accommodate over forty
shearers. The center of the floor is occupied
by the shearers. The sides are divided into
pens. Several pet sheep are kept about the
place and when a flock is brought upto the
shed these pets are put in with them and
called into the shed. The others follow and
so the pens are filled without much trouble.
Only one or two men pick the sheep out of
a pen and as the sheep are shorn they are
sent out another way. One man can pick up
and roll fleeces for sixteen or eighteen men.
A wool sorter classifies the wool which is
then pressed into bales containing from 400
to 500 p Is. The e i ght for
the last three years was a great drawback for
stock raisers. The streams and fountains
were aried up almost entirely, so that one
Lad to travel sometimes fifty miles for a drink
ol water. The grass was literally burued by
the sun and sheep, cattle and horses perished
by the thousands from thirst and starvation.
From my slight observation of Montaua, I
think neither Australia nor California can
compare with it in the matter of stock rais-
ing.

A New Departure in the Construction of
Steambonts.

The contract has just been signed for the
construction of a new steamboat to run on
the Hudson river, between New York and
Albany, that deserves notice because of its
departure from the ordinary river boat. In
the first place the hull is to be of iron. It is
claimed that for a boat of the size of the one
in question an iron hull wii! be not only safer
but lighter than one constructad of wood.

CuicAGo, Oct. .—I bave read the Inter-
Ocean tor years, and am satistied that it is
one of the best papers that is published. I
heartily indorse your attitude in reference to
political matters of this nation. [ agree that
all the savages of Mississippi should be pun-
ished severely for their wanton and diabolical
persecution and murderings. But, sir, 1
think the Inter-Ocean, as well as most other
papers, has most decidedly a bad influence in
palliating the erimes of the aborigiunal sava-
ges. It has come to such a pass that it is
dangerous to the reputation of a military
man to mete out just punishment to the
sneaking red devils, who commit the most
shocking of crimes.

There have been a few instances where the
military have dealt out justice, but when they
came to read the newspapers they discovered
that they had perpetrated a erime that civili-
zation shuddered at. They were denounced
as “brutal,” “Pagan fiends;" they had
“ massacred helpless men and women,” 'twas
a ‘“disgrace tothe country,” and the Lord
only knows how much of this poppy-cock
about the helpless red man was written.

Now, sir, I have spent a good many vears
on the frontier, viz: Utah, ldaho, Montana
and Wyoming, but more particularly I speak
of Montana, and as a private citizen, and with
the considerable experience among the
“Snakes,” Bannacks, Crows, Flatheads,
Blackfeet, and several other small bands, I
have Spersonal knowledge of their doings.
The stories that are started as soon as there is
an outbreak, that “they were forced to fight
or starve,” and all such stuff, is n nsense.
The Indians of Montana are allowed to go
and come wheunever and wherever they choose
to. They are not and cannot be kept on the
agencies with the bandfal of men in that
country, They have the same grounds to
hunt and fish over, to a large extent, as ever
before, and besides the government is sending
millions of dollars’ worth of clothing and
food, besides furnishing improved firearms,
to enable them the more easily to catch the
game, Men are hired at the agencies at from
$40 to $125 per month as servants and teach-
ers to this miserable race of beings, the per-
petuation of which is not and never can be a
benefit to civilizatton. They are a most
treacherous and brutal race of murderous
vagabonds. There is not a month in the year
but they are perpetrating some outrage upon
humanity.

And the worst feature of the whole thing
is, the Indian is protected better than the
white man is from assanlt. Leta band of
“young bucks” leave the agency, make a
rapid ride of forty or fifty miles, come upon a
lone ranchman or two and their families like
a thunderbolt : the men are brained upon the
spot, the women are worse than murdered,
and finally their throars cut from ear to ear,
The scalping kunife has done its work—the tro-
phy is carried high upon a pole. The houses
are burned, the cattle shot down in the yard.
Aud finally, if no pursuit is made, no one
knows from what family these fiends are
from. “The agent,” if he gets any clew, is
not anxious to publish it, because it might
affect his situation. Bat if the Indians are
known and a band of citizens undertake to
mete out the richly-deserved punishment, the
United States Marshal is immediately notified,
the military are notified, and preparations at
once made to keep the ruffians off' from the

sacred grounds reserved tor the poor Indians. |
