“SecTioN VI of an Act of Congress en-
titled *An Act to provide a temporary govern-
ment for the Territory of Montana,” approved
May 26th, 1864, provides: ¢And no person
holding a ission or appointment under
the United States except postmasters shall be
a member of the Legislative Aseemby or shall
Lold any office under the government of said
Territory.’”

From this it will be seen that no officer
appomted under the United States can hold
any office created Ly the Legislature, the
object evidently being to prevent undue fed-
eral interference in Territorial affairs, as is
sometimes the case. As a consequence all
acts done by a federal official would be ille-
gal and void. The office would be vacant, to
be filled by the proper authority. Ilere is
another argument for sending the most intel-
ligent men to the Legislature.

Land Office Business.

WASIINGTON, Oct. 22.--A statement pre-
pared for the forthcoming annual report of
the Commissioner of the General Land Of-
fice, shows that during the last fiscal year 348
mineral patents were issued, embracing 13,964
acres of mineral land: 622 mineral entries
were made, and at the close of the fiscal year
1,642 remained uundisposed of, 800 of this
number, however, had been examined and
suspended for further proof on account of
contests ; 2,447 agricultural claims on lands
withdrawn as mineral also remained undis-
posed of, but on 603 of them hearings have
been ordered. 6 agricultural elaims on
withdrawal lands were decided dusing the
fiscal year. 14,433 acies of swamp lands were
certified to 1n the State of California in the
Jast twelve months, muking a total of 1,736,-
163 acres since the State was admitted into
the Union.  Swamp lands patented to all the
States, agaregate, up to July 1st. about 69,000,-
000 acres.

The Blackfeet
and Bloods have dug up and taken possession
of all the vegetables on the wilitary farm at
Fort Macleod and also robbed D. E. Akers of
his entire crop of vegetarles at old Whoop
Up, and are Killing cattle so rapidly North of
the line that the cattle owners are moving
their herds South. The British Indians are
getting tired of broken promisesand Canadian
rules.
