W bat We M ean by a  “  Boom."

This word, now in  such  comm on use by all 
classes o f politicians and tradespeople, and 
used to  signify th a t politics are in  a ferm ent 
and trade rushing, was probably used in  the 
tim e of Noah, if not au terior to th e  date of 
th a t old patriarch. W e do not care, however, 
to  investigate N oah’s record, nor to  ascertain  
w hat words were in  use about the tim e he 
was gathering his great family in to  the ark, 
but having once got them  all safely in , and  
the doors and  windows closed, it is qu ite  sate 
to  assume th a t when he heard the rush ing  of 
the m ighty waters, and  felt the a rk  rising 
w ith th e  tide, he could not but, i f  he did not 
exclaim —there was a  big * boom ’ on  some­
where ! Hei e are some definitions of the 
word which we find in  W ebster, W orcester 
and elsewhere :

Boom—To rush w ith  violence, as a  ship 
under a  press ot sa il.— Webster.

She cotues booming  down before it.— Tot 
ten.

The B iftern  bo o m s it in the  reeds.— Cot- 
fen.

A nd even Tennyson in one o f his poems 
says :

A t even  the beetle bo om etii 
A th w a r t  th e  th ic k e t lone.

O ur own W ashington Irving, in one of his 
tine descriptions speaks of,

Falconer, also, in one of Ins earlier poems, 
says ;

W hen used by lum berm en, a  ‘boom’ is un ­
derstood to m ean a chain  of logs or ra ther a 
succession o f logs fastened together by chains 
and used in  a stream  to  intercept logs in their 
passage down.

W orcester says :
Boom—T o rush  w ith violence, as a ship 

un d er press o f sail. N autically , to  boom 
along, m eans to move rapidly.

We th ink  we have given a  sufficient num ­
ber of definitions o f th e  word to  explain  its 
full m eaning, w ithout deem ing it necessary 
to inquire into its derivation. I t  is certainly, 
ju st at th is tim e, an  expressive word, when 
applied to  business, for in  every departm ent 
and in a l. directions trade is certainly rush ­
ing along like a torren t, like a ship un d er full 
sail before a. s ti l t  Jirueze, and  its roar in  this 
and o ther great comm ercial cities is not u n ­
like th a t o f tem pestuous waves, when heard 
at a distance, as they dash against some rock- 
bound shore. I t  is 'a  very good and expres­
sive word ; w ill have its day as one of com­
m on usage w hile the present boom lasts ; and 
as we have shown its use by m any d istin ­
guished poets and prose w riters, we feel like 
saying som ething in its behalf. I t  represents 
force, s trength , flow, vigor, energy and all 
th at, and so does trade and  comm erce at this 
tim e. L et them  boom !— Coal Trade Jour­
nal.

W hen about ten  feet 
from  th e  w indlass the brake bolt broke and 
for a  m om ent it looked like Q uinn’s tim e bad  
come. B nt Roach, w ith  rare presence of 
m ind, caught hold o f the detached rope, at 
the low er end o f which his friend Q uinn 
b u n g  suspended. “ H old on  there , M ark, me 
boy,” shouted  P a t, “ and I ’ll bring  ye up .” 
Q uinn  he ld  on, b u t P a t found it impossible to 
bo ld  him . L ittle  by little th e  the rope slipped 
th rough  liis hands. He he ld  on like grim 
death, b u t the cruel rope dragged through his 
grasp, tea ring  away skin and  flesh. F in d in g  
he could not sustain the weight, lie despair­
ingly cried, “  I  can’t hold on  no longer, pard 
—good bye,” and le t go. D ow n w ent Q uinn  
into th e  dark, deep abyss—a sltere fall of 
nearly  tw o hundred  and  twenty-five feet. P a t 
started off forj help to  take ou t w hat he su p ­
posed to be a  m angled corpse. T he  surprise 
of the rescuers may be im agined when going 
down tlie shaft, they  found M ark Q u in n  al£ 
most u n h u rt. He was able to  w alk hom e to 
his cabin w ithout assistance.— Leadville 
Eclipse.
