A Naval Engageme

, Liya, Dec. §.—Early on the morning of
the fourth the Peruvian launch Urcos, whilst
on guard duty in the bay, was attacked by
three Chilian torpedo launches. ‘T'he Peru-
yien was armed with one forty pounder and
two mitrailleuse, aud the Chilians with tor-
pedues, cannon, mitrailleuse and rocket tubes.
{'lie Urcos made a desperate resistance, but
tinully thought prudence the better part of
valorand worked within range of the shore
batteries. Then the Huascar, Augamos and
Chacabueo with thiree more launches came
over from the island and the engagement be-
came general. Shot, shiell and rockets were
whizzing about on the shore, whilst the bat-
teries pounded away with the greatest energy
al the Huascar, which, it wes believed, was
struck once. The Ureos also succeeded in
striking one of the torpedo launches, and the
combat then terminated by the Chilians re-
turning to the island with it Lo effect repairs.
Three men were killed and two wounded on
board the Urcos, which is nothing more than
a slow launch tug. Once a torpedo boat at-
tempted to get near enough to blow her up,
but a shot from a forty pounder put an end
to the attempt. The spars were cut en the
Chilian lanuches during the two hours tight-
ing. The heaviest part of the fighting was
done to the northward of the bay where the
neutral vessels are at aucher. The Lacka-
wanna and Garibaldi both had narrow es-
capes, the heavy shells from the shore burst-
ing quite close to them.
